miles from Tork, falling in Labour of Child Birth,

the Midwife ufing her cndeavour extracted the Secun-
dine, it offering firft, and could not by her beft skill
perceive any thing elfe remaining : The Womans body
falling, and for fome days being pretty eafie, and the
Womb contraéed, the Midwife rook this Secundine to
bea Mbolaor falfe Conception, but in abour a weeek
more fhe began to dilcharge plenty of Fztid Matter by
the Vagina, which continued, and in procefs of time
fhe felt a troublefom hardnefs on the Hypogaftrium,
which increas’d daily for above 6 weeks, by which the
Woman was brought fo low, they defpaired of her Life,
this lumnp, hardnefs and forenc(s wrought upwards to the

fomer, and by degrees fivester, which gave n hop:s of
her recovery, which before I had no thouvhts of. For
not only the Liwea Albe and Mufcles « £ the Abdomen,
buc the Peritongune and Oucntum was mortificd to a
great breadth, and the inteliines lay fairly o view, and
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expofed to the air a long time. When T had extratted
part, and had a plentiful difcharge of thin Fetid Matter,
the other difcharge downwards began to leflen and abate,
{o that I endeavoured to affift it by bandage and com-
