tended me in my undertaking, to lay open the-

ancient Septertrional languages, and what hath been
written in them, I cannot but reckon this for one, that

by your means I came to the knowledge of that curious.

piece of Sexon antiquity, ‘which is in the pofleflion of
that worthy and honourable Gentletnan Sir' Nathariel,
Palmer, of Fuirfeild in Somerfetfhire, which Country he
hath the honour to reprefent in this prefent Parlia-
ment..  Of this antignity you gave the world fome ac-
count the laft year from the learned Dr Mafgrave, in

the Philofophical Tranfaifions, N. 247. with the Scul-

pture of the upper fide of it, and the Szxoz Infcription

about it. I was writing the xxii Chap. of my Saxez

Grammar de dialecfo Normanno-Saxonica, when thofe
Philofophical Tranfaitiens came out, and as T happened
to impart the defign of it to a Gentleman, who hath
ftudied the ancient Northern Janguages, he told me of
that antiquity in them, and when I came to view. the
Sculpture of it, I prefently obferved how ufeful it
would be to me in one part of that Chapter, wherein
I give an account of the alteration that K. Alfred made
in the Saxp» hand. Upon this, Sir, I made bold to

ap-
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apply my (elf to you for a further account of the anti-
quity, for which you referred me to Dr Mufgrave, to
whom by your encouragement I fent a Letter of Que-
ries 5 to which he did me the favour to fend a full an-
{wer, the {ubftance of which I have printed in the
Chapter of my Book above-mentioned, with two of
the three draughts he {ent me of it, and with an ex-
plication of that Infcription in the Saxor tongue.
There you will alfo find my Conjeturc about the Pi-
&ure; which is furrounded with the Infcription that in
the original fhines in Letters of Gold. The air, the
fhape of the face, and the two united Scepters in each
hand of"it, made me then think that probably it might
be that of our bleffed Lord, but having fince feen a
Pi¢ture of St Luke in a moft ancient Latin MS. of the
Gofpels; alt written-in Capitals, with fuch like Scepters
in each hand, -I am inclined to think that this was the
common way in thofe times of drawing, or reprefent-
ing Saints among the Saxons, and that the Picture in
K. Alfred’s antiquity (for {o I'now call it) might be the
Picire of his Patron St Cuthbert, whom he, and his
Mother both in one night dreamed they faw, -and heard
{peak the fame words, in which he told them he thould
conquer the Danes, and be a great King, and bid him
be of good courage. This vifion of St Cuthbert hap-
pened to him after he was ‘beaten by the Darzes; and
had rctired in great diftre(s into” ATHELNY, where
this Antiquity was found, and he was fo affeéted with
it, that he afterwards ufed to tell it ail his life long,
and afcribe his fuccefs over the Darwes to the merits of
St Guthbert 5 and upon fecond thouglits this inclines me
rather to believe that it may be the Pitture of that
Saint, who of all others of their Country fhiued bright-
eft in the Suxon Calendars, and I fhall give an account
of this {eccond conjecture in the Preface to my Book,
with a Sculpture of S¢ Luke’s Picure, -in that MSS.

Cee 2 " which
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which belongs to the R. the Dean and €hapter of Lych-
feld 5 and which for its great antiquity 18 commonly
called St Chads book. This ftory of St Cuthbert’s appear~
ing to K. Alfred is at tavge in William of Malmsbury, to
‘whom 1 refer you for further information; and as the
King ufed to commemorate the vifion he and his Mo-
ther had of him, {o itis very likely he ordered his Pi-
ture to be made in the manner it is reprefented in my
Book, to hang down by a f{tring upon his breaft, for a
conftant memorial of the Saint, who appeared to him,
to bid him give the Danes Battel in a time of great de-
fpair, when he looked upon himfclf as conquered, and
thought his Kingdom almoft loft. That he caufed the
Picture to be madeis plain from the Saxon Infcription,

AELFRED MEc HETT GEWYREAN
Aelfredws me julfit fabricati.

Aud that it was made to hang down upon his breaft,
is plain from B, the cone or apex of kig, 1. where the
Golden Pin is reprefented in a manner, different to whar
it is in Fig. 3. on purpofe to fhew that the original was
made to hang in a String. And that the original is a
true aud gennine piece of Antiquity is alfo clear beyond
all reafonable doubt, not only from the place where it
was found, the place of K. dlfred’s retreat from. the
Danes, which he fortified in ume of War, and where
he built a Monaftery .in time of Peace, but alfo from
thé Infcription, which is all, except two, in Roman, or
Gallo-Iralick Letters, which-the King, who was bred ar
the Enuglifh Schoo!l in Rome, preférred before thofe of
the Saxon duct 5 and when. he came to be King, as Ju-
gulph teftifies, he brought them into ufe.. Some I hear
have fufpetted. this Antiquity, becaufe of. its extraordi-
nary artifice; which they think too fine for that age.

But it is not to be doubted, but that K. 4lfred, who
was
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was fo great a Prince, could eafily procure the beft Ar-
tifts of all forts from foreign parts; as from Rowe,
where he had his education, and whither the beft Are-
Mts reforted from Greece, and all other Countries, cr
from the Courts of the Eaftern and Weltern Kings of
France, in which he was in great efteem, orindecd
from any other parts of the Chriftian World, by the
correfpondence, and intercft which he had at Rowme.
I have now, Sir, asyou defired, given you my thoughts.
of K. Alfred’s antiquity, which I pray you to impart
to the worthy Dr Mufgrave, to whom [ think my fclf
much obliged for his excellent anfwer to. my Letter.
And I fhould alfo proceed to give you fome account of
my Book, which 1s now in the Bre(s at Oxford, under
the care of a very ingenious, and virtuous Gentleman,
who to his exa& skill in the learned. languages, hath
added the knowledge of the ancient INorthern tongues,
and is a grear and {uccefsful promoter of both among,
the happy youtly, that are under his care. But, Sir, L
muft entreat you to accept of a fhort general, inftead of
a more particular, and longer account of it, which per--
haps I may give you another time.

all produced to fhew the changes and alterations of the
Suxon Tongue,in its Writing,Words, Phirafes andSyntax.

The Caralogue mentioned in the Title, will be made
(God willing) by the moft skilful perfon, I think, in
the World 5 who hath done me and the publick the
favour to promife me to finifh that part of my under-
taking ; and in order to it, he hath already been at
Cambridge, and taken a Catalogue of all the Suxon MSS,
there, to my perfect fatisfattion; and now by the fa-
vour of his Superiours, is doing me the fame {ervice in
the Library of Sir Febn Cotton. But befides all that
which the Title imports, Iam now making a diflerta-
tion of the ufefulne(s of thofe languages, which will
furnifh me with many theories, and in which I'(hall
print many originals, of which fome are prepared,
and others preparing for the Prefs, by fome of my
Learned friends and acquaintance, who are {fo generous
as to affilt me in thiswork. The feries of Saxoz Coins
in Sculpture, - with explications-which an honourable
perfon gave me leave to promife the world in his
name, will alfo make part of that differtation, of
which I have already written twelve large fheets; and
I receive great encouragement to proceed in it from the
free communication of MSS. from feveral Worthy Per-
fons and Societies, which indeed makes my Book rife
to a greater bulk than I atfirlt expected, and very much
encreafes both my pains, and the coft. But as I have
in 2 manner devoted my felf to this work, {o I amcon-
tent to'take any pains to illuftrate the Northern Lan-
guages and Antiquitics, which have not yet been fetin
their true light 5 and I hope thereby to bring the
Northern & NorthWefbiparts of Exrope to a correfpondence

inAntiquity,which,I hope, will be one- good cfect of my
Book
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Book.Some learned German Gentlemen, asMr Palthernius,
and Schilter Syndjc of Strasbourg, are already very in-
quifitive after it, and fome learned Dares and Swedes,
who have feen it at Oxford, have already given me
thanks for it ; and their ‘encouragement, with that 1
have met with ‘at home, and hope ftill to meet with,
infpire me with vigour in my undertaking, which I
hope in due time to bring to an happy end. There
arealready above XC Sheets printed off, and nodi-
ligence is wanting to difpatch it, as foon as it - can
be done. 1 have already mcnuoned how much I am
beholden to fome excellent Perfons and Societies for
the free communication of their MSS. to whom I fhall
make my acknowledgments, with all refpecs, as pub-
lick as my Book ; and I entreat you, Sir, from whofe
carec aud culture all forts of Leammg receive great
advantage, that if you hear of any perfons. who have
any. Saxon MSS. or any Normanno-Saxonick Monu-
ments of Antiquity till the Reign of Hen..
