 JE live Ten Miles off the Sca in a dire& line, and
" yet can fearce perfwade the Country People,
but that the Sea water was blown thus far, or that during
the Tempeft the Rain was fale, for all the Twiggs of the
Trees the day after were white, and tafted very {ait, as
I am informed almoft by every bedy, cthoI did not tafte
them time enough my felf, nor obferve it, and that not
only upon this Hill where we live facing the Se¢a, but in
all other places within 14 or 15 miles of the Sea, as well
in the Valleys, between which and the Sea are feveral
very. high Hills, as on the Hills themfeives.

S. Containing bis Obfervations concerning the
date Storm.

SIR,
A Ccording to my promife at the general meeting of
A _the R. S. on 8 Andrew’s day, 1 here fend you in-
clos'd the Account of my Ingenious and Inquifitive Friend
Richard Towneley, Efg; concerning the State of the At-

mefphere in that part of Lancafbire, where he liveth, in
the
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¢he late difmal Storm. Andl Lopeit will not be unac.
ceptable, toaccompany his with my own Obtervations at
Upminfler 5 efpecially fince I thall nor weary you with a
long Hiltory of the Devaftations, &ve. bur rather fome
particulars of a more Philofophical configeration.

And firft, I do not think it improper to look back to
the preceding Seafons of the Year. I fcarce lelieve 1
fhall go our of the way, to reflet as far backas
Apr L, May, Fune and Fuly 5 becaufe all thefe were wet
Months in our Southern parts.  In April theie fell 12,4
oi Rain thro my Tunnel Aund about 6, 7, 8oroglL 1
cfteem a moderate quantity for Upminfler. Iz May there
feil more vhan in any Month of any Tear fince the Year 1696,
viz. 20,771 Fune likewiie was a dnipping Month, in
which fell 14.55. Aud July, althoit had confiderable
intermi{lions, yet had 14510 L Above 11l of which felion
Fuly 28th-and 29th in violent Showers.  And i remem-
ber the News Papers gave aecounts of great Rains that
Month from divers piaces of Eurspe, but the Nosth of
England (which alfo efcaped the violence of theiate Storm)
was not fo remarkably wet in any of thofe Wonths 3 at
leaft not in that great proportion more than we, asufually
they ares asl guefs from the Tablesof Rain, with which
Mr Towneley hath favoured me. Particularly July was a
dry Month withthem, there being no more than 3,65/,
of Rain fell thro Mr Tewneiey's Tunnel of the fame d.ame-
ter with mine-

From thefe Months let us pals to September, and that
we fhall find to have beena wet Month, efpecially the
latter part of it 5 there fellof Rain in that Month 14,846 L

Od.ber aud November laft, altho not lremarkably wet,
yet Lave been opea warm Months for the moft part. My
Thermometer(whofe freezing poiot is about 84 )hath been
vecy feld om below 100 all this Winter, and efpecially
Novenmber.
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‘Thus T have laid before you-a {hort account asI could
of the preceding difpofition ofthe Year, particularly as
to wet and warmth, becaufz I am of opinion that thefe
had a great influence in thelate Storms not only in cauf-
ing a Repletion of Vapoursin the Awmoiphere, but allo
in raifing fich Nitro-fulphureous or other heterogencous
matter, which when mix’d together might make a fore of
Explofion {(like fired Gun-powder) in the Atmofphere.
And from this Explofion I judge thofe Corrufcations or
Flafhes in the Storm to have procecded, which mottpeo-
ple as well as my {clf obferved, and which {ome took for
Lighrning. But thele chings | leave to better judgisents,
fuch as and that very ingenious Member of our So-
ciety, who hath undertaken the Province of the late
Tempeft, to whom if you pleafe, you may impart thefe
Papers; Mr Halley you know [ mean,

From Preliminaries it is time to proceed nearer to the
Tempeft it felf . And the foregoing day, viz. Thur[day,
Nov. 25.1 think deferveth regard. in the Morning of
that day was a little Rain, the Winds high in the Af-
ternoon & b.E. and S.- In the Evening there was Light.
ning , and between 9 and 1o of the Clock at Nighr a
violent bue fhort Storm of Wind and much Rain at Up-
winfler, and of Hailin fome other places, which did fome
damage, There fell in that Storm 1,65 /4 of Rain. The
next Morning, which was Friday, Nov. 26. the Wind was
S. S. W. and high all day, and {o continu'd till T wasin
Bed and afleep.  About 12 that Night the Stormawaken‘d
me, which gradually encreas’d till near g that Morning.
And from thence till near 7 it continued in the greateft
excefs : and then began {lowly toabate, and the Mercury
to rife fwiftly. The Barometer [ found at 12 h.:P. M.at
28,72, where it continued till about 6 the next Morning,
or 63, and thenhaftily rofe 5 fo that it was gottento 82
about 8 of Clock, asin the Table.

How
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How the Wind fate during the late Storm | cannot
pofitively fay, it being exceflively dark all the while, and
my Vane blown downalfo, whenI could have feen. But
by information from Millers, and others that werefazc'dé
to venture abroad, and by my own guefs, 1 imagin it
to have blown about S W. by S, or nearer to the S in
the teginning, and to veer about towards the Weft to-
wards the end of the Storm, asfar as W.S. W.

The degrees of the Wind’s ftrength being not meafu-
rable (that I know of, tho talk'd of ) but by guefs, 1 thus
determine, with refpet to other Storms. On Feb. 7.
1693 was a terrible Storm that did much damage.  This
I number 10 degrees; the Wind then W.N. W. id.
Ph. Tr. No. 261, Another remarkable Storm was Feb. 3.
170: at which time was the greatet defcent of the
g ever known. This | number g degrees. Bu¢ this laft
of Nevember, 1 number at leaft 15 degrees.

As to the Stations of the Barometer, youhave Mr Town-
Jey's-and mine in the following Table to be feen at one
view.

Asto November 17th (whereon Mr Townley mentions .a
violent Storm in Oxfordfhire)it wasa Stormy Afternoon
here at ‘Upminﬂer, acconﬁany'd with Rain, but not vio-
lent, nor ¢ very low. Nowvember the x1th and 12th had
both higheér Winds and more Rain 3 and the ¥ was thofe
days lower than even in thelaft Storm of Nowesrber 26th.

Thus, Sir, [ have given you the trueft account 1 can,
of what I thought moft to deferve obfervation, both be-
fore,and in the late Storm. I could haveadded fome other
particulars, but thatI tear Ihave already made my Let-
ter long, and am tedicus. I fhall therefore only add,
that I have accounts ef the violence of the Storm at Nore
wich, Beccles, Sudbury, Colckefter, Rockford, and feveral
other intermediate places 5 but 1 need not tell particulars,
becaufe 1 queltion not but youn have better informations.
