The firft Column, having D at the top, contains the
day of the month.

That with H, the hour of the day, which beginning
from one of the clock in the morning, 1 count round in
one continued feries to 24, whichis 12 a clock at night.

The Column Ther is that of the Thermofcope, which
was a fealed one, whereof you will find a larger account
hereafter.
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The Column Bar marks the height of the Mercury in
1he Barofcope.

The firlt number is the inches of its height, the
{econd pumber marks the 20th parts of an inch above
that inch marked by the firlt number.

The Cotumn Hpg. is that which marks the moifture of
the Air. The Iniirnment 1 ufed was the beard of a Wild
Qat, of which each turn was divided into fixteen de-
grees.

The Column of the Wind mark’d the point the Wind
was in, but not”always exaltly, becaufe the Weather-
cock vifible out of my Window wes f{tiff, and turn'd not
eafily, por was the Houfe it {tood on fituate exactly Eaft
and Wefts f{othat it was not eafie by the ftanding of the
Weather-cock to know exactly the point of the Wind :
Wherefore I contented my felf to fet down barely one
of the 4 cardinal points, when the Wind was prerty near
it 5 and when it was more remote, the two cardiual points
between which it was, putting the Letter of the cardi.
nal poiat firt to which it was neareft 5. as when the
Wind was between the South and the Welt, if it were
nearer the Weft than the South, I writ w. S, and fo of
the reft.

I marked befides the force of the Wind, which 1 di
vided into four degrees. 1. When it jut moved the
Leaves. 2. When it blew a pretty freth gale. 3. When
it wasa hard and whiftling Wind. 4. When it blew a
ftorm.  Though thefe divifions. were net made with that
exaltnefsas they might have been, had ore had an Inftru-
ment on purpote, yet they mayv give forr= help to thofe.

As to the Weather. Clondy fignifes e of she Sky(vifi-
ble out of the Windows ot my Study, vhich veie Faftand
South} cover'd with Clouds, than not,  fazrthe contra}rgy,
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Between when it was uncertain whether more of the Sky
was coverd or clear. Cover’d when no part of the cleas
Sky appear’d  Clofe when the Sky was cover'd with one
uniform thick Cloud.

I have often thought that if {uch a Regilter as this, or
one that were better contrivid, with the help of {fome
In{truments that for exactnels might be added. were kept
in every County in Engla:d, and fo conftantly publifhed,
many things relating to the Air, Winds, Health, Fruit.
fulneG, ve. might by a fagacious man be colleited
from them, and {everal Rules and Obfervations concern-
ing the extent of Winds and Rains, &c. be in time
eltablith’d, to the great advantage of Mackind. Whe-
ther you will think it worth the Royal Society’s confi-
deration and promotion, I leave it to you. From this
folicary one there is little to be colletted. The pains is
fo Jittle, that I indulg’d my Curicfity, when it coft me
the writing not fo much as a line a day. For, though
befides the ordinary Obfervation, which 1 {et down com.
monly every morning, there feldom happen’d any Rain,
Snow, or other remarkable change, which I did not fet
down. But as you fee, a few Letters and Figures do ity
fuch as it is1 fend it you, and if itmay be of ufe to any
one I fhall be glad.
