IV. Experiments on the Refilition of Bodies in Common
dir,in Vacuoand in Air Condens'd, made at a meeting
of the Royal Society at Gretham College. By Mr
Francis Hauksbee.

Aving provided a tall Glafs Recipient, in whofe

] upper part I had a contrivance to lodge 4 Marbles,
and from thence fucceflively could drop them ona Plane
at pleafure 5 by which means, opportunity was given to
make the more deliberate obfervations. But before I pro-
ceed to relate the Experiments themfelves, I'think it will
be neceflary figft to toke 1..-ice, that the diftance of the
defcent of each Marble s © v« Pl.ue wasabout 134 inches,
The weight of two Ma: .5 59 Grains, the other two €3
Grains 3
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Crains3 being all of the fort generally fold at Toy-fhops-
The Plane whereon they dropt was a round flat piece of
folid Glafs,about aninch thick,and 3 over ; whole up-
per furface was well Grownd and Polifht. It was fix'd ina
Tin frame, contriv’d on purpole to keep its lower furface
from being contiguous to the Plate or Leather, on which
the Recipient was plac'd 5 (which [ mention purpofely,
left any Gentlemen, who may have the curiofity to re-
peat thefe Experiments, thould fall intoanerror I very nar-
rowly efcap'd) for when firft I made thefe Experiments
[ us'd a Stone Plane {aid carelelly ‘on the Leather that co-
ver'd the Plate, over which the Recipient being plac'd,
and the Air exhaufted, the delcending Marbles would
not rebound fo high by an inch, as when the Experiment
came to be made on the fame Plane in common Air~
which unexpetted Phernomenon gave great umbrage that
it might proceed from fome unheeded caufe, and feveral
reafons were alledy'd again(t the candour of the Experi-
ment:; the principal of which was, that the {welling of
the Leatherin zacyo raifed the incumbent Plane, canfing
it-to lye. more hollow and foft than it did in the open
Air. -In order therefore to.fct the Experiments in a true
light, Iprocured the prementioned Glafs Plane, on which,
when1 came (as before ; todrop the Marbles, their Refi-
lition then was fomething more in Pacuo than in common
Air (which put it paft all doubt, that theError proceeded
from :he caufe fuggelted. ) Thofe dropt in conmon Air
had likewife fome {mall advantage in their rebound, above
thofe let fall in Air condenfed. The Condenfition be.
ing but one Al(mofphere, not daring to veature more, the -
breaking of the Recipient being very hazzardous. The
Refilition of the Marbles from the Plane in Vacuo was a-
bout 101 inches, which was fomething more than 3 of their
d-fCeat. In Condenfed Air their rebound was about: 1o
inches.  Accordingly we malt account their Refilition in
Common Air to be the mediam of the other two, it being

difficuie
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difficult to judge to a nicety in fo fudden a motion 5 but
there was a fenfible difference betwixt the rebound of
thofe dropt iz Pacuo, and thofein Air condens'd. I could
not obferve that thefmall differencein the weight of the
Marbles made any dilcernable alteration in their Refiliti-

V. An Experimeiit on the defcent of Mult duft in the
Evacuated Receiver, at GrefhamCollege. By Mr

] Took fome Malt duft, and having well dryed the{ame,
‘put a quantity of it into a fine Muflin Bag, where be-
ing loofely inclos'd, would upon fhaking difcover it felf
plentifully in the open Air, undulating and floating a con-
fiderable time before it would defcend; but being in-
cJuded within a Receiver, from which the Air was well
exhaufted 5 and then thaken, the duft defcended asa pon-
derous Body, precipitating in ftrait lines from the top to
the bottom of a tall Receiver:
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
