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IX. An Account of Jome Roman Coyns found at Clifton
near Edlington in Yorkfhire. By Mr Ralph

'I Take my felf obliged to give you an account of the
difcovery of fome Roman Coins, lately found at Clifton,
near Edlington, the Seat of the Honoured and Obliging
Robert Molefworth Elq; from whom I have receivd a No-
ble Prefent of them 5 which is the more valuable, becaufe
by his Ingenuity they are fo artificially cleared from the
Ruft they had contratted by lying fo many Centuries in
the Earth, that they appear little inferiour to what they
were when firlt Minted : They were dug up at the Ealt
Entrance of Clifton { a Village on the Cliff of the Hill)
three miles from Doncafler, the Rowman Danum, where the
PrefeEus Equitum Crifpranoruns refided, and one from Curnse
brough, or Coningsburgh, an Ancient Seat of the Kings du-
ring the Saxoz Heptarchy, now belonging to Mr Cook of
Norfolk. They were found fo near a Highway, that the
Cart-tracks had wora the Earth off the top of the Urz,
which a Labourer of Mr Molefworth’s (truck his Pick-Ax
into, before he was aware of it: Upon anorher fearch,
they found another [hece Numisaria, both full of Coppet
Coin 5 the hafte and {cramble of the Workinen to get the
fuppofed Booty ( which they hoped might prove as valu-
able as the Broad Gold found ar Kighley ) wnade them
break in pieces both the Urns, whicn were large and en-
tire 5 the bigger of them might contain two galions: By
the fragments of them they appoar to have been of a
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finer Clay than thofc found at South Holland in Lincolis-

fhire, mentioned in the Phil. Tranf. No 279, and the
Coins alfo much better preferved, beingin a dryer Soil.

Of fixty I bonght of thofe found at Fleet com. Linc, there
was not one before Gallienus, nor after Quintillus 5 and of
near 150 of thefe from (lifton, there is not one of an
elder or later date s fo that both thofe in Holland and thefe
in Yorkfbire, feem to have been hid in {ome common Ca~
Jamity that fellowed the Death of that thore-livid Emperor
Kuimillus, who reigued but {eventeen days, 4n. Dom. 271,

And within fix years after, we find that Probus- the Em-
peror, upon fome Commotions in Britain, f{ent over cere
tain Fawndals and Burgnndians, who had invaded Ga#l, ta
inhabit Aritain 3 upon whofe arrival, probably fuch as
had made the Infurretion, might conceal their Treafure 4
and being flain in the Confli&t, it lay hid till now. This
I look upon as a more probable Conjecture, than the Peg.
fecution of Dioclefian, which- was not till thirty four
years after. Thefe, tho they have not added one Empe-
ror to my Colle&tion, yet have they made a very confi--
derable addition to the Variety of Reverles; {0 thae I
have above thirty of Gullienus. But not to trouble you
with any I had before (as VICTORIA GERMANI-
CA. VIRTVS GALLIENI AVG. GERMA-
NICVS MAXV. &« ) I {hall only prefent you with.a
1ift of {uch as were {ound at Clifton. So far as are in Ca

pital Letters are upon the Coyns, the reft are only for ex-

planation..
