But, to make this Exercife effe¢tual, it ought to be Vio-
lent, as the Patient can well bear it ; and in {fuch manner,
s may, by much agitation of ‘the Body, be moft condu-
cing to the Defign 1n hand.

Ee Morning was Cloudy and Moilt till about eight
a clock, when the Clouds began to break, and we
had {ometimes a fight of the Sun through the {pacés be-
ewixt them. A Sevenfoot Telefcope was fitred up with
a Scene to receive the Species of the Sun caft through i,
and on which it was about feven inclies diameter, di-
vided into digits by fix concentrick Circles. But Clouds
coming, the Sun frequetly rendred this way of obferving
inconvenient, and therctorz laying alide the Apparatus
of the Scene, I viewed him through the fams Telefcope
with Smoaked Glatles, to fave my Eyes, ani Noteds
