Y Y Erewith you will receive divers Anatomical Obferva-

tions, that were made at Padua, by our late learn-
ed and moft ingenious Friend the Reverend Mr Fobze Ray,
upon the diffettion of fome Humane Bodies, by that great
Anatomift Seigmior Antonio Marchetti, and do contain, be-
fides thofe things which Mr Ray did himfelf remarks,
divers Obfervations of the Operators which did not
occur in thofe Bodies, to fome of which Mr Rey hath
added Notes. To thefe are fubjoyned two Diffections of
Mr Ray’s, viz. of a Hare, and the Mountain Hen, neither of
which can I find publifhed in his Works, nor hath he ta-
ken any notice of thefe Obfervations in his Boog of Tra-
wels , altho the Charge was very confiderable, amounting
to 284 Livies and 15 Soldi of Venice,

Befides thefe, there are in his Adverfaria many Obfer-
vations, Infcriptions, Epitaphs, Antiquities. &c. which be-
ing colle@ted together, would make a large Supplement to
his Obfervations already publithed.

Nor'muft 1 forget his Travels in our own and the
neighbouring Kingdom, of which he hath left divers Itine-
ravies + Thefe may not be unufeful to our Engli/bl'll‘ra-

vellers,
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vellers, he being as careful in making Obfi-eatioas a.d
Colle&ions at home, as he was in foragn Couniries,

Had his Life been protralted but anort:ar 3immer, he
would ia all likiyhood have finithed his tigory of Lafects,
for which he had teen preparing Maerials divers yuurs g
this Work being far advanced,doth not deferve o be com®
mitted to the Moths, but to be carryed on by fome learn-
ed and ingenious Perfon in that Study.

In a Hare difle®ted we obferved the Inieflinum veum
of a very- great length, having large pilule of Dung
Secundum intervalla. 1 -call Lere the Gut {fo far as 1c had
no cellule) redfum, though indezd it had one or two con-
voluations.

The inteflinum cecnm was of & vafr bignefs and length :
In bignefs 1t far exceeded the €olon, and was iull of Ex-
crement, Juft at the entrance into it out of the Hlewm was
another appendix of a globular figure 5 the tumice of it
more flefhy, and fuller of Veins and Arteries than the
adjoyning eecunz 5 there was alfo a littie round hole in it.
The cecuns towards the farther end of it was {mall, round,
flethy, full of Vefiels, red coloured like the jejunum in a
Man; the inner tunica granulated, and this for more than
4 inches in length.

The Spleer was {mall and long, thicker at one end, - it
had no Vepeula fellea that 1 could find 5 ( In anether we
found the Veficula fellea manifefily ) TheKidnies large, and
the Left fituate higher than the Right. The glandule re-
nales received not their Veflels from the Emulgents, but
from great Veins on cach fide going to the Loins.

The Stomach was full of Grafs (as I conjettured) which
{melt like the Wax of an Honey-comb when the Honey
is newly drained from it.

It was.a Female, and had long cornua siters, but.did
not geflare when-we cut it up.
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It feemed to have fuch a cavity under the Tail, above
the foramen ani, as U have obferved in a Badger.
I believe now that the Matter contained in the Stomazh
was Fir chewed {mall, the which the fmell argued.
