It {cems ftrange that they have not Courage enough to
try the virtue of thefe Waters internally 5 -efpecially fince
the Contents of thefe Waters are very few, if any, that
are grofs or fixt: The Tafte is {carce differing from pure
Limpid Water ;- and what is more ftrange, in his Expe-
