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meré'd, and the Body reciprocally to the Hlenffranm, and
both to aét on one another with greater Vigour, than
either of their own Particles do upon their contiguous
Fellows; by which means a Separation of Pares muft (1
think) coniequently follows. Thus being at liberty,
they with the fdesjlranm become as one Body, and re-
main fufpended in any part of it by their Mutual At-
tration. And that one Menflruum in this Cafe fhould
affe& one Body more thananother, is no more than why
the Magnet fhould affelt Iron onlv.

fervables be received from Ireland.  With his 0b-
fervations on the Eclipfe of the Sun, Sept. 3. and
of the Moon, Sept. 18, 1708.

¥ Received fome time fince a Letter from Maghrafelt in
the North of Ireland, from a very Intelligent Perfon
there, and great Well-wifher to our Royal Society, one
M. Neve ; who out of his own good Will had collect-
¢d fome of the Lough-Neagh Petrifications, Pieces of the
Giants-Caufizay, ard other Curiofities, and {ent them, he
teils me, as far as Bréffo/ : But hearing the Society nad
f them already in their Repofitory, hesook no furuer

care of them.
He
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He hath fent me divers Particulars relating to Longh-
Neagh, which 1 give you no Account of at prefent; be-
cauie there is nothing bur whatis in effect in Mr. W, Mo-
lymeaux’s, and Mr. Edward Smiths (Accounts, already
publithed in the Tranfactions. But there arc {ome other
Matrers related by him, that I believe will not be unac-
ceptable.

He tells me, That onOéfober 7. 1706. after a very Rai-
ny Day, and soycherly Wind, there happened a prodi-
gious r/ood (the like notin the Memory or Man) which
brake down{everal Bridges, and the Sides of forae or the
Mountains in that part of Ireland. 'Ihat it came rua-
ning down in vait Torrents from {ome of the Mountains,
and drowned abundance of Black-Cattle and Sheep,
fpoiled a great dealof Cornand Hayin the Stack:, tha
it laid abundance of Houfes two or three Feet deep in
Water, and brake down feveral of the Forge and Mill-
Dams,

Alfoon Fuly 3, 1707. they had another Flood, which
came fo fuddenly from the Mountains, as if there had
been {ome {fudden Eruption of the Waters. And alfcon
the 26th of the fame Moath, in the County of Awtrim,
there was a very fuddain and {urprizing Flood, which
raifed the Six-diile-River (fo call’d) atchat rate, thatit
brake down two ftrong Stone-Bridges, and three Hou-
fes, and carried away 6oo Picces of Linnen-cloath, that
lay a Bleaching, fil’d many Houles {everal feet deep
with Water, tore down fome large Rocks in its Paffage,
and left {feveral Meadows covered a Foot or two deep
with Sand. That they in the South-Eaft part of the
County of Derry had that Day but litcle Rain with fome
Thunder : But beyond the Mountains, in the North-
Wcﬁdpart of the County, the River Roe had a great
Tiood.

Another
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Another thing he gives me an Account of, is of fome
Monfirons Births, viz. That an Alderman of the City
of Lerry told him, That a Cow in the Year 1706 had,
within a Mile of that City, calved fix Calves, then all
dead, That the Barrack-Mafter told him, December 6,
1706, of a Nonftrous Hamane Birth, which the Barrack.
Maiter tard he himafell faw in Loudon-Derry, viz. with
two Heads, four Arms, and but one Body at the Navel,
‘That it was of both Sexes, Female on the Right fide,
Male on the {eft. Thatthe Right Hand of the Male
was behind the Femaie’s Back, and the Left Hand of the
Female belund the Maic’s back, holding cach other, as
in Loving-manner.  This Child, or Children were born
Alive, but liv'd buta littie while. My Friend was in-
formed, that this Monftrous Birth was diffected by the
Mayor of Derry (s Acquaintance) and (if it would
beany Service or Satisfaction to theSociety) he told me
he could ealily procure a full Account of his Obfer-
vations.

The laft Curiofity he gives mean Accountof, is, asI’
imagine, that which fome call the Northern Streaming,
which Ido not remember the Society hiad ever any Ac-
counts of ; and this being (T muft coniels) one of the
moft particular Accounts I ever met withofit, and ve-
ry confentaneous to- fuch another Appearance in_the
Heavens, which my Ingenious Neighbour and Friend
M. Barret (of the Scciety) was credibly informed
was feen in his Neighbourhood in September or Oiteber,
1706 ; 11ay Mr Newve’s Account being fo particular, will
I hope be very acceptable to the Sociery : It is thus.
“ Qn Sunday, November16, 1707, after a Frofty Morn-
“ ing, and Fair {lill Day, Wind North-Wefteriy, about
¢« hait an Hour afier Eight in the Evening, there ap-
« peareda very ftrange Lzg/r in ehe North, The Even-
« ing was clear and Swar-light, only the Horizon was
« darkned with condenfed Vapoursin the North, reach-
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« ing, T guels, 1o or 1§ Degrees above the Horizof.
« Qut of this Cloud proceeded feveral Streams or. Rays
« of Light, like thoTails of fome Comets, broad be-
« Jow, and ending in Points above. Some of them ex-
« tended almerdt to the Tail of Uija Minor, and all were
¢« pearly perpendicular to the Horizon, and it was as
¢ bright as 1 -the Full Moon had -been rifing in the
« Cloud. Butwhat I wondered at molt, wasthe Mo-
“ tion of the dark and lighter Parts running ftrangely
« through on¢ another in 2 Moment ; fomecmesto the
« Laft, and fometimes to the Weft. It continued, after

To prevent Mittakes, Ithink it neceflary to ebferve,
thatthis Light which Mr. Newve {aw, 1s very different
from that like the Tail of a Comet, which hath been
feen in the Conflellation of Tauras, or near it; which
T happened to fee in 1706, the Figure whereof is pub-
lifthed in the Tranfaii. N. 305, and which {fomeare plea-
fed to call the Aurora Borealis ; which Name, in my -
pinion, would better befit this Lumen Boreale, which is
{eldom, if ever feen out of the Norch,
