VIl A4 Brief Narrative of the Shot of Dr. Roberr
Fielding wab a Musket-Bullet, and its flrange
manner of comng out of bis Head, where it bad lan
near Thirty Years.  Written by Himfelf.

T the firit Newberry Fight, in the Time of the late
Civil Wars, the Docltor was thot by the Right

Eye on the Os Pesrofum, by the Orbit of the Eve to the

Skull, which was likewife broke, with great Efufion of

Blood from the Wound, Mouth and Noftrils.
The Surgeon carefully probing the Wound for the
g &
ifcovery of the Bulle ailing of his intention, on
difcovery of the Bullet, but failing of his int )
the third dav after the Shot, plac’d him Horizontal so
he third day at he Shot, plac’d him Horizonztal ¢
the Sun; by which means deprefling the breken Sicull
with the Probe, he could {ee the Palpitation of thie Braia,
but could not difcover the Bullet.
When the Dottor began to grow cold, his Mouth clo-

Wound, Mouth and Nofirils; and afterwards when-
foever a Scale of Bone was to come out, his Mouth

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would clof, informuch that feveral Years after he Prog-
nofticated to fome Friends, that a Bone was then coming
out, which continued fo for 6 or 7 Weeks; at wirich
time finding an itching in- the Orifice of the Wound,
with his Finger he felc a Bone, upon which he made
known to fome Friends then prefent, that they {hould
fec him open his Mouth, and taking outa Bone no big-
ger than a Pins Head, he immediatcly opened his
Mouth. '

At the fecord Newberry Fight it heal'd up, no Art
could keep it open. After this, for the fpace of Ten
Y cars, or more, a Fluxof Sanious Matter iffued out of
the right Noeftril, and then cealing there, it flow’dirom
the lett Moftril for fome Years : Atlength, for thefpace
of two Years or thereabouts, upon™riding, the Dotor
would fometimes find a pain on the left {ide-about the
Almonds of the Ear, which he attributed to Cold, but
more efpecially after riding in a cold dark Night, which
occafion’d a kind of Deatnefs too; and having ftop’d
Lis Ear with Wool to recover his Hearing, one Day, eci-
ther Writing or Reading, fuddenly an Huffe came in
the Bar, which made him ftact, and the manner not <o
be expreft, unlefs you can imagine a Vacuum; this hap-
pen’d about March or April 70. Upon thisall that fide
of the Cheek hung loofe as tho’ Paralytick, and under
the Bar might be felta hard Knobb.

After this, Tumour upon Tumour appear’d on that
fide under the Jaw-Bone, which occafion d his confult-
ing fome Phyficians, two at one time, ose of which fu-
fpeéted the Bullet, which, confidering the Shot, they
thought nat credible. At lengel the Temours coming
to the Throat, if he held up his Head a litcle, itfeem'd
as if one with a Hook did pull down the Jaw-bone, and
if any thing touch’d the Throat, “twas as painiul as if
prick’d with a handful of Needles ; being at latt per-
“waded to make fome Applications, a fmall hole appear-

ed,
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ed, after that another, and a chird near the Pomum Ada-
mi 3 by thefe the bullet was difcover'd, and cut out in
August 1652,
