Chardflock, Fecbruary 15. 1708-9.

Oanna Crippen of Chardflock in Dorfet, going from
heace on te 24th of Fanwary lalt (beisg Chard
Maiket) fo her Mafters for Work, fhe being a Sp'nner
of Yarn or Woeft:d, and coming homeward witl; {o- -
of her Neig'bours, it {fnowing very hard, and biing
very deep, was forc’d into a poor Cottage for Shilr =,
defiring {he might abide there in the Chimney-corror
for that Night, offering a Peuny to the Woman of the
Houfe, which fhe refus’d. The Perfons that came with
her, went to their refpective Places of Abode, which
were not far from the Place where fhe beggd to lye 5
fo that fhe was alone, and had almoft a Mile thence to
her own Home, having no manner of Suftenance with
her (as 1 noted before in my former) only a quarter of
Tobacco, a Pound of Woofted Yarn, and thrce Pence
in Copper, not fo much as a Bit of Bread, Bisket, or the
like.  And being (as you may judge) forc’d out of this
Place, was conftrain’d to travel, as well as a poor tired
Creature could, towards her own Home 5 but going not
far from thence, was met with by 2 Man of our Parifh,
whofe Name is exprefs'd in the Narrative ; who fecing her
Mm rumbling
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tumbling in the Snow a diftance off, as he was going to
Lis Home, 2nd finding her lying in a Ditch, help’d ber
up, and bid her obferve to go in his Track, which he
obferv’d fhe did indiffcrently well. But the had not gone
a quarter of a Mile, before (be was forc'd to lye down
ander 2 Hedge, having loft one of her Shoes, and her
Cloaths, which were very mean, were with the Bram-
bles and Thorns torn almoft quite off ber Back: In
which Place the lay from Monday Evening about Six a
Cicck, until Sunday following about'Four in the Afier-
noon, and then was difcovered by {undry of our Neigh-
Dours, who went out with Poles, Shovels, ¢¢. tofearch
for her sand after fome time {pent in it, at laft found her
buried in four Foot of Snow or therecabouts, it being
more than fo much higher before the Thaw., One of
the Mcn with his Pole thrufting at her, cry’d out, She
was there 3 then the reft advanced up, and opening the
Snow,one of the Men faid, She was Alive. She immedi-
ately fpoke, and beg’d he would not poot her too hard,
(as (he expre(s'd it) for fhe was almoft raked 5 and defired
that fome of the Women would come to her and take
lier forth, which accordingly wasdone 5 they finding her
without Stockings or Shoes, an old Whittle about her
Shoulders, with a large Hole in it, which fhe had eat
through 5 the Snow melting down on her,: which (ke
drank to quench her Thirft. From thence fhe was
brought near my Habiration, where the beft Care has
been taken of her. She had a Mertification on one of
her great Toes, which now is in a good way of Reco-
very 5. and (he now is very Hearty, and na fair way
of a perfet Recovery.

She was very fenfible at the firlt taking her cut,and ftill
continued fo 5. fhe knowing every Body perfecily well.
Her Tobacco and Three Pence were in her Pocker.  Sir,
You may affure your felf, fhe had no manner of Food
with her, asBread, orany Eatable whatfoever, 1 Eave
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been concerned with her ever fince the was broughe
hither 5 fo that you need not make a doubt of the
Truth of it. I fhall refer you to the other Narra-
tive, {ubfcribed by two Neighbouring Minifters, Church-
Wardens and Owerfeers, with many others who wete
prefent at the finding her 5 which I judge will foon be
publihed in Print.

E. F. D. o-
vergrown with Shrubby Wood : All the Ground on the
fide of the Hill being firm, green, and Arable 5 of a mix’d
Soil, Clayand Gravel, but more Clayey.
