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Another lump of the fame Craffumentum being weigh'd
in the fame manner, its Specifick Gravity was 10829,

Sept. 18. 1719. 1 found the Spec fick Gravity of
another piece of Craffamex um to be 1082.1.

A fecond piece from the Bloed of a different Per-
fon gave me 1086.1.

A third from the fame Perfon gave r086,6.

From this it follows that the Specifick Gravity of
the Blood Globules is gt leaft 1084, which is the
Medium between thefe five Experiments.

But if wec allow one half of the bulk of the Craffa-
mentam to confilt of Serwm, filling up the Spaces be-
tween the Blood Globules, we fhall find their Spe-
cifick Gravity to be r138.

From this we muft make a {mall abatement, becaufe
fome part of the Serwm mult bhave been {queesd out
from between the Globules, by their yielding to one
anothers Preffure, when the lump of Craffamentum lay
upon the Paper: and this will reduce their Specifick
Gravity f{ufficiently near to 1126, as we had before

determin’d ic.

in the memory of Man, fince it began to raife its Head
above the Ocean, there being féveral old Feople here
alive, who can remember when there appeared nothing
of it but a walt and barren Sand; and that only ac
Low-Water too, when for the {pace of a few Hours it
fhewed its Head, and then was buried again till the
next Tides Retrear: thus {uccefiively it livd and died
until the Year 1666, when it began to maintain its
ground againft the infult of the Waves; about which
time it began to be refcued wholly from future dan-
ger, by the Care and Induftty of Colonel Gilky, who
baving, as I amimform’d, a Leale or Gift of it from
the Crown, did raife Banks about the rifing Grounds
of it, and fo defending it from the Encroachments of
the Water, it becameFirm and Solid 3 and in a thort time
afforded good Pafturage for Sheep and other Cattel.
The Expences at firft to improve it to what it is,
muft needs have been very confiderable ; it being en-
compafs’d with high Banks, and decp Canals for re-
ceiving and difcharging the Liquid Element, which
every now and then notwithftanding threatens to re-po(-
fefs it felf of its ancient Hereditament, but hitherzo in
vain; for I now acquaint you of its prefent Safety.
This !fland is now about 9 Miles in Circumference,
within the Banks, which feem to render it impregna-
ble againit all future atcacks of the Sea, and is of a
very fat and fertile Soil, affords good Grafs, Cornand
Hay, and is replenithed with numerous flocks of Sheep,
which are of a larger Size and finer Wool than thole
in H:ldernefs, from which it is divided by about two
Miles in Water ; and from Lincolisfhire by about four. It
is {tor'd with vaft numbers of Rabits, that feem innu-
merabie, they appearing through all Parts in prodigious
Swarms; their Skins are counted the finelt in Augland,
of a dark Moufc Colour, Shagg'd, and foft as silk.

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There are allo Cows and Horles feeding con-
ftantly in the Place, with great plenty of Wild Foul.

The Inhabitants are not fo numerous, there being
only three Families that live conftantly upon the Place;
hewever they are nevertoo {ulitary,there being abundance
of Workmen and Labourers that continual'y refort thi.
ther, fometimes [ am told to the number of a Hun-
dred and upwards, for the repairing of the Banks, ¢,

The Yearly Income of the Proprictor Mr. Gilty, a-
mounts to about 8oc/. and pays the King’s Taxesto thofe
who Colleét for the Eaff-Riding, and is ufually uplifted
by thofe of the Liberty and Townihip of Ottringham,
from the Marfhes of which there is a Paflage over the
Sands to the Sunk at Low-water. But this Cuftom of
paying the King’s Cefs to them, proceeds only from
the conveniency, not Neceflity 5 for it never belong’d
to that or any other Parifh, o that I cannot refolve
you in what Diocefe this land lyes, unlels it had
been united to fome neighbouring Parifh, or converted
to one of it {elf5 whichif effeGted, the [yth of Lambs,
Woo! and Rabits, ¢¢. would make up a handfome
Benefice. It lyes nearer indeed to the Diocefe of
Tork, by at leaft two Miles, than to that of Zincoln,
being two Miles South of Zuldernefs, in the River
Humber, and four Miles Notth of Lincolnfbire, ¢re.
