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N® 122 is a Piece of another Grinder, perhaps of
an Elephant. It hath very apparent Marks of being
foflile, as well as the preceding, and is farther re-
markable, for that a petrifying Subftance being got be-
tween the Lamelle hath very confiderably feparated
and divided them from each other, in fuch a Manner,
thar they appear to have been fet very loofe.

N° 427, of my Collection of Quadrupeds and their
Parts, is Part of an Elephant’s Skull which was found
at Gloucefler after the Year 1630, together with {ome
large Teeth, fome five, others feven Inches in Compafs,
according toa fhort Infcription wrote upon this very Piece.

N. B. Tab. 11, Fig. 7. is one of the Tusks of the young Elephant that
died.at London, of which Mention hath been made above.
