T HE Hiftory of the Empire of Rufis and its
T ‘Provinces and Territories incorporate, has, *till
now, laboured under fuch Difficulties, that it almoft
feems impoflible to produce any Syftem of it under
twenty or more Years tocome. For this Reafon the
Academy of Sciences have Jately taken a Refolution,
for the Benefit of Lovers of Hiftory, to begina Cdl.
le&ion of all forts of fhort Treatifes, and authentick
:Documents relating to the Hiftory of that Empire,
and to publifh it, from time to time, in feparate
Pieces, both in the Ruflan and the German Lan-
guages. Their Intention in general is the fame with
what is aimed at in other Countries, by publifhing
Collettions of Pieces of Hiftory and Records, viz,
onone Side to gather Materials for a future compleat
Hiftory, and onthe other, to animate fuch Perfons as
have already made Colle&tions with this View, to
contribute their Part towards the publick Advantage.
But their particular View in this Work is to bring to
lights from time totime, all that has hitherto remain.
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ed'unknown to Foreign Nations about the Ru/fan
Hiftory, orhas not yet been fufficiently enquired in«
to, nor cleared up in printed Hiftories. ~For this
Reafon we fhall take the Hiftory of the Ryffan Em.
pirein its largeft Extent, {o as to comprehend not only
the Hiftory both Civil and Ecclefiaftical, Learned,
and Natural, but alfo the Antiquities, Medals, Chro-
nology, Geography, &%. of that Empire, not only
with refpe& to the Ruffan Nation, particularly and
properly fo called, but alfo ‘with regard to all the other
Kingdomsand Provinces {ubjet to the Ryfian Sceptre,
nay, even to theneighbouring Parts of South 7artary.
The Firft Part, which will. fpeedily be publifhed,
fhall ferve for-a Specimen, how far thefe Endeavours
will meet with the Approbation of fkillful Readers,
In cafe thisis well received, we will go on with others
every. Month, or-thereabouts, {o as to make up at the
End of the Year a fizeable  Volume in O&avo, the
12th Part:of which . fhall. concludé with a complete
Table for the whole Volume, . Thefe are therefore
to defire fuch: Perfons as-are provided ' with proper
Materials -for our Defign, and are enclined to commu-
nicate them to the.
