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Wheel ; for the frefh Air may be driven in a very
little Time to the Place where the Men are at work,
though at the Diftance of 2, 3, or 4 Milcs, and there-
fore alfo to any intermediate Space ; whereas the
Pracice now is, cither to make a double Drift with
Communications between the two for the Circula-
tion of the Air, or to fink perpendicular Shafts or
Pits from the Top of the Hill over the Adit ; both
which Methods are very expenfive, and (I dare fay)
will, upon Tryal, be out-done by the Application of

IV. The Cafe of a Cataleptick Woman: Com-
municated to the Royal Society by Richard
Reynell, Apothecary, London.

A N N Bullard, a Servant, about one and twenty
Years of Age, had been for fome time irregular
in her Menfés, and very much afflicted for the Lofs
of a Friend. Fuly the Tenth, 1730. the complain-
ed of a Pain in her Hea% Sicknefs in her Stomar_:h};
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with a general Diforder ; and-took Ga/Coign’s Pow-
der for a Sweat : Next Morning, 7#/y the Eleventh,
about Nine ¢’Clock, fhe was found in Bed, fenfe-
lefs, ftiff, and void of Feeling, with her Eyes fhut;
and, upon the firft Surprize, it was thought fhe was
dead. When I came, I found her in a true Cara-
leptick Fit, fenfelefs, without Motion, her Limbs
very ftiff, but warm, and not cafy to be bent ; but
in whatever Pofture any Limb was put, it continued
in the fame, whether erect, or reclined : Her Refpi-
ration was good, but her Pulfe low, and irregular ;
the had no Catchings, or convulfive Motions, but
could not, by any Means ufed, be brought to her-
felf (in any refpect.) A Vein was opened in the
Arm, and twelve Ounces of Blood taken away ;
fhe bled freely, and came a little to herfelf, but
could pot fpeak. 1 then gave her this Draught :

3ij. f. baufl. and
five Spoonfulls at pleafure of the following Julep :

In a few Hours fhe came to
herfelf: 1 then asked her, whether the knew how
fhe was taken?

About Six o’Clock in the Evening another Fit re-
turned, much in the fame Manner as before ; but
fhe foon came out of it, and then took the Drauglit
with the Volatile Salc of Harts-horn, as before ; and
I applied a large Blifter to her Back, and two more
to her Arms: About Nine the fame Evening fhe
had a ftrong Convulfion Fit, with Catchings, Grind-
ing of the Teeth, and a great Tremor, neither of
which fhe had had before: fhe had a Stool the
preceding Night, but none that Day. I gave her
the Draught as follows, at Night going to reft :
R Tinét. Hier. cumVino faét 31j. Ag. Menth. 3vj.
Spt. Lavend. Co. 383 f. bauft. and fhe continued
taking the Draught, with the Volatile Salr, .
every four Hours.  Fuly the Twelfth, the had been
light-headed all Né'ght, with little or no Reft ; the
Blifters were drefled, which difcharged plentifully,
and the Tincture had given her three Stools in the
Night, which had made her a little faint ; her Pulfe
was low, and her Water pale. I faw her in the
Evening, when fhe had flept pretry well, with
which the was refrefhed 5 the Pain in her Head but
little, her Stomach eafy, and I found her in every
refpec better.  The Draughts were continued every
fix Hours, and fhe took of the Julep before men-
tioned, when faint or ill. Fu/y the Thirteenth in
the Morning, I found her Head eafy, her Water
higher coloured ; fhe was allowed Broth, and Food
of eafy Digeftion, which agreed very well with
her : -She fate wp in the Afternoon, but was faim;;
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and her Head giddy ; bur when in Bed, the was
better : She had no Stool that Day. I gave her a
Draught with the Volatile Salt, e. at Night going
to reft, and the following Purge the next Morning,
Be Tinct.

of which fhe took likewife five Spoonfuls at plea-
fure. The Blifters were kept running as long as we
could ; and when they were dried up, Faly the
Nineteenth, I gave her the fame Purge as before. Fuly
the Twenty-fecond, fhe had continued very well,
without any Return of a Fit ; but upon cutting an
Iffue in her Arm, fhe fell into 2 third Fir, in which

3iij. Tenét. Helleb. Nigr. 3v. to be taken twice a Day
in Chamomile-Tea. She took thefe Medicines about
three Weeks, which anfwered Expe&ation, and I
left her well. T faw her about twelve Months after,
and fhe told me, fhe had continued very well ever
fince.
