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ance, confidering Two of the Stems alone contain
cach above 1000 Rings: Some of thefc Stems were
above Two Yards and an half high. Ihave to add,
that this Plant was a Seedling laft Year, tranfplanted
out of the Fields on the End of a floping Strawberry-
bed; and I counted the Rings in the Middle of laft
Fuly, when it had Thoufands of Flowers upon it,
which, with Thoufands that muft ftill fucceed, might
very probably produce more than 50000 Seeds * more,
confidering 1000 Rings contain 12000 Seceds and
more; and if we multiply the Number of Rings
actually counted, by 14, the Number of Seeds con-
tained in one Ring, inftead of 12, we fhall have an
Addition of 20000 Sceds, all which, added together,
amount to 200000, the poflible Increafe of one

Seed.
