{ufpet to have been of the fame kind as Spouts at
Sxa, being much like the Account of two fcen at
Hatfeld in Iork//u ¢35 Phil, Tranf: No.281.p. 1248.
and No. 2 84. p. 1331,

It was a calm, warm, and cloudy Day, with fome
Gicams and Showers; the Barometer low and fali-
ing, and the Wind South, and fmall. The Spout
came between § and 6 in the Evening ; at 8 came
a Thunder-Shower, and Storm of Wind, which did
Mifchief in fome Places; and then i cleared up
with a brisk N. W. Wind.

The easliet Account I have was from Searon. A
grcat Smoke rofe over or ncar Gretton, in Norti-
amptaﬂ/}nre with the Likenels of Fire, cither one
fingle Fiath, as the Miiler faid, or feveral bright A¢
rows dartmg down to the Glound and repeated for
fome Time, as others fay. Yet fome who faw i,
did not think there was really any Firc in it, burt
that the bright Breaks in a black Cloud looked like
it. howcur, the Whirling, Bresks, Roar, ani
Smoke, frichtened both Man and Beatt. Coming
down the Hill, it took up Water from the River
IWelland, and pafling over Searon Ficld, carricd
away feveral Shocks of Stubble ; and croﬁmn Glaif-

ton,
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ton, and Morcot Lordthips, at Pilton Town’s End
tore off two Branches, and carried one of them a
good way. In a Hedge-row in the Meadow, at
Right Angles to the Spout’s Courfe, ftood an Oak
and an Ath 14 Yardsafunder ; the Oak a young found
one, 16 Inches thick, it {piit two Yards down, and
one Half fell to the Ground, but was not quite
parted from the other ; the Afh, about 8 Inches thick,
was torn off in the Middle, and carried 10 or 12
Yards. DBetween and on cach Side of thefe Trecs
were other {maller ones, which were not hurt: I
heard of no Harm it did after, but breaking and
fcattering a few Boughs. I faw it pafs from Pilton
over Lyndon Lordfhip, like a black fmoky Cloud,
with bright Breaks; an odd whirling Motion, and a
roaring Noife, like a diftant Wind, or a great Flock
of Sheep galloping along on hard Ground; it was
divided into two Parts all the Way it went, and tho’
there was no Wind, moved apace from S. by W. to
N.by E. As it went by a Quarter of a Mile Ezft
trom me, I faw fome Straws fall from it, and a Parr,
like an inverted Cone of Rain, reached down to
the Ground.  Some who were milking, faid it came
ail round them like a thick Mift, whirling and part-
g, and, when that was paft, a firong Wind for a
a very little while, though it was calm both before
and after. It then pafied off between Edirhwefton
z;(nd Hambleton, but how much further I do not
