Read March 2z. Y a Letter I had from Mr. Oakes
1749: at Portfmouth, dated the 19th in-

frant, he gives me an Account of the Inhabitants
being alarm’d with a {evere Shock of an Earthquake
on Sunday the 18th at Six o’ Clock in the Evening;
and that it was felt ftronger at the Common, which
is about three Quarters of a Mile diftant,
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
