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they ran out, fearing the Charches would fall on
their Heads; and fome were {0 terrificd, they fwooned
away.

At Sronton, fomce of the Plaiftering of the Church
was fhaken downs which moft terribly frightened
the People that were in it, and obliged them to
run out. I have not heard of any Damage
being done by it morc than fomc Chimnics thrown
down, but nobody hurt by them,

P. S. Decne ftands clofe to the Road which
Ieads from Nortlampton to Stamford ; it is
about 24 Miles from the former, and 10 from
the latter. '

Extrad? of a Letter from Mr. Henty Green
to Mr. James Ayichough, Optician, in
Ludgate-Street, relating ta the Earthquake
felt Sept. 30. 1750.

Rolleftn in Loicefierfbire, O&F 224 1750,

Read OR. 25. S ThaveR oom enough, I may aswell
1750 give you fome little Account of
the Earthquake which happen’d in this and the
ncighbouring Countics, on Swnday the 3oth of laft
Month, about halt an Hour paft 12 at Noon.
The firft Shock appcard to us, at our Houfe, as if
a large Stack of Chimnies had fallen through the
Roof upon the Chamberfloor over our Heads
{which at firft w¢ took to be the Cafe, bur in a
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vety fcw Scconds recolledted what it was), This was
fuccecded by a prodigious rolling Noife, as if the
wholc Houfe was falling upon us, which we ex-
petted it would do, beforc we could get out of it.
When we were out, we could not help looking be-
hind us, to fce if any thing was fallen s but found
all fafe. We could perceive the Floor, &ve. to fhiake
very fenfibly s and a Walking ftick, that ftood in
on¢ Corner of the Parlour, was thrown down: It
alfo thook down feveral large Stoncs from off an
Heap that lay in the Yard.

A Gentleman, who was walking from his own
Houfe to dinc with us, happened to lay his Hand
upon a Gate, to open it, juft after the firft Noife,
and found the Gatc-Pofts, ¢¢. to thake and totter
about as if they were falling. In a great many
Places Service was not ended at Church; and in
fome the whole Congregation ran out, and happy they
that could get out firft, A Gentleman of Fortunc
necar Leicefler, narrowly efcaped being killed by
one of his own Chimnies ; which fell {o near him,
that fome of the Bricks grazed upon his Shoulder.

By what I can hear, it reached 30 or 40 Miles
from us each Way; and I fanfy we were not far
from the Center of i,

As ncar as I can judge, it lafted about 20 Se-
conds at leaft; but its Duration and Appearance was
different to Pcople in different Places.
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
