Dear Brother, Antigua, March 31, 17535,
Read Dec. 11, S you have the honour to be a
1755 member of the Royal Society, I

have fent you, by Captain Barrett, in a box directed
for you, what I efteem to be a great curiofity. It is
a ftone, that was brought from a quarry, for a build-
ing in the town : the quarry is in the fide of 2 moun~
tain, and is about three hundred yards higher than
high-water mark, and about two miles from the fea.
When the mafon ftruck it with his hammer, it fplit in
two, and difcovered the exact portraiture of a fith (on
each ftone) which we call an old wife. (PLaTEIX.)
I have likewife fent you an account of the quantity of
rain, that has fallen in this place for four years laft

paft.
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
