Read April 23, HE earthquake happened the 31t
1761. laft month, precifely at twelve
o’clock, and lafted full five minutes, with a {fmart
and equal vibration. It exceeded all the others, ex-
cept that of the fir{t November 1755. Thank God,
it was attended with no other confequences, but that
of alarming the inhabitants, throwing down fome
ruins, and rending fome houfes. About an hour
and a quarter afterwards, the fea began to flow and
ebb, about eight fleet perpendicular, every fix mi-
nutes, and continued till night. Some fmall fhocks
were felt before and fince, but of no moment;
