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CHAPTER IX

Of the Secretaries.

L HE Secretaries, or either of them, thall have infpection

over the Clerk ; and fhall give the Orders and Di-

refions concerning the entering and writing of all minutes or

matters in the Journal-books of the Society or Council, or any

other books of the Society ; alfo concerning any orders or other
wfitingsx for the ufe and fervice of the Society.

I1. The Secretaries fhall attend at all meetings of the So-
ciety, Council, and Committees of papers; where when the
Prefident hath taken the Chair, the Senior Secretary thall read:
the minutes, orders, and entries, of the preceding meeting ;.
and fhall afterwards take minutes of the bufinefs and orders
of the prefent meeting, to be entered by the Clerk in the:

refpe&tive books to which they relate = and at the meetings of”

the Society, the Junior Secretary fhall mention the prefents.
made tothem fince the laft meeting, thall givenotice of any can-
didate that ftands propofed for election into the Society at that

meeting, there being prefent a competent number for making:

eleQions 5 and fhall read the letters and papers prefented to the
Society in the order of time he received them, unlefs the

Prefident fthall otherwife dire&,
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III. The Secretaries, or either of them, fhall draw up all
letters to be written to any perfons in the name of the Society
or Council (to be read and approved of in fome meeting of either
refpeftively) except, for fome particular caufe or confideration,
fome other perfon be appointed by the Society or Council to
draw up any fuch letter. They fhall likewife have the charge
(under the dire@ion of the Committee of Papers) of printing
the Philofophical Tranfattions and corre&ing the Prefs.
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
