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SUMMARY OF CBC PROGRAM
OPERATIONS DURING 1946

TOTAL PROGRAM PRODUCTION

During the calendar year January 1, 1946, to December 31, 1946, a total of 58,797 programs consuming
17,697 .55 hours were broadcast over the CBC’s Trans-Canada, Dominion and French Networks. Of this
figure, 80.9% were non-commercial; the remaining 19.1% represent the total commercial hours.

In 1946, as in previous years, service to listeners has been increased. In comparison to 1945 opera-
tions, 635:30 more hours were released on CBC networks. .

Contrary to the past trend this increase has developed with commercial as well as non-commercial
programs. Non-commercial time was increased by 455:20 hours, with an increase of 180:10 hours of
commercial.

The National Network, a combination of the Trans-Canada, Dominion and French Networks, broad-
cast 0.1% of the year’s non-commercial program hours. In 1946, 65.19% of the year’s broadcasting was
scheduled on the Trans-Canada Network; 7.8% on the Dominion Network; and 27.0% on the French
Network.

For the period, Dominion Network operations decreased. A total of 1,368:55 hours was released on
the Dominion Network as compared to 1945’s operations of 1,395:05 hours, a decrease of approximately
30 hours.

ORIGINATION OF PROGRAMS

Of the hours of broadcasting on the CBC’s networks, 85.3% were originated by the CBC; 2.7% were
originated by private stations; the remaining 129% consisted of exchange programs from the American
networks and the BBC.

As in the past, Montreal originated the greatest number of hours of CBC programs. Of the total, 28.7%
came from Montreal; Toronto-followed with 17.3%; Vancouver with 14.0%; Halifax with 11.1%; Winnipeg
with 8.7%, and Quebec with 1.7%.

EXCHANGE PROGRAMS

An increased number of exchange programs were imported from the United States for this period —a
total of 7,971 programs representing 3,015:20 hours of broadcasting. However, in contrast to 1945 a con-
siderably higher number of programs were sent to the American networks, a total of 70, representing 34:45
hours. The Mutual Broadcasting System received 97.2%, representing 33:45 hours.

PROGRAM CLASSIFICATION

Musical programs, as in previous years, occupied a greater portion of the CBC schedule. Of the 56.3%,
musical shows, representing 8,053:10 hours, 22.4% were devoted to light music. Following in decreasing
order were dance, 10.8%, representing 1,544:20 hours; semi-classical, with 1,382:35 hours; symphony, 209:15
hours; and band, old time, opera and sacred music respectively.

The remaining 6,260:30 hours of broadcasting were devoted to spoken word programs. News broad-
casts occupied 2,140:15 hours, with agriculture 901:40; talks-informative 673:30; drama and feature 648:15;
educational 444:10; religious 402:10; women’s 316:00; children’s 243:45; followed by news commentaries,
sports résumé, stock quotations, news events, sports events, and prose and poetry in decreasing order.

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CBC PROGRAM SUMMARY

FRENCH NETWORK PROGRAMS

A total of 4,778:20 hours were released on the French Network exclusively. An additional 827:15
hours were fed to the French Network from either the Trans-Canada or Dominion Network. In keeping with
the overall ratio of musical and spoken word programs, musical shows occupied the greater portion of broad-
casting on the French Network.

SUBSIDIARY HOOK-UPS

A very slight variance can be noted in the number of hours consumed by subsidiary hookups over the
past year. A total of 616:30 hours of broadcasting were presented on private station hookups in 1946, as
against 627:35 hours during the previous period. Of the total commercial broadcasting, 15.4% was presented
on subsidiary hookups. The greater portion of this was devoted to musical programs, consuming 53.2%,
with the remaining 46.8% taken up with spoken word programs.

Of the 1,550 programs representing 616:30 hours, 309:20 were devoted to French subsidiary hookups.
while the remaining 307:10 hours were broadcast on English subsidiary hookups.
