As a result of the close cooperation be-
tween the colleges, the sports promoters
and the Sports Broadcasters Association,
sports announcers are now recognized by
the authorities as an important part of
the sports picture. In accordance with this
trend, it is interesting to note that the
three baseball clubs in the New York area
have set aside facilities for the exclusive
use of Sports Broadcasters Association
members at their 'ball parks. OQur Sports
Broadcasters Association card is the only
identification needed for admission to the
park and the box. In a like manner, the
five New York race tracks honor our card,
and so do the three New Jersey tracks.

These privileges we have secured were
not easily won. They came after a long,
hard fight by the officers and members of
the Sports Broadcasters Association. The
New York Yankees were the first to make
facilities available to our members, and
the Brooklyn Dodgers followed the lead

set by the Yankees soon after. Last year
the New York Giants capitulated, and our
baseball victory was complete. We have
also worked closely with the baseball
owners on release dates, so that our mem-
bers with nightly shows get the same
break as the morning and afternoon
papers. The campaign is still going on in
all sports to assure the Sports Broad-
casters Association members the same
privileges as are accorded all working
press.

The Constitution of the Sports Broad-
casters Associalion contains a code of
ethics. If any member of the Sports
Broadcasters Association feels that his
work or his opportunity to work, is
jeopardized by a fellow member, he has
the privilege of bringing his case before
the executive committee.

The second annual dinner of the Sports
Broadcasters Association was held on
February 21 at Rupperts, and was a huge
success. Seated on the Dais were the
leading figures from the world of sports.
Among the guests out front were the
agency and network executives who, with
the sports personalities present, came to
honor Joe DiMaggio of the Yankees. Joe
had been voted the Graham McNamee
Memorial Award, which is given each
year to the man who, in the opinion of
the Sports Broadcasters Association, has
contributed the most to sports. The presen-
tation was made by Phil Carlin, who was
Graham McNamee’s partner in the old
days.

Quent Reynolds, famous author and cor-
respondent, was the toastmaster, and did
a magnificent job. Among the speakers
were Jim Farley, Fred Linder, General
Kilpatrick, Herbert Bayard Swope, Ford
Frick, Bill Bingham, Frank Howard and
Casey Stengel. According to all present,
the speaking program was the best of
its kind ever put on. The speakers were
brief, and yet, in the short time alloted to
them, managed to make their talks hu-
morous.

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THE BUSINESS SIDE OF RADIO

By VAL ADAMS, Associate Editor, Rapio DaiLy

GOOD horse play-

er with many years
of pouring over form
sheets and past per-
formances can readily
see by the charts that
radio's getting tougher
all the time. It's im-
pressive to say that
radio’s gross revenue
in 1948 was 6.5 per cent
($24.5 million) greater
than the previous year
but there’s more to the
story than that. The
1948 increase was at
the most no better, and
possibly a little less, than the 1947 rate
of increase over 1946. Yet in 1948 roughly
400 more AM stations went on the air
and Jan. I, 1949, there were an additional
260 CP's. This is proof positive that
broadcasters are growing faster than
money.

According to NAB estimates, overall
gross revenue from radio time sales in
1948 was $398,560,000, up 6.5 per cent above
the official 1947 income figure released by
the FCC. For the second straight year,
and the second time in history, income of
stations from local retail advertising far
outdistanced the gross of the national
networks. Local retail business was re-
sponsible for $156,646,000, by NAB esti-
mates issued at the end of 1948, while the
national networks sacked up $133,461,000.
The annual percentage of increase also
held fast to the new trend, the stations
registering 6.5 per cent while the major
networks showed 4.5 per cent.

Another outstanding point in the ’48
performances was the 10 per cent hike in
national spot business. This is even better
than the jump in 1947 when national spot
increased 9 per cent above 1946. Within
the last two years there has been a heavy
trend by national advertisers to use more
and more spot radio because by this meth-
od they call their shots. The extremely
heated arguments between the networks
and station rep firms during FCC hearings
over station representation indicates the
importance of this type of operation in the
industry.

National spot business in 1948 zoomed

over the $100 million mark for the first
time. NAB's estimated figure was $100,-
739,000 and the rate of increase was more
than twice as great as that shown by the
major networks.

Regional networks (including miscel-
laneous webs and stations) showed a
healthy time sale increase of 10 per cent.
Estimated gross was $7,714,000.

The trend of operating costs rising faster
than overall gross revenue continued in
1948. Operating expenses rose 10 per cent,
from $212.2 million in 1947 to $233.2 million
in 1948.

e

Breaking down the major network time
sales, NBC reported its gross for the year
was 6 per cent better than 1947. The figure
was $69,700,000.

CBS grossed $62,200,000 in 1948, reflecting
a gain of nearly $2-million over the previ-
ous year. Columbia’s take home pay drop-
ped nearly a million, however, and the net
for the year was officially pegged at $5,-
041,700. This figure includes the sales of
Columbia Records.

ABC’s gross time billings hit another all
time high in '48 but the increase of three-
quarters of a million was considerably
less than the $3-million jump shown in
1947. ABC gross fime sales in 1948 were
$44,303,376. ABC's net income after federal
taxes for the year skidded downward to
$468,676, a topple from the previous year
of more than a million. The network said
the decrease was attributable to a rapid
expansion in television.

MBS registered a gross income of $22,-
769,464 for the year, a slight gain of $386,-
753 over 1947. This would indicate that
Mutual halted a downward trend it suf-
fered in ’47 when the web’s gross dropped
off three and a half million.

FCC charts show what can be taken as
highly significant developments in the
commercial FM picture during 1948. At
the beginning of the year, there were 1,010
total authorizations and at the end of the
year the figure had dropped to 964. Peak
figure was 1,035 on June 1. “Total authori-
zations” includes FM stations licensed to
operate, CP’s and CG’s. During the year
a total of 136 FM construction permits
and conditional grants were deleted.

i AS an advertiser
: whose business has
been built through
Spot Broadcasting, the
question of how long
* this dynamic advertis-
ing force will continue
in this major sales role,
can now only be an-
swered by “Time Will
Tell,” for Television
has definitely moved
into the picture even
though still in its in-
fancy.

The announcement
that Benrus Watch
Company would spend an additional half-
million dollars in Spot Radio and Televi-
sion for 1949 (making the budget $1,600,-
000) is a tribute to Spot Broadcasting and
I suppose we should now add Spot Tele-
casting. Recently returning from a month’s
nation wide trip, certain conclusions were
very evident as my Agency man and I
called on Radio and Television stations, as
well as visited with Retail Jewelers and
Department Store people, who have been
wide users of Radio and are now experi-
encing interesting Television reactions
over the sales counter,

Put down 1948 as the year that Televi-
sion has come into its own, for we like
other manufacturers have seen television
dollars produce sales. True it is that these
sales have not been anywhere near com-
parable to the accomplishments of Radio,
whose achievements cover every trade and
industry. Yet it has been a sound and
healthy beginning that has made us con-
scious of the tremendous sales potentiali-
ties through our ability to demonstrate
our merchandise via Television.

With Radio and Television, you still have
two different fields, so you must remember
the same standards of operation cannot be
applied. Right now, both mediums enjoy
good position. While it is difficult to make
a hard and fast rule as to the dividing
line, each advertiser must evaluate to his
own what that division will be.

And while we are very bullish on Tel-
evision there is no question in our thinking
that Radio is here to stay. You just can’t
do away with a medium that reaches the
City, Town, Village and ‘Hamlet with such
success as has been the case of Radio.

While Radio is here to stay, let’s recog-
nize the value of Television and appraise
it advertisingly-wise, instead of as a fran-
chise and experience for later on, as so
many advertisers are doing now.

We, at the Benrus Watch Company, are
doing just that-—standing pat with all our
AM schedules; only changing them where
we can improve them and at the same time
adding new markets as long as the adver-
tising rates are in line with our sales per-
centages. As for TV we are buying it
where it can stand on its own two feet; it
doesn’t make sense for us, or for any na-
tional advertiser, to cancel AM to take
care of TV expenditures.

In this new Spot campaign we have ad-
ded twenty-seven cities to our Radio
schedule, while Television is being utilized
in six more markets. Altogether this brings
our Spot buying to 130 AM Stations and 18
TV operations. This together with our
dealer radio set-up in which over 400
jewelers are using our “jingles” and con-
tinuity service over 520 stations, probably
explains why they refer to Benrus as the
Spot Radio-made watch.

While only experience will devise for
us the proper formula, we believe that Tel-
evision offers opportunity to actually
“se]l” our merchandise in the home. To
say that Benrus Endurable Watch is shock-
resisting is one thing but to demonstrate
it, by showing it falling on the floor, tells
a story that provides an impact that will
make he sale for the retailer before the
consumer reaches his store.

As Television is growing rapidly in
metropolitan centers, don’t be surprised to
see Radio drop its rates, particularly in
evening time as TV gradually grabs off
the whole family’s attention. Right now, I
am sorry to report that we find a good
many AM stations raising their rates. Little
do they realize how foolish their opera-
tions are; for today the advertising man-
ager, despite all his alertness and progres-
siveness, has quite a problem in meeting
a budgetary situation in which you can
just spend so many «dollars.

As a veteran on one side of the bridge
and a newcomer on the other, it is very
evident, as I view the findings of my
trip around the country, that you can now
spend money soundly on both sides of the
bridge, particularly if you are using a
Spot Broadcasting-Telecasting campaign.

GOOD AUDIENCE RESEARCH FOR RADIO AND TELEVISION

1. Personal Interview Significance

Only the listener himself can report what he has heard aofter
he has heard it. No one or thing can do it for him. Chance
tuning to the closing moments of one program in order to insure
hearing what follows it is mot listening unless the listener
reports it.  Similarly, the chence retention of the first moments
of a following program because of the lag in tuning out is not
listening unless the listener reports it.

The Pulse personal interview-roster technique permits the
listener to identify on a roster the programs and stations he has
heard during an immedigtely preceding part of the day. Listen-
ing is not defined as 1 minute, or 3 minutes, or § minutes. Only
the listener himself can decide what is listening and this he does
in the Pulse personal interview-roster technique.

Natural Umninhibited Listening Behavior

Audience Meagsurement should indicate the listening of the
listener as he has done it under his own jree choosing and
direction. No method is authentic which intentionally or other-
wise influences or guides the listener's choice. The mechanical
truth of set usage is not a true reflection of psychological listen-
ing — the lstening that is reported by the listener,

The Pulse personal interview-roster technique gathers a listen-
er’s own record of listening after he has done it and without
affording him the advence knowledge that this information is
going to be obtained.
