Public
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NAB STANDARDS
OF PRACTICE

Effective January 1, 1949

TANDARDS for broacasting can mever De final or complete, Broad-

casting is a creafive art, still in the process of development, and us
such 1t must always seek new ways to ochieve greater advances. Therefore,
any stendards promulgated must be subjeet to chwige.

PROGRAM STANDARDS

News

News reporting should be factual, fair and without bias. Commentary
and analysis should be clearly identified as such.

Good taste should prevail in the selection and handling of news. Morbid,
sensational or alarming details not essential to the factual report, especially
in connection with stories of erime or sex, should be avoided. News should
be broadcast in such a manner as to aveid panic and unnecessary alarm.

Broadcasters should exercise due care in their supervision of content,
format, and presentation of news broadcasts originated by them; and in
their selection of newscasters, commentators and analysts.

Broadcasters should exercise particular discrimination in the accept-
ance and placement of advertising in news programs. Such advertising
should be appropriate to the program, both as to content and presentation,
and should be distinctly set apart from the news content.

In programs of news, news commentary and news analysis which are
less than ten minutes in length, no more than two commercial announce-
ments should be used and they should be given al or near the beginning and
end of the program.

Agricultural and market newscasts should be governed Ly the same
general standards applicable to news broadcasts.

Political Broadcast”

Political broadcasts, or the dramatization of political Issues designed
to influence an election, should, if accepted, be properly identified as such.

Public Aftairs and Issues

A broadcaster, in allotting time tor the presentation of public ques-
tions, including those of a controversial nature, should use his best efforts

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to insure fair presentation. Such time should be allotted with due regard to
all other elements of balanced program schedules, and to the degree of
interest on the part of the public in the questions to be presented.

Discussions of controversial public issues should be presented on pro-
grams specifically intended for that purpose, and they should be clearly
identified as such.

The presentation of controversial public isswes should be made by
properly identified persons or groups.

Freedom of expression of opinion in broadcasts of controversial public
issues should be carefully maintained, but the right should be reserved to
refuse them for non-compliance with laws such as those prohibiting defama-
tion and sedition.

Religicus Programs

Broadeasting, which reaches men of all creeds simultaneously, should
avoid attacks upon religion.

Religious programs should be presented respectfully and accurately,
and without prejudice or ridicule.

Religious programs should be presented by responsible individuals,
groups and organizations.

Religious programs should place emphasis on broad religious truths,
excluding the presentation of controversial or partisan views not directly
or necessarily related to religion or morality.

Children’s Programs

Children’s programs should be based upon sound social concepts and
should reflect respect for parents, law and order, clean living, high morals,
fair play and honorable behavior.

They should convey the commonly accepted moral, social and ethical
ideals characteristic of American life.

They should contribute to the healthy development of personality and
character,

There should be no appeals urging children to purchase the product
in order Lo keep the program on the air, or which for any purpose encourage
children to enter strange places or to converse with strangers.

Educational

Every radio program performs an educational function. Broadcasters
should recognize the great responsibilities thus imposed, in planning their
programs, to insure the most beneficial service to all listeners.

Broadecasters should cooperate with educators and with educational
groups in developing improved technigues of broadeasting, as well ag those
processes of education best caleculated fo produce expert and skillful
personnel.

Crime and Mystery Programs

In determining the acceptability of any program containing any ele-
ment of crime, horror or mystery, due consideration should be given to the
possible effect tn all members of the family.

If the technigues and methods of crime are presented it should be
done In such a way as not to encourage imitation; eriminals should be
punished, specifically or by implication; and programs which tend to make
the commission of crime attractive should not he permitted.

Such programs should avoid the following subject matter:

Detailed presentation of brutal killings, torture or physical agony,
horror, the use of supernatural or climactic incidents likely to terrify or
excite unduly.

Episcdes involving the kidnaping of children.

Sound effects caleulated to mislead, shock or unduly alarm the
listener.

Disrespectful portrayal of law enforcement; and characterization of
officers of the law as stupid or ridiculous.

Suicide as a satisfactory solution to any problem.
General

Sound effects and expressions characteristically associated with news
broadecasts (such as “bulletin,” “flash,” ete.) should be reserved for an-
nouncement of news, and the use of any deceptive technigues in connection
with fictional events and non-news programs should be unacceptable.

When plot development requires the use of material which depends
upon physical or mental handicaps, it should be used in such a way as to
spare the sensihilities of sufferers from similar defects.

The regular and recurrent broadeasting, in advance of sports events,
of information relating to prevailing odds, the effect of which could be ex-
pecled to encourage gambling, should not be permitted.

Simulation of court atmosphere or use of the term “Court” in a program
title should be done only in such a manner as to eliminate the possibility
of creating the false impression that the proceedings broadcast are vested
with judicial or official authority.

‘In cases of programs broadeast over multiple station facilities, the
originating station should assume responsibility for conforming such pro-
grams to these Standards of Practice.

ADVERTISING STANDARDS

Advertising is the life blood of the free, competilive American system
of broadecasting. It makes possible the presentation, to all the American
people, of the finest programs of entertainment, information and culture.

Diligence should be exercised to the end that advertising copy accepted
for broadeasting complies with pertinent federal, state and local laws. Ac-
ceptance of advertising should be predicated upon such considerations as
the integrity of the advertiser, the quality of the product, the value of
service, and the validity of elaims made,
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In accepting advertising the broadcaster should exercise great care
that he is not conveying to his audience information which is misleading,
dangerous to health or character, distasteful or contrary to the proprieties
and customs characteristic of his audience, or in violation of business and
professional ethics.

Advertising copy should contain no claims intended to disparage com-
petitors, competing products, or other industries, professions or institutions.

Advertising copy should contain no claims that a product will effect
a cure.

(zood taste should always govern the content, placement and presenta-
tion of announcements. Disturbing or annoying sound effects and devices,
blatant announcing and over-repetition should be avoided.

Time Standards for Advertising Copy
As a guide to the determination of good broadcast advertising practice,
the time standards for advertising copy are established as follows:
The maximum time to be used for advertising, allowable to any single
sponsor, regardless of type of program, should be:

Between 6:00 p.m. and 11:00 p.m.

The time standards allowable to a single advertiser do not affect the
established practice of allowance for station breaks between programs.

All multiple sponsorship or announcement programs, except as here-
inafter provided, are subject to the limitation of a maximum of three
minutes of advertising per fifteen ininute segment, excluding station breaks.
Such programs of half hour, three-quarter hour and hour duration are
subject to appropriate multiples of that limitation.
~ Recognizing that such programs as shopping guides, market informa-
tion, rural news, and the like render a definite service to the listening pub-
lic; time standards for such programs may be waived for a total of one
hour a broadcast day, but care should be exercised to preserve proper pro-
gram balance in their distribution.
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While any number of products may he advertised by a single sponsor
within the specified time standards, advertising copy for these products
should be presented within the framework of the program structure, Ac-
cordingly the use on such programs of simulated spot announcements which
are divorced from the program by preceding the introduction of the pro-
gram itself, or by following its eppaient sign-off should be avoided. To this
end the program itself should be announced and clearly identified before
the use of what have been known as “cow-catcher” announcements and the
program should be signed off after the use of what have been known as
“hitch-hike” announcements.

Any casual reference in a program tc ancther’s product or service
under any trade name, or language sufficiently descriptive to identify it,
should, except for normal guest identifications, be avoided. I used, it should
ke considered as advertising copy and, as such, a part of and included in
the total time allowances as herein provided.

The placement of more than one commercial announcement between
two commercial programs should not be permitted except in those instances
when one of the twe announcements is a sponsored time signal, weather
report, station promection or location announcement of not to exceed a total
of ten seconds in length.

Conilests

Any broadcasting designed te “buy’ the radio audience, by requiring
it to listen in hope of reward, rather than for the quality of its entertain-
ment should be avoided.

Contests should offer the opportunity to all contestants to win on the
basis of ability and skill, rather than chance.

All contest details, including rules, eligibility reguirements, opening
and termination dates should be clearlv and completely announced or easily
accessible to the listening public: and the winners’ names should be re-
leased as soon as possible after the close of the contest.

When advertising is accepted which requests contestants to submit
items of product identification or other evidence of purchase of product,
reasonable facsimiles thereof should be made acceptable.

All cony pertaining to any centest (except that which is required by
law) associated with the exploitation or sale of the sponsor’s product or
service. and all references to prizes or gifts offered in such connection
should be considered a part of and included in the total time allowances a=
herein provided,

Premiums and Offers

Full details of proposed offers should be submitted to the broadeaster
for investigation and approval before the first announcement of the offer
is made to the pubilic.

A final date for the termination of an offer should be announced as
far in advance as possible.

If a consideration is required, the advertiser should agree to honor
complaints indicating dissatisfaction with the premium by returning the
consideration.

There should be no misleading descriptions or comparisons of any
premiums or gifts which will distort or enlarge their value in the minds
of the listeners.

Quite aside from the influence of the
calendar, however, both the continuing
upsurge of television, and the expansion
of radio programming, will fix our at-
tention on developments ahead for both
these great media. 1949 will be, I think,
the year in which radio and television
will really begin to learn to live fogether
in the homes of America.

At CBS we are carrying into our
planning for this exciting future the
experience we have had over the last
two decades as broadcasters. “Good pro-
gramming” will, we ‘believe, continue
to be the indispensable key to success-
ful operation in radio-television in the
future just as it has been in the past.
‘We will be looking for new ideas, new
formats and new trends which will give
the American listener and viewer such
an ever-better programming product.

L ]

The CBS Package Program operation
has been one means we have adopted
of creating and controlling a substantial
portion of our programs so that we can
build the most effective entertainment
and informational sequences. As I write,
21 CBS Package Programs are now
serving 18 different sponsors. These
CBS-owned shows have been the sub-
ject of increasing industry comment be-
cause of the place they have made for
themselves with the audience, reflected
in both Nielsen and Hooper reports, and
because of the effective sales perform-
ances they have turned in for CBS spon-
SOTS.

We are applying the same general
programming philosophy as we develop
the CBS-TV network. “The show’'s the
thing!” Within the last year we have
made rapid strides in TV programming
in all the varied fields in which (as in
AM-FM) a balanced program schedule
requires us to build good features. For
example, Toast of the Town in enter-

tainment; our TV version of People’s
Platform in public affairs, offering both
studio and on-the-street interviews;
Lucky Pup in children’s programs, and
many others.

We are producing and selling TV
shows, as we have done with AM shows
for so many years. We have assembled
the staff to create TV shows of interest
and distinction, and our sponsor lists are
growing with just such programs. We
believe the first business of broadcast-
ers—whether in AM, FM or TV—is pro-
grams, and we want an increasingly
active part in that business.

®

One area of expansion in program-
ming—both for radio and for television
—is that of sports. While we have al-
ways provided extensive coverage of
leading sporting events throughout the
country, our plans for the future con-
template an even greater activity in this
area which is attracting the leisure-
time interest and participation of more
and more Americans and making this
another “golden age” of sports. Through
our ownership interest in the Tourna-
ment of Champions we will bring fo
our audiences leading boxing events;
and through our arrangement with
Madison Square Garden we will con-
tinue to offer many of the great sport-
ing spectacles which occur in the Gar-
den. In the coverage of football games
we successfully pioneered in the 1948
season a new technique of simultaneous
multi-game coverage, which we antici-
pate continuing when the 1949 season
starts.

There are many other areas of Co-
lumbia’s operation where productive
and promising plans are in progress.
One of the most interesting is the new
Long-Playing Record which was placed
on the market in 1948 by Columbia
Records Inc. »

Another area of promise for 1949 is
that of station operations. This is the
vear when we will begin our manage-
ment of KQW in San Francisco as a
Columbia-owned station, the second key
outlet for CBS on the West Coast, sup-
plementing our great program center at
Los Angeles. We will expect to extend
our television programs to many addi-
tional cifies as new facilities in 1949
make possible the further spread of the
CBS-TV network—Ilooking to the same,
vigorous pattern of CBS expansion in
the future as has marked CBS history
from the beginning.

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IT seems that no
matter what other
gyrations we go
through in broadcast-
ing — ratings, re-
search, coverage,
hearings, conventions
| —we always fetch up
against the one all-
important fundamen-
tal of programming.
Nobody has yet fig-
ured how to get
around Shakespeare's “the play’s the
thing” and stay a success in radio.

Some of the more recent evidence of
this is contained in surveys of televi-
sion viewing habits, conducted both by
Hooper and Pulse, Inc.

People in television (station owners,
producers, engineers) have long gone on
the asumption that once a family bought
a television set, all its members could
have but little time to devote to any
other form of entertainment—broad-
casting, movies, books or what-have-
you. They have gone on the assumption
that the “novelty” of this great new
medium is a long, long time wearing
ont

The survey figures seem to contradict
these beliefs. According to Pulse there
is considerable falling off in the number
of people who have their televisions
turned on regardless of what the pro-
gram may be; according to Pulse, this
falling off amounts to about 30 per cent.
Hooper confirms the falling off but gives
the figure as 10 per cent. Some place
between the two, will probably be found
the actual facts but the point we want
to make is that it seems clear that the
novelty wears off much more quickly
than anyone has allowed {or.

The focus even this early in televi-
sion is shifting to program quality.

And if this is true in such a new, dra-
matic and exciting medium as televi-
sion, how true it must be in the case
of sound broadcasting?

We think the statistical gentleman of
radio will support the statement that
total listening to radio has remained
at about the same level for the past
four years; and we don’t think there is
any doubt that the principal reason for
this is the gquality of a major portion
of programming—which has been static
and none too inspiring for a long time.

The fact is that there have been no

really new program ideas in years—
that all the so-called “new” things
which we serve up, are really old things
in a new collar and cuffs. If we were
called upon to prove this, we would do
it by reminding the reader of what has
happened in recent months: no sooner
had one station and one network scored
a success with a “giveaway,” when all
other networks and most stations jump-
ed on the bandwagon, demonstrating
thereby the dearth of ideas and the
eagerness with which everybody
pounces on a half-way new idea.

(So far, in fact, did this giveaway
fever go, that it got the indusiry into
considerable hot water—and in Novem-
ber as this is written, we are not yet
out of it.)

®

If we may be permitted a short com-
mercial: Mutual has tried, and we think
with some success, to develop and put
on the air programs having something
new and different in the way of a hasic
idea or a twist on some established
format. For example—‘*Twenty Ques-
tions” and “Juvenile Jury” introduced
fresh elements into programming;
“Newsreel” and “Meet the Press” are
new twists on the presentation of news
and discussion; our series of documen-
taries on Atomic Energy introduced
popular quiz and audience participation
technigues into serious radio. We will
continue experimenting—and expect to
make still further contributions to bet-
ter programming.

It could be that one explanation for
poor qualily and lack of progress in
programming may be found in the fact
that we have failed to attract top writers
into radio and television—the writers
whose work is produced on Broadway
stages and published between covers
and in magazines,

It is clear, we think, that broadcast-
ing has devoted a lot of time to a lot
of things, but not enough time to the
important things: programming which
will appeal to and hold and even in-
crease audiences — programming that
will meet the needs of that disturbing-
ly large segment of people so laconically
defined by Hooper as “at home but nat
listening,”

In 1949, T think of no beter goal for
broadcasting than more attention to
programming and less emphasis on
secondary matters—more focus on pro-
grams and less hocus-pocus.
