HE American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers (ASCAP)
organized Feb. 13, 1914, is dedicated chiefly to the protection of its
members’ music performing rights. In providing this protection, the Society
becomes a readily accessible source of every conceivable kind of music
sought by commercial enterprises making use of music performances as
part of their business.

ASCAP was formed by Victor Herbert and a little more than 100 asso-
ciates who found that individually they were unable to protect their per-
forming rights. These organizers of the Society followed the pattern of
similar performing right societies in other countries. With a record of
continuous growth, and of constantly expanding service to its patrons, the
Society now has a membership of more than 2,000 writers and some 350
publishers.

Originally active chiefly in the field of popular music, ASCAP in recent
years has broadened its operations to include more works of standard
composers. Today all the leading symphony orchestras make use of ASCAP
licenses, and the same is true of civic and community groups in more than
400 cities, whose musical directors find their music clearance problems
simplified through the machinery of the ASCAP license.

ASCAP is a national institution. Men and women from every state and
territory of the United States, and Americans by adcption from more
than 40 countries are included in its membership. There are 162 women
members. Nearly 400 estates share in the royalties collected by the Society.

Such estates are largely those of deceased members, although there
are numerous instances of memberships of estates whose prineipals died
hefore ASCAP was formed, e.g. Ethelbert Nevin, Edward MacDowell,
Gustav Mahler. Musical copyrights in these estates just as the copyrights
of living members, continue to vield income after the deaths of the
creators.

T HAS Dbeen aptly stated in the trade press that 1948 saw BMI attain
a “milestone,” one that is probably more significant than any other such
2chievement in its eight productive years of life. To fully understand
this signfiicance, it should be pointed out that as of January 15, 1949, BMI
licenses 2,510 stations and networks. Broken down it reads: 24 national
and regional networks in the U. S., 1,896 AM outlets; 394 M stations;
40 TV and five Short-Wave facilities. In Canada, one natoinal network and
150 stations. The “milestone” refers to the fact that over 2100 stations and
all networks, have voluntarily renewed their BMI license contracts for
a nine-year period from 1950 to 1959. Additional renewals arrive daily.
Thus the broadcasters of the nation have made it mandatory that BMI
continue to provide the competition needed to maintain a healthy atmos-
phere in the realm of writing and publishing music and the licensing of
such works for public performance.

Added to the progress of BMI during the year are the important con-
tractual renewals between the organization and the old establishd pub-
lishing house of E. B. Marks Music Corp., renewed by BMI to a long
term contract, and M. M. Cole Publishing Company of Chicago. Still
another highlight is the affiiiation with BMI of seven leading Italian
music publishing firms.

In the land of our northern neighbors, BMI Canada, Ltd., has vastly
exvanded its scope during the year, becoming active in all its branches.
Most of the leading composers of the Dominion are part of BMI Canada
and virtually all Canadian stations consistently play BMI tunes.

Since its organization in 1940, BMI’s catalog has been made available
to television without restriction. Also since 1940 BMI has licensed music
for motion pictures at the source only. The wisdom of this policy is
reflected now more than ever in the increased use of BMI musie in film
production,

Non-radio licensing activity by BMI finds some 2,600 licenses issued to
hotels, night clubs, dance halls, skating rinks and other places where
music is used publicly for profit.

The cause of music generally was advanced on various fronts through
BMI efforts, among them being active participation in the campaign of
the American Music Conference.
