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FARM DIRECTORS DECADE

Association Marks 10th Anniversary This Year

By MAL HANSEN, President,

E year 1953 marks the 10th

Anniversary Year for the Na-
tional Association of Radio Farm
Directors. The organization’s in-
formal beginning was in May,
1943. when a handful of farm
broadcasters talked about form-
ing a national organization while
attending the Institute of Edu-
cation by Radio at Columbus,
Ohio. The first official mceting
followed in December in Chi-
cago. From this small begin-
ning NARFD has increased its
membership to 323 persons representing
41 states in the union, from Canada and
several foreign countries in various parts
of the world.

Farm broadcasting is as old as radio
itself. But since the closc of World War II
there has becen a substantial increase in
the number of farm directors employed
by radio and television stations, and a
rapid increase in the number of hours
stations ave devoting to farm service pro-
grams. This has accounted for the rapid
growth of NARFD. The addition of tele-
vision has added new personncl to farm
developments. Regular farm television
shows have been on the airwaves since
1949.

Economics has been the major factor
behind the growth of farm radio and farm
television departments. Station managers
have found that by developing a sound
farm department, they are able to make
more money for the station and at the
same time provide the service nccessary
in fulfilling the requirements of their
federal license.

Radio is alrcady the key mcans of ob-
taining information on the farm. and tecle-
vision is making rapid hcadway. BMB has
reported that 98.1 per cent of the nation’s
farm homes have radios. Tens of thou-
sands of scts are in farm automobiles.
trucks, tractors and in the milkhouse or
barn.

The instantancous nature of broadcast-
ing, which makes weather and market
news available within minutes after {he
news is made. materially aids the farm
director in his work. Thesc principles,
multiplied by the sheer weight of num-
bers of receiving sets. has clinched a
place in the broadcasting fulurc for the
farm dircctor who has the background
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Directors

and inclination to serve the
farmer over the airwaves.
Generally speaking, the men

who provide this scrvice belong
to the National Association of
Radio Farm Directors. The as-
so-iation itsclf has a constitution
which states that its objectives
are covdial relations and bettey
understanding belween commer-
cial radio farm broadcasting and
farm organizations, advertising
agencies and other groups inter-
ested in recaching farm people,
and the station management itself. In ad-
dition. the objectives arc to keep this
kind of service on a high plane, spread
farm service to arecas where it is now
lacking and advance the welfarc of those
engaged in farm broadcasting.

With these fundamental prineiples set-
ting the course, NARFD is built on a
regional basis . . . a logical step because
agriculture is largely regional in nature.
There are eight regional chairmen who
sorve with the elected national officers on
the executive committec. Officers for 1953
in addition to the author, are vice-presi-
dent., C. W. (Jack) Jackson of KCMO.
Kansas City, Mo.; sccretary-treasurer,
Frank Atwood., WTIC, Hartford. Conn,
and historian, Herb Plambeck of WHO,
Des Moines. Towa.

In 1952, under the leadership of Presi-
dent Sani Schneider of KVCO. Tulsa.
Okla.. the organization sought improve-
ment in relationship among the basic
triangle with which the farm director is
always concerned . . . namely, the farmer,
the sponsor, and the agricultural college.

In 1953 NARFD has many goals. Under
the general subject of improving public
relations for agriculture. farm broadcast-
ers need to tell the story of the impor-
tance of agriculture to the consuming
publiz. There are numerous misunder-
standings befwecen town and country that
must be corrected.

Within the radio and television industry
itselt, a segment of managements must be
made awarc of the commercial potentials
of good farm service programming. And
cven more important, the adverlisers, both
of farm products and consumer products,
must be informed of the tremendous farm
market that can be reached cffectively,
quickly and atl reasonable cost through
specialized farm shows on radio and TV.

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A REPORTER LOOKS AT 'S3

Sees Optimism Reflected In Washington Scene

HE radio-TV industry may

look forward to its greatest
year of expansion in 1953.

From the standpoint of a re-
porter covering Washington for
the two industries which have
become, apparently. inscparable,
there were great events in 1952
—the events of 1953 may not be
so spectacular, but they will
probably be more fundamental
to the growth of radio and TV.

No one can deny that the big-
gest “story’ of 1952 from a radio-
TV reporter’'s point of view was the lift-
ing of the freeze on new television sta-
tions.

This was brought about by the issu-
ance, on April 11, 1952, of the Fcderal
Communications Commission’s Sixth Re-
port and Order, which not only lifted the
“frecze” imposcd on September 30, 1948,
but assigned 70 UHF channels, promul-
gated a new nation-wide table of TV
frequency assignments, making available
2,053 assignments in 1.291 communitics,
and provided for a change of frequency
for 30 of the then-existing 108 VHF stu-
tions,

In the interim between the frecze-lift
and the end of 1952, the FCC, badly under-
staffed, managed to authorize 165 new TV
stations, of which 21 were on the air at
the close of the year and others were
coming along.

But that does not tell the radio story:
As of January, 1952, there were 2,406 AM
stations authorized; as of the end of the
year, there were 2,524, most of them on
the air. Applications on hand at the end
of December 1952 amounted to 251; FM
stalions authorized at the end of 1952
totaled 630, with 12 applications on hand.

However, these are merely figures, in-
dicating past performance of the regula-
tory agency controlling the radio and TV
media. Any look into the future must be
“hedged.”

It seems likely that 1953's biggest story
(again from a Washington reporter’s
viewpoint) may be the Commission’s de-
cision in the Theater-TV case, now before
it and being heard day by day. The case,
as everyone who reads the trade press
knows, involves the assignment of spe-
cific channels for the transmission of TV
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for use in theatre exhibition.

Another news development
from Washington which may be
cxpected this year is investiga-
tion by a new Republican Ad-
ministration of the FCC. It will
be remembered that the Com-
mission was established, and has
always functioned, under an ad-
ministration of the Democratic
party; it is known that there are
some, now on thc Republican
“majority” side of the legislative
branch, who may demand an in-
vestigation of the communications com-
mission policies.

From a news-coverage standpoint, the
declaration by President Eisenhower’s
press-radio secretary, James C. Hagerty,
that his “boss” not only will continue to
hold regularly scheduled news confer-
cnees with give-and-take verbal ques-
tions and answers, but will broadcast and
telecast some of these conferences, implies
a new official acceptance of the latter-day
media of communication.

Just as 1952 was the first year in which
cducational, non-commercial television
was recognized as a cultural medium, so
1953 will perhaps mark the greatest uti-
lization ot the medium.

Of the channcls allocated under the
Sixth Report and Order of last April, 242
were set aside for non-commercial edu-
cational TV. By thc end of 1952 only 11
stations had becen granted for the utiliza-
tion of these channels, although the Com-
mission members, severally and individu-
ally, had exhorted educational groups to
avail themselves of the opportunity pre-
sented.

In the field of educational FM stations,
there were 87 on the air as of the end of
1952, and 12 others authorized and under
construction.

Those are the highlights of the coming
ycar, as seen from Washington. There will
undoubtedly be continuations of investi-
gations of the industry’'s conduct (such as
the Harris investigation of 1952); of its
bearing on anti-trust surveillance by the
Dept. of Justice, and of other angles.

But it may be said unequivocally that
radio-TV news out of Washington in 1953
will be of continuously intensified interest
as the industries about which it reports
continuc their inevitable and sensational
expansion.

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TV AS REPORTER OF NEWS

Progress Is Rapid, But It Can’t Yet Match Radio

ELEVISION is now old

enough and experienced
enough to brave a direct com-
parison with radio in news cov-
erage.

And the plain hard fact is that
day in and day out the newer
medium can't yet match the
standards of the older one.

It would be casy to choose a
few exceptions, in which TV has
done an exciting and superlative
job, and argue the other side.
When TV focuses on an event-
in-progress it is often gripping and dra-
matic. But news is rarely action. Nowa-
days it’s largely ideas. And it has been
said before that there is no power in the
world so great as the power of an idea
whose hour has come,

Nearly always an idea must be ex-
pressed in words, not in pictures. Words
are radio’s strength—in too many in-
stances they have been one of television's
few weaknesses.

Indeed there may be some evidence to
support a belief that watching the news-
caster actually lessens the viewer's com-
prehensions.

Television executives realize this. of
course, and so they have gone in strongly
for gimmicks of all kinds — newsreels.
stills, charts. maps, animations and cute
art. The result is that many news shows
are elaborately overproduced on TV —
with presentation of facts taking second
place to skill in the shifting of camera
focus.

Television, as I've said, is at its best in
watching history-in-the-making, whether
it's a political convention, a bascball or
football game or a parade. But even here
there are some faults.

One is that no broadcaster seems as yet
to have fastened upon the proper formula
as to how much he should talk.

This is probably because viewers them-
selves differ so markedly. Take the simple
common situation of a ball game in
which there’s one man out and a runner
on first.

The batter, we’ll say, rolls an easy one
to short.

Now there's one type of baseball an-
nouncer who will describe the play in
toto.

But there’s another kind of announcer
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who would say only: “Rizzuto
has it. Will they get two? They
do.”

Your long-time baseball fan
undoubtedly prefers the second
announcer. The only guestion in
his mind from the time the ‘ball
is hit is whether it will result in
a double play. But how about the
viewer who isn’t quite as knowl-
edgable? He may want the full
description supplied by the first
announcer.

That's a tough one and I con-
fess I don't know the answer.

Then there’s another irritation in regard
to multi-camera coverage. In most cases
the cameras are trained on a single action
to give the director a choice of a long or
medium shot or a close-up. Rarely is
there a cameraman instructed to “rove”
to try to pick up subordinate aspects of
the event.

And, even if there is one, the director
is usually not news trained. He knows his
pictures but too often he doesn’t know
news. TV news will get better as more
news-trained personnel is placed in com-
mand of special events coverage.

At any rate, radio too can improve
greatly upon the news it’s giving in most
communities. In a recent talk before news
directors I outlined a five-point program
for better radio news coverage.

I will now plagiarize myself and list
the points all over again. Here they are:

First, more and more local news. The
tastest growing large city in the world
(San Diego) is still a pretty small town
—but so’s New York, for that matter.

Secondly, get on the phone and talk
with people. Then record it and use it
whenever you get a chance. We put on a
half-hour program once a week that con-
sists of nothing but recorded interviews
with townspeople and visitors.

Thirdly, don’t take your press associa-
tion or your network for granted. When
service on a story or the writing is bad,
take the time to tell them so.

Fourthly, try to get the boss to take ad-
vantage of his FCC-given right to edi-
torialize. Is there anything more listen-
able than crackling controversy?

Fifthly. do things. Don’t go along this
week with exactly the same schedule you
had last week. Make people talk about
you.

FCC ‘Green Light' Finds Manufacturers Ready

HE year 1953 will mark a new

era in the development of the
television transmitter manufac-
turing industry. After four long
years in which the “freeze”
brought the building of new tele-
vision stations to a grinding halt
from coast to coast, the new Fed-
eral Communications Commis-
sion allocation plan has finally
been launched and is well under
way. The ensuing months will
witness the greatest period of
expansion in the transmitter field
that the industry has ever experienced.

Although, relatively speaking, we have
scarcely entered this new period of
growth and develooment, we can already
limn its broad outlines and begin to an-
ticipate in some measure the enormous
task which lies ahead of those who are
now building the nation’s television
stations.

During 1953 the volume of business for
the transmitter manufacturing field will
be in excess of $50-million. About 75 new
television stations will go on the air in
the coming year and equipment for an
additional 75 stations will be shioped dur-
ing the same period. This together with
new sales of transmitters and associated
station and studio equipment will easily
account for the $50-million volume in
the future.

While the financial picture is a bright
one, it is only part of a story of an ex-
pansion which will have far reaching
beneficial effects on all segments of the
industry.

Perhaps the most important develop-
ment in 1953 will be the opening up in
carnest for the first time of the huge field
of UHF telecasting. At this writing there
already have been more than 125 con-
struction permits granted for the build-
ing of new commercial UHF stations and
9 CP’s for UHF educational outlets.

The wide geographic distribution of
these permits plus the flood of UHF ap-
plications not acted upon makes several
important facts evident: (1) Prospective
broadcasters in all areas have readily ac-
cepted UHF. (2) There is adequate finan-
cial backing to build a truly nationwide
TV service in record time. (3 The de-
sire for TV is at a fever pitch in all parts
of the country.

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Although UHF and VHF pro-
duction will both be stepped up
far beyond all previous levels, it
is impossible to say exactly how
much UHF equipment as com-
pared to VHF can be manufac-
tured or shipped in 1953. This is
due to several factors. TV manu-
facturers face the question of
split production capacity in
plants which previously pro-
duced only VHF and UHF simul-
taneously. The speed with which
UHF can ‘be manufactured will
remain unknown until quantity produc-
tion gets under way. Material availability
and production for defense are the im-
portant factors which can reduce output
of both UHF and VHF.

There is also the question of how rap-
idly the FCC will be able to conclude
hearings and OK licenses, plus the kind
of construction permits granted. If the
FCC speeds the granting of VHF -and
slows UHF grants, or vice versa, produc-
tion will be affected accordingly.

In the field of industrial television,
greatly increased activity can be expected.
Many industries such as oil, railroading,
and steel have experimented widely with
television during 1952, Indications are
that they will start using TV on an ex-
panding scale in 1953.

The television industry, particularly
those sections of it devoted to the manu-
facture of broadecast equipment will sup-
ply our armed forces on an expanding
scale 'with the electronic products meces-
sary for our common defense. The atomic
energy program will bring increased pro-
duction of special electronic equipment.

Television and electronics are destined
to play an increasingly important part in
our lives. Up to now the manufacture of
broadcast television equipment has been
conducted under severe limitations, prob-
ably greater than those ever imposed on
an industry in any period of our history.
Those limitations have now been removed
and the year 1953 will mark the turning
point for the industry. In providing the
country with a truly nationwide television
service, the manufacturers of television
broadcasting equipment face heavy re-
sponsibilities. They will more than live
up to them in the year to come.
