“You Canadians may have no culture, no flag
and no president, but you sure do have a
dollur. . . . Your dollar is strong; people want
it.” It was Professor Horrors Fleegle, lecturer
in cconomies at Upstate U., speaking. (Or so
H. Devon Smith, Financial Editor of The

Toronto Telegram, reported recently.)
