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New Strides Are Accomplished
| In the Baftle for Equal Access

“ ITHIN the past two years every
basic premise upon which the
press photographer and the broadcaster
have been arbitrarily excluded from
many of the courtrooms of America
has been exploded with such devastat-
ing certainty and finality as to be per-
fectly plain to most discerning minds,
unless, to be sure, there is precon-

ceived determination to arrive at the .

same old result.”

These are not the words of a newspaper
man or a broadcaster. They were spoken
by the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court
of Colorado, the Honorable O. Otto Moore,
who has held public hearings, taking testi-
mony pro and con on Canon 35, and ob-
served demonstrations of camera, radio and
television equipment in operation. Although
Colorado is the only state in which such a
hearing has been held in the ccurt of last
resort, lawyers and judges in other states
are also questioning the validity of Canon
35. The Texas Bar Association decided last
October that so far as it was concerned,
Canon 35 was outmoded, and accepted and
approved the report of a committee chaired
by Judge Spurgeon Bell of the HHouston
Court of Civil Appeals, which stated in
part as follows:

“We feel that the control of trial
coverage by various news media should
be left in the trial courts. They have
inherent power to exclude or control
coverage in the proper case in the in-
terest of justice . . . there is no need
nor demand for the adoption of Canon
35 by the bar generally or tlhe public
and we recommend against its adop-
tion.”

The American Bar Association took ex-
traordinary action in permitting representa-
tives of the newspapers and broadcasting
industry to appear before its House of
Delegates meeting in Atlanta in February,
to debate the proposed adoption of a re-
statement of Canon 35. The restatement
accomplished nothing other than a slight
rephrasing of the Canon, which still re-
tained its arbitrary prohibition against the
taking of newspaper photographs and the
broadcasting by radio and television of
court proceedings. The House of Delegates
refrained from adopting the restatement
and deferred any action with respect to it

until its August meeting. There is reason to
hope that in its deferred consideration of
Canon 35, the House of Delegates may be
willing to recommend a serious joint effort
of bar and media to test the effect of photo-
graphic and broadcasting coverage of court
proceedings.

One of our principal deterrents in secur-
ing equal access to legislative hearings is
the adamant refusal of Speaker Rayburn to
permit radio and television caverage of
House proceedings and committee hear-
ings. Mr. Rayburn is a powerful man in a
position of power, yet his opinion is not
shared by many Congressmen. Representa-
tive Hugh Scott of Pennsylvania, speaking
at our NAB meeting at Asheville, N. C.,
last September, said that broadcasting of
debates from the House of Representatives
is certainly going to be done at some future
time, and should be given a trial now. He
said further, and I quote:

“Although the Speaker of the House
and the House Leadership took a dim
view of my bill to permit the television
and radio broadcasting of House de-
bates, I continue to believe that my
proposal has much merit. Granted that
radio and television should be limited
at least as a starter to coverage cof mat-
ters of major national interest, I be-
lieve the level of debates would be
improved because of more careful ad-
vance preparation before facing the
critical eye of the camnera.”

I am reminded, in dealing with our free-
dom of information problems, of that mar-
velous statement of Reinhold Niebuhr: “God
grant me the serenity to accept things I
cannot change; courage to change things
I can; and wisdom to know the difference.”
We know that there is not much we can
do for the moment with some of our most
determined opponents. But they will not
be with us forever, and while they are,
there are many of their associates who will
listen to the logic and justice of our argu-
ments.

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The Radio Spol Picture For 1958
Holds Upsurge in Latter Half

€€ €L

HE radio spot prospects for 1958 are ex-

cellent. Although it is true that spot
billings have not shown a decided increase
during the past month or two, I confidently
expert a strong rally in the second half of
1958. The first six months will probably
continue to run below last year’s figures,
but a strong upsurge in the latter half of
the year will more than compensate for the
slow start, It's my strong belief that spot
radio in 1958 will be up ten per cent over
1957.

Although there is considerable talk of a
business slowdown, consumer dollars are
still plentiful. There’s nothing the matter
with business that more retail sales can’t
cure—and advertising has become the sole
force for sales in the nation because of the
decline of personal salesmanship.

£

During prior periods of business setback,
advertising costs were among the first to
be pared. During the present slowdown, ad-
vertising should be the last to be cut! We
are now in an age of super-markets and
self-service stores in all lines of business.
The fact-to-face salesmanship has all but
vanished. What is left? Radio, the medium
that combines imagery transfer with strong
personal sell is the one last and best retail
salesman for any consumer product. Busi-
ness men who want to move their products
off the shelf must not only continue to use
radio as before, but should actually increase
their schedules in an effort to keep those
consumer dollars flowing, Spot radio is par-
ticularly well suited for its role of priming
the national economy because of its greater
flexibility and greater adaptability to any
advertiser’s special problems. I can safely
say that radio is the most economical, and
along 'with TV most effective, advertising
medium in the world today.

¥

Spot radio is virtually the only medium
which has generally held the line on rate
increases. Radio rates have held fairly con-
stant, although the actual value of radio
time has sharply increased in the past sev-
eral years. There are two reasons for this:
1) the sale of radio sets has steadily gone
up; 2) tune-ins as reported by the various
rating services has shown a consistent in-

crease. As a happy result of these two fac-
tors, the cost per commercial to the radio
advertiser is constantly going down instead
of increasing as it is in almost all of the
other media,

Radio announcers and disc jockeys are
becoming more and more sophisticated in
the techniques of effectively delivering a
commercial message. In even the smallest
markets, radio talent have become true air
salesmen, and take pains to learn the sales
points of the products they advertise, and
sometimes even the overall marketing strat-
egy of the advertiser.

Radio will deliver the audiences, but
agencies can better motivate their delivered
listeners by devoting more time and effort
to produce commercials with higher con-
version efficiency—that is the conversion of
audiences into customers. The key is cre-
ativity: the creative use of talent and effort
to conceive and produce commericals which
will utilize to the fullest the numerous ad-
vantages of audio presentation.

Not only are radio stations becoming
more adept at getting maximum mileage
out of the advertisers’ commercials, but they
have learned how to really get across the
value of their facility as an advertising
medium to local and regional merchants
and manufacturers.

£

On the national scene as well, spot radio
has entered the era of salesmanship. Good
salesmanship has been important since the
decline of the vast nationwide audiences
several years ago, but never has it been so
vital as in the present tighter economic
situation. In today’s increasingly competi-
tive market, representative salesmen more
than ever must be thoroughly familiar with
all of radio’s aspects—from programming to
coverage of markets.

It is part of the salesman’s job to get
across points such as these to buyers of
time—but his essential job is still to sell:
aggressively, imaginatively, persistently —
and harder than ever before.

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Ingenuify Must Spark Small Agency
In New TV Program Developmeni
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OR some advertisers and their agencies
the year 1958 will mark the cancella-
tion of a western or musical and hopeful
launchings of new and (probably) similar
type shows. Howcver, 1 believe that group
will be confined to a small nucleus of the
biggest multi-million dollar budget clients.
In the main, the business of Ingenuity will
be a thriving one. Not only will we prob-
ably be faced with a certain leveling off
of TV set purchases and increased three
network competition, but the ever present
and mounting pressure of competitive media
as well. Also there will be a greater than
ever push from that most competitive and
revitalized medium . . . radio. Yes, televi-
sion is going to have to battle hard to main-
tain its large “share of market” in 1958.
The battle will be just as hard fought
and decisive for those of us representing
moderate budget sized accounts as it will
for the very largest advertisers and their
agencies, For despite its generally expensive
and often long term commitment aspects,
the medium of television continues to fasci-
nate nine out of ten advertisers. And this
preoccupation holds true for even the small-
est advertiser . regardless of whether
or not he is actually using the medium.
As a matter of fact, I have often found
that the smaller the budget, the greater
the interest. As a result, it is imperative
that the moderate sized agencies keep as
fully informed and ready to move, if not
more so, than their larger contemporaries.
Before I changed over a while back from
many years spent with larger agencies rep-
resenting like accounts, I had heard and
given lip service to the old saw of “the
biggest agencies get the biggest attention
and concessions from the networks and sta-
tions.” Without any real thought or knowl-
edge of its possible veracity T had accepted
the statement almost completely. Now, with
rare exception, I can honestly say that I
have seen the myth exploded on many oc-
casions. All of which is a small, but needed
tribute to the networks and many stations.
Because should the current soft spot in the
economy grow any larger, the networks and
the stations will need the smaller budget
advertisers even more than they do now.
These marketers, after all, frequently de-
velop into important national advertisers

when their early activities in the medium
are given proper and sufficient time and
attention.

QOur efforts then, as agency people, par-
ticularly in behalf of moderate budget cli-
ents, should be heavily imbued with an
almost relentless determination to follow
these principles:

First, to keep continually aware of all
availabilities.

Second, to pursue the desired ones as
though money, or budget, was of little
concern.

Third, once a pattern or program is se-
lected, to then reverse financial strategy
so as to arrive at a basis of continual
negotiation and counter proposal predi-
cated on the importance of cost efficiency,
frequency and coverage for the pros-
pective client.

It all seems pretty basic and obvious,
doesn’t it? And yet there is evidence in
almost any leading magazine or Sunday
supplement today that speaks eloquently
for the small advertiser who was treated
like one on TV by his agency. Properly para-
phrased a good motto for moderate budget
television advertisers’ agencies should read
something like:

The smaller the budget, the greater the

responsibility.

1 also believe the role of the smaller
agency in television today should be one of
doing it differently wherever and whenever
possible. Just because you dont have a
four million dollar budget doesnt mean
you should not and cannot continually seek
new programming and scheduling patterns.

Only with constant determination and
Ingenuity can we in agencies fully exploit
this most dynamic medium. And, exploit it
in terms of our clients’ most prevalent in-
terest . . . sales,

HEN I mentioned to a friend that I

was writing this article for the ’58
Radio Annual, and told him the title I
planned to use, he did a beautiful double-
take.

“Look at radio?” he asked. “You mean
television, don’t you? Radio is something
you listen to!”

That, T told him, is exactly why more
and more advertisers today are taking a
good long lock at radio. People listen to
radio, and when people listen, it’s smart
business to see that your advertising
messages are among the things they listen
to.

That’s why in 1958 Sinclair is continuing
its amazingly successful “quickie” spot-
radio advertising program, broadcasting a
very simple but highly effective message
over 900 radio stations for a total of more
than 10,000 spots each week, every week
of the year.

I think I can safely believe that every
one of you—in Sinclair’s marketing territory,
that is—has heard that message:

“Driving today? Remember to—

Drive with c¢are —and buy Sinclair —
Power-X Gasoline.”

Now, why did we use that message, and
why did we use it on radio?

Well, the first thing any advertising man-
ager looks at is the sales problem advertis-
ing must help to solve. And again I can
make a flat statement that every advertising
manager is convinced that his problem is
different.

Sinclair’s is certainly different. First, Sin-
clair’s marketing territory extends over 36
states and the District of Columbia. That’s
a lot of territory, and it calls for a lot of
advertising to cover it effectively. And sec-
ond, Sinclair’s budget for advertising and
sales promotion is limited. We advertise in
plenty, yes, but our most aggressive com-
petitors can out-spend us, and do, both ab-
solutely and relatively. It’s a tough problem.

Morey, Humm & Warwick, Sinclair’s
advertising agency, has worked with us
extremely closely for many years, and has
constantly examined and re-examined this
puzzle of how to stretch our advertising
money over a relatively large area. In this
re-examination, radio was looked at again
and again.

First: Is radio a “dying” medium? The
answer is surprising: More sets are in use

today than ever before, and sales of new
sets are increasing! Moreover, and most im-
portant to a gasoline advertiser, there are
37,500,000 radio sets in cars, in use! What
better time and place to reach a customer
for gasoline and oil?

Second: How can radio be used most
effectively for Sinclair? Well, how about a
program? Or one-minute spots? Or—how
about some new way to use radie? This
latter was explored. And we learned some-
thing: Many radio spots are too long-
winded, packed with too many ideas, too
confusing for the listener to retain. Psychol-
ogists say that it is far better to tell one
sales point effectively than to shout a dozen,
or a hundred, or a thousand.

Now, if one point will get your message
across, why waste time (and your budget)
in trying to get across a dozen points in
each commercial?

Out of all this came a simple idea, the
simple and effective phrase I have men-
tioned and you have all heard: “Driving
today? Remember to—Drive with care, and
buy Sinclair—Power-X Gasoline.” A public
service, your company name, your com-
pany’s leading product, directed towards a
particular audience (motorists) all in one
simple twelve-word sentence. Air time, 5 or
6 seconds, even with a slowly speaking
announcer,

We didn’t jump in with both feet, even
though we thought we had a winner. We
air-tested our campaign in the Fall of ’55,
using WRCA in New York and WFAS in
suburban White Plains. We scheduled 25
spots a week on each station.

The reaction was fast, and favorable.
Then in January, 1956, we added five more
New York stations, and three suburbans,
scheduling about 260 spots a week in the
time slots most favorable to auto wusers:
breakfast, driving to work and back, and on
weekend afternoons when cars are used
more for pleasure driving.

We are now using some 450 cities, with
over 900 stations broadcasting our spots at
the rate of better than 10,000 spots every
week.

Low-Cost TV
