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Commercial Background Music
Now A Well-Accepted Service

HEN commercial background music be-

gan in 1936 the immediate objectives
were to supply the finest specially-arranged
and recorded music to public places such
as hotels, restaurants and clubs. This was
an overnight success and pleasant music
was soon being supplied to hundreds of
subscribers in New York City. It is in-
teresting to recall this and compare last
year with that first year of background
music’s history.

By 1957 background music had become
a busy, well-accepted industry serving mil-
lions of people. In every city and town in
America some sort of music service was
available.

The history of background music is di-
vided into four distinct phases. The first
was the pioneering stage when Muzak was
establishing acceptance of the concept with
merchants for public places, and with busi-
nessmen for office and industrial use. This
phase extended into the early 1940’s.

Then World War II and the successful
use of planned background music to stimu-
late war production gave a boost to the in-
dustry and ushered in the second stage—
spreading use of background music for work,
and cstablishment of distributors in key
cities.

5

Wartime restrictions on availability of
materials held back expansion of the in-
dustry until V-] Day. Then the third phase
began. It consisted of rapid expansion into
all markets of 100,000 or more population.
Many broadcasters jumped into the back-
ground music field during these stages. It
was a natural for them, of course, because
they required less capital investment to
enter it than did other businessmen. Broad-
casters already had sales forces calling on
prospects who could use background music
as well as radio time; they had engineering
staffs to handle sound system installations;
they had space to house turntable opera-
tions, and technicians trained to operate
them; they had an accounting department
already functioning to handle subscriber
billings, and finally, in himself, his com-
mercial manager and his chief engineer

The fourth, and current phase of back-
ground wusic history, dates from 1954
when a tcchnological breakthrough oc-
curred. Engineers designed and perfected
automatic tape transmission equipment in
that year, and this changed the entire eco-
nomic structure of the industry, Where the
overhead of turntable operators around the
clock made it economically impossible to
enter a market of less than 100,000 popu-
lation, tape operation has made it not only
possible but very attractive to go into mar-
kets as small as 25,000. Since 1954 when
Muzak converted to tape it has more than
doubled its franchise holders, and the ap-
plications are still flowing in.

The background music future appears
unlimited. Businessmen no longer consider
planned background music a frivolens ad-
junct. They now realize it is a pleasant
production aid that more than pays for itself
in kceping people able and happy to work
by reducing worker tensions. The statistics
have convinced hard-headed businessmen
that the psychological and psysiological ef-
fects can and do raise efficiency.

Technical advances in the broadcasting
art (I refer to multiplexing and other trans-
mission devices which our engineering de-
partment is dcveloping) will mnean a more
economical and more profitable opcration
in the background music field.

This, we believe, will make it possible for
us to serve many additional business sub-
scribers, as well as the home market, in the
near future. Also because of plans which we
have for expansion into fields allied to the
functional background music business —
plans which call for taking our franchisers
into “partnership” with us — the value of
these franchises in the next few years will
be multiplied many fold.

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Unlque Advertising Traits Marking
“New Growth Medium: Nefwork Radio
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HE year 1958 will see over-all network

-radio volume increase by at least 35 per
cent. That's my prediction, and it is arrived
at from talking to a lot of smart people in
strategic positions within the advertising in-
dustry.

Such a development should most cer-
tainly be in the cards because network radio
broadcasting is very much under-subscribed
in relation to its basic values. There is lots
of room for healthy growth.

This growth will come about largely be-
cause of a growing recognition of certain
exclusive advertising qualities available only
in network radio. These qualities make net-
work radio almost a must buy for any one
of the Jarger advertisers with a multi-media
strategy; and frequently, a very desirable buy
for the advertiser with a small budget who
needs to get long mileage out of every
dollar spent.

There are three simple reasons, as I see it,
why network radio broadcasting will realize
a spurt in prosperity in 1958, They are as
follows:

1. Circulation.

The sheer weight of 137 million radio sets
in good working condition in the United
States represents tremendous mass circula-
tion. This means that network radio can
reach people wherever they may be or
whatever they may be doing. We at Ameri-
can Broadcasting have named this charac-
teristic “Multi-Access” and “Ambi-Active”
and have programmed in keeping with the
fact that we realize that most people avail-
able to listen are going to be doing some-
thing else at the same time. We have felt
that there is a niche to be carved out with
an exclusive type of programming which is
compatible with certain characteristics of
our circulation.

#

It is rather fantastic to realize that our
medium has increased in circulation by 80
million sets during the past eleven years.
Never in the history of advertising has there
been a medium with such rapid growth and,
especially, in the face of the severest com-
petition in the way of television, better
movies, improved magazines, and even the

return of miniature golf courses plus all
variety of diversions.
2. Programming Dimensions.

The advertising growth for network radio
is assured, in my opinion, because during the
past year it has broadened its horizons. All
networks have made major improvements in
their programming product. This cannot help
but add vitality to the medium.

There is no reason why all networks
should program in a similar fashion—as a
matter of fact, just the contrary should be
the case. Some of the networks provide a
schedule comprised primarily of dramatic
and variety programs. We have chosen a
different route of all musical programs of
an exclusive character which gives us a for-
mat of our own and also adds another basic
appeal to the network medium. This will
attract more total listeners to network pro-
gramming.

%

The audience figures indicate that even
though there are 50 per cent more stations in
the country without network affiliation than
those which do have network affiliation, the
network stations hold a larger total share of
the listening audience.

3. Creative, Hard Selling.

A truly concentrated sales drive is under-
way. All of the networks are out ringing
door bells in an unprecedented fashion. The
selling is hard and the selling is competi-
tive—but most important of all, it is usually
creative. There are new ideas, new con-
cepts, for the application of this medium in
the most effective fashion to produce sales
for advertisers.

Network radio is a good advertising prod-
uct. Because of its intrinsic values, it de-
serves to expand, and with the sales energy
being thrown into the fray, it will.

So, mark network radio down for a 35 per
cent accretion in 1958 over 1957—and I
certainly hope that this prognostication
proves to be on the conservative side.

1957 was a good year. The NAB’s busi-
ness estimate for 57 was 650 million dollars.

In 1948, there existed 37 million radio
homes. Today, there are 48 million. And
that encompasses 98 per cent of America’s
homes. There are radio receivers in 54 per
cent of the nation’s living rooms; 52 per
cent of America’s bedrooms; 52 per cent of
the kitchens and dining rooms; with an ad-
ditional 21 per cent of all American homes
sporting radio sets in other locations.

The auto-plus factor gains import with
each passing year. While 70 per cent of the
nation’s cars have radios, almost 85 per cent
of the nmew-model automobiles have them.
And some 59 million American adults use
their cars each day.

In addition, while only 82 of our cities
contain competing daily newspapers, more
than 600 enjoy the broadcasts of competi-
tive radio stations.

The crack reporting and production unit
of the Public Affairs Department of CBS
News, Unit One, is also hard at work on a
series of Radio Beat exclusives and several
actuality reports. The sports schedule will
be heavy, beginning with CBS Radio’s ex-
clusive broadcast coverage of the Robinson-
Basilio fight at Chicago on March 25 under
sponsorship of The Mennen Company and
Miles Laboratories, Inc. There’ll be lots of
music, featuring such outstanding orches-
tras as the New York Philharmonic, the
Cleveland Orchestra and the Longines Sym-
phonette. And we expect to expand the net-
work’s news coverage.

A particularly encouraging indicator of
radio’s further progress in 1958 is the in-
creasing display of interest in network radio
programs on the part of teachers, students
and others in the vast world of education.
More time and effort is being devoted, in
secondary schools and colleges, to audio-
visual aids to education. Radio also provides
a unique supplement to in-class and at-home
projects, particularly programs in news and
public affairs, music, drama, special broad-
casts and many other program categories.

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HESE are the days of Service Radio.

Network radio today—and naturally
I'm referring to Mutual Network radio—is
geared directly to the nation’s new listen-
ing demands. Network radio provides gen-
eral services—but also probes deeply into
subjects for the specifics that age, wage and
other environmental groups need at their
disposal.

Network radio provides speedy, mobile
service for the listener on-the-run—but can
and does dedicate service to established
listening habits.

Network radio recognizes the worldly
ken, the desire to know how and when and
why of the average listener. But today it
also recognizes its role as companion and
liaison with the outside world of the
habitual listeners.

Probably the key to network radio’s op-
erations today is the fact that it is omni-
farious—of all forms, of all varieties—cater-
ing to all.

ciated Press, the United Press, International
News Service and Reuters News Agency.
But this is not enough.

We assign “stringers,” men who know
the area intimately where news breaks are
occurring, and ask them to give our listen-
ers direct on-the-scene reports of these
events—then to follow through with reaction
stories showing how these events affect the
communities in which they occur and the
nation as a whole.

A network has ways and means of finding
and absorbing successful merchandising and
promotional patterns into its framework.
And a Service Radio network such as
Mutual passes these on to its affiliates so
that they, too, can benefit—and can help
their local as well as the network’s national
clients.

The pulse of American listening—and
buying—habits today is measured in multi-
millions of responses rather than 2,000-set
tallies or 2,000-person interviews.

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Radio Confinues In lis Usual Role
As Nafion's ‘Scoop’ Medium For News

O what communications medium do peo-

ple turn when they want to know the
Jatest news? Newspapers? Television? Or do
they listen to their radios?

In a 1953 survey by Alfred Politz Re-
search, Inc., people were asked how they
would check a rumor that a war had started.
A total of 54.8 per cent said that they would
turn on the radio. This was a higher per-
centage than newspapers and TV combined.

That’s one of the reasons why network
radio’s future was never better. Radio is still
the “scoop” medium for hot news breaks.

In my office I have a little gray box
which is similar to boxes in every NBC
Radio Affiliate’s control room. It's a Hot
Line Control Box which gives a warning of
a news flash whenever a button is pushed
in Radio Central in New York. When this
happens, a sub-audible 200 cycle tone is
sent out on network lines, alerting the sta-
tions by activating a light and a buzzer. By
using this device, any NBC reporter who
can get to a telephone can start broadcast-
ing over the entire network within a couple
of minutes.

£

Split-second reporting is a reality by
means of radio. During the trial of Colonel
Abel, the Soviet spy, an NBC reporter was
stationed in the courtroom and another was
waiting outside in a phone booth, NBC was
on the air with the news 40 seconds after
the judge handed down the indictment.

The audience that listens to radio is im-
mense—but it has never been accurately
counted because only stationary sets are in-
cluded by existing polling methods. In my
opinion, current radio ratings account for
only about 40 per cent of the actual num-
ber of listeners.

The number of radio stations in the
United States is now at an all-time high—
and it will probably continue to grow. But
what about the quality of their program-
ming? It seems to me that “jukebox stations,”
which exist by means of a non-stop disc
jockey and “the latest news” (which is
read, unedited, as it comes over the press
association teletype), will eventually drown
out one another. While this takes place—

and I think the process has already started—
the public will turn more and more to the
network-affiliated station which offers world
wide news, great special events, top enter-
tainment stars, high quality dramatic shows
and fine, listenable music.

H

What “jukebox station,” for example, could
offer expert commentary and analysis of cur-
rent events by such experts as Chet Hunt-
ley, David Brinkley, Morgan Beatty, Irving
R. Levine, and Joseph C. Harsch—to men-
tion but a few of the authorities who staff
NBC News. Such stations could never pre-
sent prize-winning documentaries such as
“Biographies in Sound,” live music pro-
grams such as “NBC Bandstand,” or a week-
end feature like “Monitor” which has a
world-wide staff to gather feature material.
Our listeners know the difference. So do
our advertisers, whose net purchases of time
in 1957 were 41 per cent higher than the
1956 total.

During the day, radio is still the basic
entertainment in the home:; housewives have
discovered that you can’t do the daily chores
while reading magazines or looking at TV.
That’s one factor which assures a permanent
future for radio. And since network radio
provides the medium’s best programming,
you can be sure that sponsors will become
increasingly aware that network radio will
provide maximum mileage for their adver-
tising dollars.

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Dynamic Resurgence Of Radio Brought
KBS Its 1,000th Affiliate In 1957

HE dynamic resurgence of radio in 1957

coincided with the acquisition by the
Keystone Broadcasting System of its 1,000th
affiliate. Inaugurated in 1940, Keystone
started out with 66 members. Today we
have 1,025 members, an increase of no less
than 1,453 per cent! Our 31,144,846 radio
homes comprise an audience of 96,549,023
listeners.
