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At the end of 1957 a total of 47 countries had television, excluding the U.S., its terri-
tories, and Canada. During the year the number of overseas TV stations (including
experimental and satellite stations) increased from 260 to 447. Some five million new
receivers were bought, compared with 3.5 million in 1956, to bring the total in 1957 to
16.4 million sets. Estimates indicate there will be over 600 overseas TV stations by the
end of 1958.

The U.S. Information Agency, which released the following statistics, cautions that
they are subject to the reliability of the various sources involved. Official data are used
whenever possible. TV set figures include estimates of unlicensed or “black” sets in some
cases. Statistics for Communist Bloc countries are to be viewed with caution, and allow-
ances made for over-enthusiasm in some countries’ TV development figures.
