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ULTIPLE run programming is exhibit-
ing a new vitality as stations find new
ways to harness their audience - building
power. The cross-the-board strip program
has been widely employed as a daytime
vehicle.
Increasingly, stations are discovering that
strips provide an effective and economical
means of programming on a profitable basis,

such periods as early morning, late after-

noon and “fringe” evening time.

F

Indeed, examining the record scored by
our various Ziv-Economee shows, it would
be hard to find a time period in which the
film strip has not done an outstanding job.

In Charleston, W.Va., WCHS-TV has had
exceptional success with cross-the-board
showings of Boston Blackie. at 7:30 in the
morning. It has out-rated the Today show
opposing it by as much as three to one. In
Chicago, on WGN-TV, Blackie has proved
invincible as a 1 p.m. entry. In Miami on
WTV], Mr. District Attorney has been a
kingpin entry at 4 p.m. The same show on
WPFAA-TV in Dallas-Ft. Worth has built up
that station’s 11:30 a.m. audience to a far
stronger position than any of the three pro-
grams which it had previously aired in the
slot.

F

So widespread has the use of the strip
technique become that we might tend to
overlook the power of reruns as weekly en-
tries. The most dramatic example of success-
ful once-a-week showcasing that comes to
mind is that of Mr. District Attorney in
Washington where it has consistently ranked
as the highest-rated of all syndicated shows,

out-rating first-run vehicles.

The moral for the station programmer is
simply that outstanding star-name programs
which demonstrate audience appeal on their
first airings can be shown over and over
again with undiminished vitality. Their audi-
ence-building power means in turn that these
offer strong vehicles for spot advertising.
With proven track records to guide adver-

In such
giant markets as San Francisco, Houston and
Baltimore, I Led Three Lives has been ac-
quired by KPIX-TV, KGUL-TV and WBAL-
TV, respectively. The same program has also
been bought by stations in moderate-sized
markets, such as KELP-TV in El Paso, Texas
and WSFA-TV in Montgomery, Alabama.
The same is true for other Economee pro-
grams—>Mr. District Attorney, Corliss Archer,
Science Fiction Theatre, Boston Blackie,
Favorite Story and Dr. Christian.

If I were asked to offer counsel to station
men contemplating purchase of multiple run
series, I think the points I would stress
would be these: Look for a program that has
inherent values—exciting backgrounds, im-
pact themes, star names, fine production.
Judge rerun prices and properties with the
same care and attention that you give to the
selection of a just-produced series. Pick a
time period that the film has not previously
been aired in. Lastly and perhaps most
important, promote your show as fully as
possible. Audience promotion, merchandis-
ing support, tune-in ads — the full range
of exploitation techniques should be em-
ployed to get the maximum value from your
investment.

Repeat showings have demonstrated their
value. All the skill and know-how which you
bring to bear on their use will pay off in
increased ratings and revenues.
