There are lots of visual clues to keep

you on the right track, although even
an experienced orienteer who tried the
program managed to get irrevocably
lost.

Once in a general location, children
have the opportunity to investigate.
They have options to wait and see
what appears, look at the area at night
or look more closely at specific small
areas which are then magnified for
them.

The secret is to look everywhere for
as long and as closely as possible. It is
amazing how many different creatures
appear.

Even after several hours at the key-
board, there were still lots of surprises
in store. Some were easily recognis-
able, such as a fox, deer and a hedge-
hog. while others required a good
knowledge of British wildlife or a handy
reference book.

Some rare and endangered spedes
have been included, such as the red

squirrel and the osprey. I must admit
that it was unusual — to say the least —
to find a puffin hiding in an oak tree in
the wood.

The program also includes a trea-
sure hunt, where children are invited to
find a golden statue by following up
clues which refer to locations on the
map. This provides children the oppor-
tunity to use both problem solving and
mapping skills.

Once a creature appears you can
photograph it by grabbing the relevant
area of screen which is then dragged
to a data file.

As some of the animals and birds
pass across the screen at a pretty fast
pace, it takes considerable dexterity
and fast reactions to snatch a good pic-
ture.

Up to eight pictures can be stored in
the current memory — any more and
they have to be transferred to a data
disk under a file name of your choice.

The only problem here is that a new
file needs to be opened each time pic-
tures are transferred to the disc as they
can't be added to an existing file. When
this was tried, the original file was lost.

As it is possible to collect around 50
photos — a conservative guess, allow-
ing no repetition of species — it would
have been preferable to be able to
save them all in the same file.

Various links exist with the national
Curriculum Science document. with
AT9 - Earth and Atmosphere, and
AT16 - The Earth in Space the most
obvious, although AT12 -  Information

Technology and AT10 -  Forces are
also catered for.

The Study Sheets delve right back
to the Middle Ages, with the ill-fated
tower jumpers who strapped home
made wings to their arms, and hurled
themselves to their deaths. At the
other end of the technological spec-
trum is some work concerning making
a working model of the Space Shuttle.

Some extremely original and inter-
esting information has been collected
within these pages, and they make an
excellent resource on their own.

It's the datafiles, however, that
really develop the student's investiga-
tive powers, for example in research-
ing a relationship between the length
and width of various aircraft. This
investigation could then lead on
towards Design Technology as well,
thus reinforcing the cross-curricular
nature of IT

Our Neighbours in Space contin-
ues the theme by looking more closely
at the planets in our own solar system
and the various probes with which we
have sought to discover more about
them.

There are also files about our near-
est and the brightest stars. These
contain information about constella-
tions, distances from our solar system
and graphics showing the locations of
stars in their constellations.

The amount of data available from
these six files is quite remarkable. The
Solar System one, for instance, gives
information about the nine planets
which includes name, diameter, orbital
radius, relative mass and density -
compared with the Earth -  rotational
period, planetary year and axis incli-
nation, as well as the surface temper-
ature, relative gravity, escape velocity,
atmospheric composition, number of
satellites and albedo -  the reflective
quality of the surface of the planet.

Not all reference books would be
able to give all this information as con-
cisely, let alone in such an interactive
way. This provides, therefore, another
way in which this resource may be

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utilised — as an excellent resource for
investigation in its own right.

And a study of, say. the relationship
between the sidereal period and the
orbital radius of the planets would be
much more difficult to undertake with-
out a computer, because data can be
shown graphically, as a pie or bar
chart, a scattergraph or a Venn dia-
gram where appropriate.

There are also a comprehensive set
of statistical options, including mean,
median, standard deviation and Chi-
squares.

The section within the booklet deal-
ing with the Apollo and Voyager mis-
sions is one of the best parts, with
exceptionally well written notes and a
vocabulary which will be easily under-
stood by the majority of users.

The booklet gives a great breadth of
areas tor investigation, including the
lives of great astronomers, Black
Holes and Supernovae.

Energy is a very complex subject,
yet as the program notes remind us.
there was not even a definitive word
for it until fairly recent times.

It is also a particularly popular sub-
ject in schools, for not only does it

The five files cover world energy
statistics over the past 11 years, eco-
nomic statistics for a wide range of
colours, the energy values for a vari-
ety of fuels and oil prices across the
years, compared with a 1989 dollar.

This last file gave, as one exam-
ple. the amazing information that oil
was more expensive in 1885 than in
1977. There is also set of data about
the insulation qualities of various
building materials.

This booklet, like the others, has
black and white diagrams and plans
for ease of photocopying. but every
page has a good balance of text and
graphics.

The subject matter on the Study
Sheets ranges from theories about
the origin of the universe, to the
Severn barrage and energy insula-
tion.

Many, such as those on solar and
wind power, will provide stimulus for
investigations in technology and sci-
ence.

Like each of the booklets, there
are also some paper and pencil
exercises which positively require
research away from the computer.

Summing up
I'm sure that these files and booklets will prove invaluable in secondary
school science departments, as well as perhaps in geography or history.

They are closely related to the Science National Curriculum document, and
will remain so even after the latest juggling of Attainment Targets, It will also
help to develop the kind of approach to work which students will need to have
as they study for GCSE,

It's debatable whether the discs or booklets are the most useful part of the
package, but without a doubt these packs represent a sound investment for
schools currently using Key or Key Plus. Other titles in the EarthData series
include Rocks and Minerals and Weather and Climate.

The programs do this by using the
farmer's flock of sheep to provide the
child with addition. subtraction, multi-
plication and division problems.

The graphics are very good and the
programs address the requirements
of the National Curriculum. Level 1,
for example, requires children to add
or subtract, using objects where the
numbers involved are no greater than
10 and the program does just this.

Help is readily available and the
program can be set for individual chi-

dmn or a whole class.
The execution, however, needs

more care. The sheep, for instance,
appear to have been turbocharged. I
am certain that no self-respecting
farmer would entertain buying sheep
that have been driven to market at
Farmer Giles' speed.

The help option, selected by clicking
menu on the mouse, is also spoilt, this
time by a vocabulary inappropriate for
the age of the children using the pro-
gram.

The results section also suffers a
similar fate. While comments about
right or wrong answers pop up in a
window which is much too small and
which seems to be convenient for the
programmer rather than useful to the
teacher or child

The program achieves its aims
despite these problems, but I will
be happy to include it in my collec-
tion only when an improved ver-
sion 2 is available.
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C H A L K S O F T ' s  experi-

ence and expertise
show in their latest
offering. First Words
and Pictures is bright

and cheerful and it provides lots of
motivation for young learners.

The program is aimed at children
aged from three to over seven years
of age and at those with special edu-
cational needs. It provides opportuni-
ties for those in the early stages of
reading to practise and extends their
basic vocabulary by matching words
with pictures.

There are 10 different screens.
ranging in content from the kitchen to
the farm and from the garden to the
sea. Each contains eight items to pro-
vide a total of 80 varied words. Using1
the mouse or the keyboard the child
matches words -  alone or in sen-
tences - with parts of the picture by
clicking on the relevant object.

Arrows help to indicate possible
choices, and success is rewarded by
a magnified picture and a pleasant
tune, while an incorrect choice is
greeted with a noise described as a
sneeze.

The inquisitive child will find that
repeated clicking on the mouse while
pointing at a wrong choice creates
quite a cacophony of sound. Teachers
beware.

Despite the sneeze, the program
provides children with an unusually
quiet and secure environment in
which to explore and match. It does
this through an excellent and varied
choice of tune and colours.

Pictures are simple, but neverthe-
less interesting, offering plenty of
opportunity for discussion and
description. They, too, contribute to
create agentle and non-threatening
working environment.

The program is very easy for young
children to use. After seeing it in use
just once - and having no previous
experience of the Archimedes or of a
mouse - a group of three five-year-
olds read the word rabbit at the bot-
tom of the screen and slid the mouse
across the table top to point and click
at the smiling rabbit in the picture
above it.

From then on this particular
teacher, hovering with lots of advice at
the ready. felt very left out of things.
My advisory role was clearly redun-
dant.

When asked for their opinion of the
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ntuitive reading

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program and for a report on what they
had been doing, the group explained
that they had liked being able to
choose their own pictures and that
they had been enjoying themselves.

They had also liked the big letters
at the bottom of the screen, a refer-
ence to the large, clear and pleasantly
informal font used to form the words
to be matched.

Many aspects of the program are
open to control by the teacher from an
options menu. Sound, volume, which
of the screens are presented to the
child and whether the child has to
match to a word alone, or to the word
within a sentence. are among these

and are easily changed using a simple
menu and the arrow keys.

Options chosen in this way may
apply for just the current session or
may be made more permanent by
saving them to the disc.

Word lists and sentences may all
be inspected on screen and phnted if
required. Rather than sending a
screen to the printer as a screen
dump with what is often very muddy
shading, First Words and Pictures
prints a screen as a simple black and
white outline which is eminently suit-
able for photocopying, colouring in or
labelling.

produced quickly by Control+P.
Saving the screens to disc with
Control+S from the appropriate menu
allows them to be incorporated into
OW work.

All of this, along with the option to
view them on screen, means that pic-
tures can be discussed with the chil-
dren without arrows or naming words
-  a very useful facility.

See Pictures allows you to see an
enlarged version of each picture to be
shown on screen for discussion.
These may be printed or saved just
like the usual screens.

Clearly, Chalksoft are committed
to ensuring that schools are able to
get full educational value from their
software.

Summing up
Looking to the future, I am sure that
many teachers would find it useful to
be able to use their own word lists
and pictures - scanned in or created
in Paint perhaps - for practice with a
particular reading scheme or some
other special grouping.

Teachers would agree that open-
ended software is the most valuable
kind, but this doesn't mean that pro-
grams such as First Words and
Pictures have no place in the class-
room.

I recommend the program to
teachers wishing to see children
practising some of the more com-
mon words which early readers
come across or seeking screen-
based pictures for discussion.

have needed for a long time. There
have been several successful advice
books over the years dealing with
the specific and practical problems
of using computers in the class-
room, but this goes one step further.

The first thing that strikes you is that
this is not the sort of work you can pick
up the night before it's your turn to have
the computer. The approach is more
remote and academic but this is what
we need.

The Underwoods have stepped back
from the classroom to look at the
broader picture -  where we've been,
are and might be going.

They start with an exploration of the
issues involved with the use of comput-
ers in education. The refreshing thing
about this - and the rest of the book - is
that both sides of the argument are
explored. Though you are not left in
doubt as to the authors feelings, you
don't feel a heretic if you disagree.

Moving on to examine the way chil-
dren's minds can be extended, we can
see the computer firmly linked with cur-
rent educational theory. This is the kind
of thing teachers tend to lose track of

when tied up with practical issues such
as finding an electrical socket which
works. Logo features prominently, and
this section raises -  though doesn't
answer - a lot of questions about the
fragmentary effect the National
Curriculum has had on the use of com-
puters in schools.

Posing the question Why put IT into
schools, the book's answer is concerned
directly with IT in its pure and content-
free form - the machine is seen not as a
device for teaching but for learning.

The following chapters examine CAL
from this perspective, looking at the
uses of databases and word processors.
The word processing chapter in particu-
lar disassembles the processes involved
and examines exactly what is going on
at the machine and within the child.

It goes on to look at the way the com-
puter can stimulate social interaction
with comments on the effect of gender
within the group. Some of the points
made will probably make you look differ-
ently at the use of the machine and the
way you organise it.

There is a very useful sedion on the
evaluation of software as well as on the
evaluation of its effect on the children.

Computers and Literary Skills, from
the British Dyslexia Association, is a col-
lection of papers from some of the most
respected and, more important, qualified
movers in the field of computers and
reading difficulties.

There is no discernible thread running
through the 18 pieces except to start
with A Rational for Computer Assisted
Literacy Instruction and finish with an
overview of support structures past, pre-
sent and future.

Many of the chapters have a wider
range than simply dealing with the
dyslexic child or adult. Any teacher or
interested parent will find views and
ideas about the educational uses of
word processors, adventure games,
spelling checkers and so on.

It is also interesting to see the way

Marshal Anderson explores two  new
books to facilitate the introduction of
computers into the classroom
cationalists would dismiss as drill and
practice, are both useful and effective
within this area of special needs.

More specific pieces deal with the
use of portable computers with dyslexic
students and software for phonics
development. It has to be said though
that some of the writers have had little
contact with the chalkface. as there is
scant regard for the investment of time
these systems demand of the teacher.
However, someone has to do the origi-
nal research and come up with the
ideas that teachers can then bring down
from the clouds into the real world!

Of even more practical use are the
extensive appendices of addresses and
contacts for software and advice. There
is also a extremely sensible system put
forward for the evaluation of software in
education generally, as well as specifi-
cally lot reading difficulties.

Capable of impatience, boredom,
excitement and curiosity, he is certainly
three dimensional enough for children.

The village has a single employer, the
mill, which is run by the Hodgkinsons.
They live in the Big House, but we're not
allowed in there though we can go into
the yard.

Having established this, Ernest got
agitated about the fact that he had to get
some homework from his school.
Discovering that he does "drilr in the
playground, we move into the class-
room with its rows of seats. Ernest sits
at the back to avoid Mr Owen and his
cane.

Emest's main problem is Eli Forester
who pulls faces and gets him into trou-
ble. Indeed this is one of the nice things
about this series - the way the children
find common ground across the years.

Another point al interest is the village
shop where Mrs Tucker sells all sorts of
things -  as long as you have money.
Investigating the parser at this point I
was rather disappointed with its perfor-
mance.

Let's assume for a moment that we
hadn't had our trip to the school, a logi-
cal question to ask a 10-year-old is: Do
you go to school? But Ernest replies:
Who cares? What shall us do now?

A child with some experience of
parsers may persevere to input. What is
your school like? The response to this
is: I  don't know. OK. let's try again:
Describe school. Finally Ernest replies:
'Ts wondrous in here! There's all any-
one could want for sale here... and he
goes on with a description of the shop.

Having discovered that the parser is
linked to the place I tried something not
connected with a specific place: Have
you any brothers and sisters? I've
got three brothers and three sisters.

Great, we're getting somewhere.
What are their names? elicits the
response, I'm not interested in my tam-

-  let's do summat else.
Intrigued,' continued: Why aren't

you interested in your family? Don't
know. So I tried: Tell me about your
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parents. 'Ds wondrous in here
It's a problem which seems to per-

vade the whole series rather than a bug.
Though not badly written, it's simply the
state of artificial intelligence at present.

Perhaps the problem is that the soft-
ware tries to cover too large an area.
There have to be set responses to
inputs that have no specific replies pro-
grammed in.

The usual response is I don't under-
stand. and it's easy to see why the
author wanted to avoid that. To get
round that he uses the technique devel-
oped in the days of the Elise project
which gave a random, non-committal
response to unexpected inputs. But the
replies in Landmarks are not non-com-
mittal enough and so can be misleading.

Rejoining Ernest we are ready for
another jaunt, this time to the cave.
Before we can go we have to visit
Emests house for matches and a can-
dle.

A mine of details, the house provides
the atmosphere the program portrays so
well. Comments abound such as:We.re
not allowed in the parlour, except on
SondayeThe boys sleep tour to a bed,
and there's a sewerage system that
should make modern children's hair
stand on end.

Exploring the main areas of the cave
and hearing the legend of the witch is
brilliant and the language used to
describe the cave gives a real feel for
the place while still sounding like Ernest.

A wealth of information is to be had
from this program, which will keep the
children busy for hours. From a National
Curriculum viewpoint it fits snugly into
key stage two.

It is also directly relevant to the core
study unit three, especially the domestic
life side. But it also helps with other
Attainment Targets such as: Recognise
that over time some things have
changed and others have stayed the
same and Describe different features of
an historical period.

Rain Forest is different from the rest
of the series in as much as it is not his-
torically based but geographic. We are
in Brazil with our guide. Betumi, who we

She lives there too with her two
mothers, father and brother.

Wandering and exploring with Betumi
we find a village garden with a wealth of
detail on the crops grown and informa-
tion on how such a garden is created.
This raises a lot of issues on how the
resources are used and the way land
can be exhausted by some agricultural
processes. On the cultural side we meet
the village shapod or witch doctor. He is
presently casting out evil spirits from the
new garden and exhorting the land to
bring forth a good harvest.

The most exciting part of the program
is to get Betumi out on the river in a
canoe. This takes us down stream and
over rapids with a sequence of vivid
description.

Ending up at the site of an old village
which is used as a signpost, this gives
us an inkling of the dangers of getting
lost alone when Betumi find her way
back to the village.

The space available for exploring
seems a lot smaller than in earlier pro-
grams but there is plenty to discover.
The workbooks direct children to the
areas needing exploration and many
Geography Attainment Targets are cov-
ered n an interesting and imaginative
way.

Both programs help children explore
environments otherwise unavailable to
them. Yet I do have reservations. The
parser is one and the time-out feature
another. This causes the program to
stop if the children don't type for a given
amount of time.

This can be very irritating as you
have to re-load the program from the
disc to start again. Having said that.
when you do re-start you are at the

or,

place you exited.
Unfortunately, time-out gives rise to

another problem. At first glance the fact
that Landmarks is multi-tasking is very
useful as on a 1Mb machine there is
enough room to have Pendown or !Edit
running alongside to allow children to
make notes.

However. time-out continues to run
while you are in another application. so
if you go off to write something the
chances are that Landmarks will have
stopped while you were away.

The documentation is full of sugges-
tions on how to use the packages and
all come with really useful pupils books
than can provide some direction within
such an unstructured activity.

As they stand. the Landmarks pro-
grams are an interesting exploration of a
new area in educational software. They
present the child with an environment to
explore in a free and open ended way.

The graphics so far have been disap-
pointing and the way the machines han-
dles the language needs a lot of work
However, Landmarks are an important
step along a developmental track that
should lead to even more innovative
and exciting software.

It takes time, and it seems churlish to
suggest that a package should not be
used simply because it has not yet
reached its full potential

Summing up
If you are using the TV programs
over the next year all the packages
are a worthwhile investment. And if
you are covering any of the four
areas in some other way the specific
packages will add an extra dimension
to the children's work.

tracer, s o  n o w  I
thought we would use it to investi-
gate the action of a capacitor.

Now we did design a capacitor
charge curve plotter way back in
November 1983. However, as we were
Dilly using the single ended input of the
Model Bls ND converter all we could
show was the voltage across the
capacitor in response to a voltage step.

By using the differential input capac-
ity of the I2C interface we can measure
the current through the capacitor as
well as the applied and capacitor volt-
age.

Not only that, but using the analogue
output capacity of the board we can
also investigate the effect of a capacitor
on different waveforms.

Figure I shows the basic arrange-
ment of a series resistor and capacitor.
If we apply a voltage V the capacitor
will start to charge up.

As charge accumulates on the
capacitor plates the voltage across
them increases. This reduces the volt-
age across the resistor, so the current
through the circuit drops.

The capacitor charges up exponen-
tially, that is to say the
voltage across the
capacitor never actu-
ally reaches the charg-
ing v o l t a g e  b u t
continually gets closer
to it.

The actual expression for the voltage
across the capacitor Vc at any time t is:

Wc V ( 1 -  e-(t/CR))

where V is the charging voltage and e
is the exponential function and t  the
time. R and C being the values of resis-
tance and capacitance.

If you examine this formula with a
calculator you will find that when tCR is
three you are practically at the charging
voltage, in fact just over 95 per cent.

The value of CR is known as the
time constant, this means that when
you have been charging a capacitor for
three time constants you will have over
95/0 of the charging voltage across the
capacitor.

As far as the voltage waveform is
concerned it is fairly easy to visualise
an exponentially increasing voltage.
However, what about the current wave-
form? Also what about when anything
other than a voltage step is involved?

Well, we could thrash through the
maths and come up with transfer func-
tions. but to most people that would not
get over the feel of what is happening.

What we want to do is to actually
apply voltage waveforms to a capacitor

and see what happens. The circuit in
Figure II shows how we can use our
I2C board to do this,

Analogue input channels 0 and 1 are
used to measure the applied voltage
and the capacitor voltage and inputs 2
and 3 are used together as a differential
input to measure the voltage across the
resistor, hence give the current flowing.

As you will see, we split the resistor
into two and only use half of it as a cur-
rent probe. This is because the maxi-
mum voltage o f  the differential
amplifiers is only half that of the single
ended inputs. The voltage range is the

same, however, as the differential
inputs copes with both polarities,

Note that we don't use the buffered
output of the board because we used
an emitter follower buffer which means
that the output is good at sourcing cur-
rent but not at sink
ing it. While the
capacitor w i l l
charge in response
to an increasing
applied voltage it
will not discharge
when the voltage
drops below the

capacitor voltage.
What we want to do is to feed out a

voltage and measure the values on the
three channels. To allow us to do this
as quickly as possible we pre-calculate
the output voltage waveform in an
array.

Then when the readings come in we
plot them directly on the screen in
white. In this way we see the readings
as they come in. The alternatively way
is to store the readings in an array for
later processing.

It would be nice to be able to show
the various traces in different colours,
but this would take up time changing
the graphics colour. So instead we plot
them in white and colour them in later
on.

The program to do all this is shown
in Listing I. The heart of the program is
PROC CPLOT in lines 450 to 680,
which does all the work of inputting,
outputting and plotting.

Note that the differential input chan-
nel gives the reading in two's comple-
ment form. In order to change this to a
form suitable for plotting on the screen
we invert the most significant bit with an
exclusive OR statement.

Before this procedure is entered we
generate the voltage waveform we are
going to use in the five procedures at

the end of the pro-
gram.

We can chose
between square, sine,
triangular and two
types o f  sawtooth

waveforms. The array Vour/00 is filled
with the appropriate values,

Having made the plot, PROC_PRO-
GESS in lines 310 to 520, tidies things
up, colours the waveforms, puts on the
axis and finally labels each waveform.

The technique for colouring the
waveform is interesting and deserves
examination.

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be non-characteristic due to the initial
conditions on the capacitor. We can use
this initial portion to put the labels in.
However, it is useful to see them at the
start of the trace.

We plot the waveforms in white. In
this mode this means that 7 is placed in
the computer's screen memory. If we
then cover the whole waveform with a
filled in rectangle we would not normally
expect to see it.

But if we use GCOL action 2, AND
with existing colour the black will safely
stay black and the white will be con-
verted to the current colour.

In over eight years of programming
Acorn machines this is the first time I
have found the AND action in the
GCOL statement to be useful. Its been
a long wait, but thanks for putting it in
lads!

So what do we see? Well with a
square wave of just a few cycles we
have the normal charge and discharge
waveform. Note that the current trace at

the bottom of the screen indicates that
current is flowing both into and out of
the capacitor. This is indicated by the
green trace going both above and
below the axis.

If we increase the number of cycles
we will see the voltage across the
capacitor does not have time to reach
zero or full -  the amplitude of the signal
decreases.

The current waveforms are the
inverse of the voltage ones. However
they are not simply the magnitude
inverse, but the exponential inverse.
You can see the initial inrush of current
and then it drops exponentially.

What happens with a sine wave? At
first it appears not very much - you just
get three sine waves. But take a closer
look at the difference in phase between
the capacitor voltage and the current.
You will see that there is a 90 degree
phase shift between them.

There is also a phase shift between
the applied and capacitor voltages. This
is not a simple 90 degrees like the volt-
age current relationship. In fact it will

change as the number of cycles or input
frequency changes.

Also note that the amplitude of the
capacitor voltage drops as the fre-
quency gets higher. This is the basis of
a filter I will leave it to you to see what
happens with the other waveforms. See
it you can explain them with what we
have learnt here. You can experiment
with different values of R and C and so
alter the time constant of the system.

If the resistor is made too big you can

T H I S  is the third racing sim-

ulation to appear from
Fourth Dimension, after E-

Arc, Chequered Flag from CIS is due
"real soon now".

In this scenario you are an amateur
racing enthusiast at the controls of a
saloon car. Initially you own an Astra
CT but perform well in the races and
you may gain sponsorship enabling
you to progress to class B.

From the initial menu screen it is
possible to select a bewildering range
of options. I staled with the practice
mode. The graphics were impressive
but rather static. A quick stab at the
keyboard and I found the starter.
Starting the engine is much like a real
car, several turns of the key are usually
required to get the engine turning over.

At this point the speaker bursts into
life and the screen starts bouncing up
and down slightly to give the impres-
sion of a revving engine. I found the
accelerator and revved the motor but
the eager little car still did not want to
move.

Further experimentation revealed a
hand brake which has to be taken off
and an automatic gearbox which must
be put into drive.

es F i n a l l y  pressing the accelerator but-
ton on the mouse caused the car to
surge forward and then to the right —
straight into the crash barrier.

Subsequent incompetence resulted
in the car crashing, at low speeds, into
the spectator stand, a parked oar, sev-
eral traffic cones and finally after reach-
ing a  decent speed,another fast
moving car on the track.

The graphics are very impressive —
256 colours with the screen being
updated at a very fast rate. The display
seems to be a mixture at scaled sprites
and solid vector.

The attention to detail is superb. The
screen bounces when the car goes on

1

to the verge or hits something. There is
loads of scenery and most of it is scaled
very realistically to give a good impres-
sion of speed.

Hitting the cones on the track results
in a realistic thumping noise.

I was a little disappointed by the rear
view mirror — the trouble is that given
the quality of the front view I expect the
mirror to match it. Instead it only shows
a straight road even when the car is 90
degrees to the track with its front
bumper buried in the crash barrier!

The mirror's only use is to see if any
cars are trying to get past.

My initial impression was that the car
was very difficult to control. I  spew
most of the practice session bouncing
from one side of the track to the other.
The mouse control on the steering
seemed unreasonably sluggish.

I finally crashed once too often and
was treated to the end of  game
sequence, which is quite horrible!

I had to admit defeat and resigned
myself to reading the manual in some
depth. I was most concerned about the
control of the car, or lack al it. On this
subject the manual starts by saying:
This one can be conveniently ignored
most of the time. In the case of my driv-
ing this is probably not a good idea.

The pamphlet goes on to talk about
the use of an analogue port and
describes how such a device can be
controlled from a home made steering
wheel and pedals. This may be a good
idea if you are really keen on racing
games, but all I wanted was a decent
way to control the car using existing
Archimedes hardware.

It also mentions such options as buy - t
ing better tyres and brakes. They are
not particularly expensive and you are
initially provided with plenty of spare
cash.

Back to the track and with new tyres
fitted, ABS brakes and an extra sensi-
tive mouse option, practice mode was
reselected. Control was better, though

by no means perfect — extreme con-
centration was required to keep the car
on the track. I became very frustrated
with having to keep reversing off barri-
ers.

It was becoming obvious that a
great deal of practice would be needed
to get the best from this software. But
being a review, time was short so the
race option was selected.

This resulted in a message inform-
ing me that my car could only be used
for practice. This meant having to load
data for another car, which was a nui-
sance. The automatic was loaded, as
this sounded the easiest to drive.

I accelerated out of the pits and
spent several minutes veering errati-
cally round the course while other cars
whizzed passed me with total disdain,
eventually I became totally disorien-
tated after a crash and ended up &iv.
ing the wrong way up the track. This
resulted in an impressive head-on
crash and my being banned from the
drcuit for dangerous driving!

I was really disappointed at not
being able to get started, as technically
Saloon Cars is a breathtaking piece of

knowledge this is their first arcade
offering on the 32 bit scene.

After a rather dull introductory
sequence play starts in space invaders
style.

After five different levels, each intro-
ducing a new type of alien, you move

on to the second stage. However,
apart from a different back drop and a
few new aliens, gameplay seemed to
continue much the same as before. I
quickly became bored.

The program also suffered from
rather spartan presentation and there
was no music during the game or title
sequence. Sound effects, though ade-
quate, could hardly be described as
breaking new ground. There was no

•blast from the past
joystick option -  a shame, for here a
joystick would add a whole new dimen-
sion to the playability.

Also there should have been an
option to skip completed levels. The
later levels in Zelanites are quite inter-
esting. but to reach them means
ploughing through the early levels
which are easy but time consuming.

The programming was excellent.
The animation runs at a steady 50
frames a second with no flickering or
jerkiness. It is also initially very
playable. I had no difficulty getting into
the game - I just needed a lithe more
variety to keep me hooked.

The above faults apart, this is proba-
bly the best game of the type currently
available for the Acorn 32 bit machines.
With 256 colours on screen and ultra
smooth animation it really knocks spots
of similar games on the 16 bit format.

Pricewise its pretty steep, but having
said that the girlfriend loved it.

S P O I L T  myself silly this

month with a couple of
weeks in Canada. When
asking about the availabil-
ity of Acorn machines I got

some very strange looks. Not a BBC
Micro in sight. How on earth do they
live?

Jet lag has caught me and I'm going to
bed for a couple of days...I appear to have
mislaid Friday...

Kicked off by designing the countdown
timer. The graphics had been done previ-
ously but they needed stretching a little.
and why not, there's so much memory to
play with (joke).

Started off with one digit rolling around
vertically from nine to zero and back again.
Once this was working adding the other
eight digits was a mere formality.

The clock's code is separate from the
main code and is called regularly on inter-
rupt. This enables the countdown to con-
tinue smoothly even if the processor is
bogged down with lots of other tasks.

It's no good! I have had it up to here —
finger points above head —
with the Beeb's chronic
lack of memory resulting in
continuous use of the disc
dhve when assembling.

A dawn raid on the
piggy-bank resulted in my
investment in a  brand
spanking secondhand
Master — it's really worth
the debt.

It took a  while t o
become accustomed to the
new memory layout and
the month i s  rapidly
approaching ... er ... well,
the end of the month.

No manual was pro
vided, but with the help of
the Advanced User Guide I

t°1 a Pm/it
discovered I could have the Basic pro-
gram. the code and the sprites resident
simultaneously. Amazing.

Updated the code to allow for the new
memory positions and found no real prob-
lems. rve set it up so that the game code
adjusts the memory banks to bring in the
sprites, then switches the banks back to
make the Basic code available when it's
exited. The disc drive is almost redundant,
but I still make regular back-ups.

After a lot of fiddling around with priori-
ties I adjusted the object position table to
accommodate up to three more control
towers. although only two were enabled at
the start. This wasn't a problem, as it sim-
ply has to print more objects.

The problems started when it came to
determining which tower had been
destroyed and which hadn't — a seemingly
simple task. The program remained
adamant that the tower which was first in
the table was the first one to be destroyed.

A careful examination of the code
revealed that it was doing exactly what I
had — unintentionally — told it to do. and
was executing it beautifully.

Dealt with the radar to stop it displaying
destroyed control towers, which involved
clearing the display and redrawing it. For
maximum speed the object print routine
was similarly adapted.

To keep track of which tower was
destroyed was a simple matter of a flag —
zero for a dead tower and one for a live
'um After a short while I realised that this
problem was similar to one I had encoun-
tered in the eight-ball section of Hyperball.

As a ball was lost it was removed from
the table completely and all the other balls
after it were shuffled up to close the gap.

slightly better approach. Now once a tower
is destroyed the table of data is shrunk and
the dead tower automatically removed.

This means that flags are no longer
needed, and the various routines only
need to know the size of the table. Getting
this running was a bit of a headache
though. It wasn't very encouraging watch-
ing part of the transporter vanish and then
re-appear as a group of aliens. Fun, yes.
Encouraging, no.

Spent a bit more time installing the other
two control towers. This meant the control
tower destruction detection code had to be
upgraded too.

To prevent too much agro and waste of
valuable game time the four towers were
located in the four corners of this little uni-
verse. The transporter is in the middle.

Slipped in a teensy bit of extra code to
give the towers control over certain rocks
and girders. The result is that if a mine is
surrounded by girders that are controlled
by a tower, and you destroy the tower,
you'll be in for the chase of your life.

Hm, the game does tend to struggle a
bit when all lour towers are present, but
this will only happen at the beginning of
the final few levels. Destroy a couple and it
soon slips back into its swiftly moving self.

Redrew the control tower sprites, as
they hadn't been included in the universal
sprite set. Knew I'd forgotten something.

Checked that the planet routine worked
okay on the Master — it was fine. And with
the sideways ram that can be held in mem-
ory too.

I did toy with the idea of making the
planet routine get harder as time went on
but it would make the game practically
unplayable. The only way I'll know is by
playing through the finished version and,

believe me, that's not so far
away now.

I'm a week into June now
and the finals are coming
up for  my Electronics
course. Programming and
exams really don't mix so I'll
have to put development on
hold until July. It's so frus-
trating as the end is so
near...

I HAVE recently purcnased a sec-
ondhand 10 Mb Winchester disc
drive manufactured by Plus 5, I was
told that this would plug straight into
my BBC B.

Upon examination I found that
the IDC connector on the rear of the
drive has 40 pins, whereas the BBC
Micro has a 34 pin one.

I was advised to use the first 34
pins. This resulted in the computer
failing to reset on power-up and not
responding to any of the keys
including control break.

Inside the drive the 40 pin socket
is connected to a 50 way connector
on the PCB. This PCB looks similar
to that in a Watford unit that I have
seen.

But there is no equivalent of the
Watford "Winchester Host Card"
and Watford do not want to sell me
one of these on its own.

The drive itself is  made by
Rodime. I would be grateful for any
guidance you could give, including

ONE of our members at a local
computer club has managed to
break his Archimedes by reseting
the RTC registers.

•  The SCSI is a general purpose 8
bit inter-computer interface. As such
it can be fitted to a wide range of dif-
ferent devices. These Include optical
discs, scanners and laser printers as
well as hard disc drives.

The IDE es a 16 bit bus designed
specifically for hard disc drives, The
extra width gives it a speed advan-
tage over the SCSI and it uses sim-
pler protocols and less expensive
drivers, plugs and cables. However
at present it is restricted almost
exclusively to hard disc drives.

So if you want to leave room for
other expensive goodies go for the
SCSI otherwise go for the IDE.

Neighbourly
incompatibility

WE use our BBC Micro with a Philips
14in colour TV using a RGB to Scan
lead. As a monitor the TV gives good
resolution (80 column mode is quite
readable) and we  can watch
Neighbours!

It's a good way to
improve your programming skills too.

Should you suspect a !Boot file and
don't want to delete it you could pop it
into !Edit for a quick check. A very
simple way to do so is by using a pro-
gram called !CRC — cyclic redundancy
check. You can calculate your file
CRC values and if any become sus-
pect you can recheck them — a differ-
ence could mean trouble.

Actually the real purpose of !CRC is
to help you download files from bul-
letin boards, and Micronet in particu-
lar. The process can often add bytes
to the length of the program and !CRC
lets you aiter it. so disposing of spuri-
ous bytes added to the end of files,

Pipeline proved to be extremely popu-
lar game on all formats though simple
and addictive.

Micro and Archimedes.

However, if you missed out, take a
look at IliturstPipe. The front end is
very different, with an arcade adven-
ture feel and a series of doors repre-
senting the levels to choose from. I
did find the lack of instructions - even
on which keys to user -  a little off -
putting. However, if you like Tetris and
even if you have already mastered
Pipeline you'll probably still appreciate
this.

PV-Life, on the other hand, is a
game which sits happily on the icon
bar working out the generations as
you continue to work. Truly multi-task-
ing, you can enlarge the process by
accessing the Edit option.

Fractal power
Version 2.0 of FracTrace appeared on
my desk this month too. Written by Carl
Declerk from Belgium, this displays
fractal sets by simple raytracing -
sometimes referred to as ray-caching.

There is an auto-parse option which
allows FTS files to be parsed
immediately as they are dragged into
the program. For those not in the know,
an FTS file is an Ascii or text file, and
as long as these are not more than
4000 bytes long they can be loaded
using configured settings and parsed.

But it's the multi-tasking element
which is truly impressive. Fascinating
though fractals are, they can take
hours and hog a machine unneces-
sarily, so this one will work in the
background.

There is a de-select multitask
option provided -  though this does
take over the whole machine but the
calculations are faster.

AVE you ever loaded a
graphics screen i n
Mode 0 only to see a
vague, distorted version
of what you expected to

see? The reason is probably because
it's been loaded in the wrong mode.
Perhaps it should have been Mode 2.

Curiously enough, that vague dis-
torted mess can actually be cleaned
up with just 63 bytes of machine code.

This routine won't change your life,
but there are times when it can be
very useful. In addition, it offers a
novel insight into the organisation of
screen memory in graphics modes on
the BBC Micro.

By graphics modes we mean
Modes 0, 1, 2, 4, 5 and the unofficial
graphics mode which I shall call Mode
8. The text modes. 3 and 6, are orga-
nized in the same way, apart from the
black lines which can be programmed
out. Only Mode 7 is radically different.

Type in Listing I and ensure you've
made no typing errors by using the
checksums. Run the listing and the
resulting code will be saved in a small
file called MS. Now type in this short
program:

Replace XXXX with the file name of a
Mode 2 graphics screen that has been
saved on the current drive and direc-
tory, it will be loaded in Mode 0, so
you can now stare at the ghastly mess
while the program waits for you to
push the spacebar.

When you do so the program calls
the machine code and in the vast bulk
of cases this will transform your mess
into a respectable Mode 0 screen. Add
your own save command if you want
to keep it.

This is a pleasant little trick, and the
same, or very similar, routines can be
used to perform a number of similar
tricks.

I can't quite promise that you'll be

able to take a graphics screen in any
mode and transform into any other
mode, but we can travel a fair dis-
tance toward this ideal by understand-
ing what this routine does.

This means that the odd bits are
grouped together in front of the even
bits. This may seem quite barmy to
the uninitiated but the reason is sim-
ple.

As you will find out if you read a few
of those articles on graphics, each
byte on a mode two screen controls
two pixels. It would be very conve-
nient if the left four bits worked the left
pixel and the other tour bits the right
pixel.

Alas, the last thing those hardware
merchants consider is programmer
convenience — you never hear them
talk about user-friendliness.

The odd numbered bits control
colour on the left pixel and the even
bits control colour on the right. But in
Mode 0 this is not so. Each bit is a
pixel in its own right.

Nevertheless, by this re-arrange-

ment, colours of Mode 2 can often be
transformed into shades of grey in
Mode 0. Only a very experienced
Beeb artist could produce them from
keyboard or program.

The interesting development is that
you can do it again:

after only three tries. The accepted
boffin-speak for this is permutation
and it has a period of three.

I'm sure you must now be guess-
ing my punch line. We have a third
permutation and a third hi-res graph-
ics mode, as yet unmentioned. Sure
enough. if you look at the bit order
after two re-arrangements you have::

7 3 6  2  5  1  4  0

A Mode 1 screen byte controls four
pixels. The leftmost is controlled by
bits seven and three, the next by bits
six and two. the next by bits five and
one and the rightmost by bits four
and zero.

So from our original Mode 2
screen we may also get a Mode 1
equivalent by rewriting two lines:

Load the screen in Mode 1
instead of Mode 0 and call the
cleanup routine TWICE and you will
have a Mode 1 equivalent screen.

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lion is of period three by loading a
Mode 2 screen in Mode 2 and calling
the routine repeatedly with pauses
between calls. Every third call the
screen returns to normal.

I have very carefully started from a
Mode 2 screen. If you start with a
screen programmed or drawn in
Mode 0 and change it into Modes br
2. the results are not nearly so pleas-
ing. There are two reasons for this:

Colours will be introduced in a
quite random fashion. Combinations
can be garish and may flash. Text
characters or any user defined char-
acters will often become quite
unrecognisable. But a large amount
of good graphics is programmed in
Mode 2, so you should not be short
of screens to play with.

Very similar tricks can be played in
Modes 4 and 5. But there is the extra
hassle that the lo-res version of
Mode 2 is not official. The Advanced
User Guide has a program which
sets it up, but there are not many
screens for it.

n s y m m e t r y
NTERLOCKING tiling patterns
are fascinating -  the number of
ways complex shapes can be
interlocked is quite staggering.
The study of tiling also is an

important introduction to the rules of
symmetry.

The theory of tiles is quite complex,
however there are only a few ways in
which you can arrange them regularly
and symmetrically. In fact there are only
three such methods.

If you take a point you can surround
it with six triangles, three hexagons or
four squares. Of these, the triangular
symmetry is the most versatile.

If the grid you are working on is trian-
gular you can have basically eight dif-
ferent shapes. In other words there are
eight different ways to draw over the
grid lines: You can draw in one triangle
side or leave it open, for each of the
three sides.

In addition two other patterns can
usefully be drawn in the grid space.
While strictly speaking they are not on
the triangular grid, they do add flexibility
to the design.

Now it you number each of these tri-
angles you can specify any pattern by
the sequence of numbers defining what
grid lines to draw. As any symmetrical
pattern will repeat, you need only spec-
ify a short repeating rule. However this
only covers one row of the pattern. In
order to specify the repetition in the ver-
tical direction you need a sequence of
numbers to use on each line.

All this sounds more complex than it
is. The listing will allow you to type in
the rules and watch the resulting pat-
tern, and the best way to understand
what's happening is to see it in action.

Type in the listing and make sure
that you've made no errors by using the
checksums. Run the program and you
will see, numbered, all the different
shapes you can draw. The simplest
pattern is produced by drawing on all
the grid lines, in other words triangle 7.

So type 7 and press Return, then
press Return again and the screen will

fill with triangles. Typing S will allow
you to change the scale - try it with a
scale of 8. Now press the spacebar
and go tor a more interesting pattern. If
we want a grid at hexagons we need
two rules, the first is 241 and the sec-
ond 412.

To make a specific pattern it's proba-
bly best to print out a grid of triangles
and draw over the top the required pat-
tern. Then you can write inside each
triangle its type number to find the
repeating rules. The tablt shows same
patterns to try.

The one labelled Islamic art is not
quite right. I was tying to copy it from a
reference book on patterns, and it
turns out that it has a lot more rules
due to the fact it has an odd number of
rules before a repeat.

However, it is a good starting pont
for some complex patterns. If you come
up with a good set of patterns why not
send them in tome Letters page?

ArcTerm is a meatier package. not so
specifically geared towards the educa-
tion market but extremely powerful. As
with Arcomm, I  used my oldish
1200/1200 modem and it seemed
equally happy with both pieces of soft-
ware, though ArcTerm was improved
when working on my 310 with a hard
drive rather than on a 1Mb A3000.

When loaded, ArcTerm pops a
stylish 7 on the icon bar, checks the
modem and loads in the phone lists.

Opening the applications gives
access to an array or options concern-
ing file transfer, configuration, terminal
emulation plus a host of other options.

The menus are self-explanatory with
the dialling procedure a matter of high-
lighting diamonds.

However simple this is for the experi-
enced user and its intuitive nature, I
would have to recommend a through
reading of the manual before commit-
ting yourself to the mercies of British
Telecom and the indications of tone or

pulse dialling. There is a redial faciltiy
and the ability to deal with baud rates
from 50 to 19200. Saving the screens as
a sprite file is standard and easy to use.

Moving on to file transfer, the formats
supported are very impressive as are
the terminal emulations. I was glad to
see a straightforward way of presetting
procedures for calling favourite bulletin
boards and the like.

The manual is extensive and well writ-
ten. You'll find some useful information
in the appendices whether you want to
buy a modem, understand the Ascii con-
trol cooes or get to grips with smileys,
CyberPunk or a well researched glos-
sary.

It is very difficult to compare these
two packages, which are horses for very
different courses. If you just want to
access bulletin boards for information
transfer then Arcomm is for you, The
manual is especially easy to follow,

However, if you can see yourself
wanting more, perhaps to set up a bul-
letin board or access a wide range of
facilities with different compatabilities
and formats, I would plump for Serial
Ports ArcTerm,

The menus and sub-menus on the
ArcTerm program are a lot easier to fol-
low, as well as giving a much wider
choice than the simpler Arcomm 2
ones.

this market but none has been more
than marginally successful.

Moreover, it appears that this is
the shape of the future: With the
exception of,  say, the Acorn
Archimedes or the Apple Macintosh
which have carved out their own
niches, a machine that is not PC-
compatible is likely to falter through
a lack of suitable software appropri-
ate to business applications

It is, therefore, good business
sense for any new machine — or an
existing machine that wants to
broaden its appeal — to offer the
option of PC-compatibility, because
it means that its software library is
immediately widened

Both the Archimedes family and
the Master 128 offer the option of
PC-compatibility, albeit in rather dif-
ferent formats.

The PC Emulator for the 32-bit
Archimedes is a disc-based soft-
ware package, because a machine
as powerful as the Archimedes has
no trouble emulating every aspect of
the 16-bit PC.

The emulator for the Master 128,
known as the Master 512 upgrade,
is a board that fits inside the
machine and is activated at the
metaphorical flick of a *CONFIG-
URE option.

Not the least of these is that the
Master 512 system uses its own
special customised version of an
operating system called Dos+, as
opposed to the MSdos system
used on conventional PCs and
compatibles. This may be a major
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difference, but in theory it need not be
a major problem. Unfortunately, how-
ever, the standard Master 512 package
suffers from the serious problem that
has so unnecessarily dogged so much
of the software bundled with the various
Acorn machines — that of being
released with little or no accompanying
documentation.

A Master 512 owner who is already
familiar with the world of PCs will soon
work out the differences, but an abso-
lute newcomer to this world can easily
be left floundering.

Although there is quite a lot of infor-
mation available about the way in which
the emulated PC operates, for the new-
comer it can be very difficult to find.

However, help is here at last in the
form of the Master 512 User Guide —
not from Acorn, but from Dabs Press,
well-known supporters of the Acorn
machines.

II is packed with so many tips and
features, facts and advice, that the
reader will quickly wonder how he ever
managed to do without it.

One particular aspect is that the 8-bit
BBC Master has a pretty tough time
emulating the 16-bit PC, and not all IBM
software will run on this configuration.

tion but some. however, do not.

Owners of the BBC B+ and Master
128. whether first-time buyers or ones
who have upgraded from a Model B,
will be familiar with the concept of soft-
ware tin-)compatibility, when a new pro-
gram will not load or existing programs
suddenly fail to function correctly. In the
PC world the problem is worse.

Anyone familiar with the PC area of
computing will know that only IBM's
own machines are truly PC-compatible,
obviously. The various PC clone manu-
facturers, such as Compaq, Tandon
and Olivetti. offer varying degrees of
compatibility, and generally speaking,
the less expensive the machine the
less compatible it is. This, in turn, can
lead to problems with the less well-
behaved software packages.

The Master 512 is not particularly
PC-compatible, partly because its oper-
ating system software is Digital
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Acorn strongly recommend any Master
512 owner looking to buy software for
this combination to try out the program
before purchasing it, just to make sure
that it is compatible with the 512.

This aspect is comprehensively dealt
with by a software package by the
name of Problem Solver lsee below),
but for the owner of the standard 512
system, compatibility is still a problem_

The Master .512 User Guide's
answer to this is a list of PC software
packages that were known to be com-

Research's Dos+ as opposed to
Microsoft's MSdos. Although Dos+ 1.2,
the version first supplied with the board,
was later replaced with the more com-
patible version 2.1, certain standard
pieces of PC software have steadfastly
refused to run.

Furthermore, the IBM PC's keyboard
is quite different to that of the BBC and
Master — both in terms of layout and the
way in which key depressions and
releases are scanned — and it is in this
area that some of the major compatibil-
ity problems arise.

Until now, the 512 owner has just
had to accept that some programs will
not work — whether correctly or at all —
but be thankful for those that would. But
no longer. Problem Solver from
Shibumi Soft, also known for their
Archimedes Pinball, runs in conjunction
with Dos+ and attempts to bridge this
compatibility gap.

And it does it very well. Many previ-
ously unusable business and utility pro-
grams. such as PC Tools Deluxe, the
Pipedream wordprocessor and version
2.0 of the Lotus 1-2-3 spreadsheet,
suddenly spring into life.

Other packages that previously did
not work at all now work to a degree.
One example is WordPerfect v4.2,
which works in all respects with the
exception of the tutorial

Problem Solver will also win many
friends among programmers. because
many of Borland's Turbo languages —

patible with the 512 at the time of going
to press.

It is based strongly on one produced
by Acorn themselves that I came
across when the Master 512 system
was first released, but it is useful to
have it where it can be easily found
when needed.

In fact, that statement can be
applied to the whole book, because all
the information contained therein falls
so easily to hand that the reader
quickly understands why the book has

Basic. Pascal. C and the like — now run
on the 512 system for the first time.

The Master 512 owner can also now
dabble with Cobol/2 — Micro Focus'
implementation of the language that is
still probably the most widely used in
business programming.

Of course, business and education
are not the only uses to which a com-
puter can be put, and many PC games
also benefit from Problem Solver.

Readers of the Hac Man games col-
umn may remember the tip featured in
the November 1989 issue, to allow the
Mastertronic version of Rogue to run
on the Master 512. But Rogue is by no
means the only game that will now run
correctly on this combination.

Microsoft's Flight Simulator is often
used as a simple test of PC-compatibil-
ity: If a machine runs it, it's pretty com-
patible. At the time of writing I have not
been able to test Microsoft's latest ver-
sion. Flight Simulator 4, but many ear-
lier versions now run on the Master
512.

The name Elite will be well known to
all BBC Micro users: Much imitated, it
has been converted for almost every
machine under the sun, including the
PC.

Without Problem Solver, Elite loads
as far as the rotating Cobra, then locks
up and will not accept any input from
the keyboard.

In addition. the ship rotates
extremely slowly: This apparent dra-

been given such a definitive title —
Acorn's manual of the same title just
isn't in the same league.

Every aspect of the Master 512 co-
processor and its emulation of a real
PC that the Acorn manual attempts to
cover, the Dabs Press equivalent
explains in the fullest detail such that a
novice can understand it but not such
that an experienced PC user will find 11
long-winded or patronising.

Summing up
To be fair to Acorn's book on the
subject, it states that it is not pre-
tending to be a definitive manual
for the 512, but I can't help ques-
tioning the logic of offering for sale
goods of such a technical nature
without proper accompanying doc-
umentation

In short, whether you're new to
the PC game or an old hand who
mainly wants to know the differ-
ences between the 512 and a con-
ventional PC, there's almost
certainly something in Dabhand's
The Master 512 User Guide to

I help you along.

matic loss of speed is another problem
previously faced by the Master 512
owner. However, with Problem Solver,
Elite is back with a bang, four-colour
solid graphics and all.

A number of other games, such as
Starglider, Driller and P5I-5 Trading
Company also run on a Problem.
Solved Master 512, but potential pur-
chasers of PC games should note that
many modern offenngs will only run on
machines with at least 640k ram andior
an EGA or VGA graphics board. Let the
buyer beware.

Problem Solver is not perfect. Some
packages, particularly the badly-
behaved memory-resident ones, such
as the more recent versions of
Borland's Sidekick, still do not work on
the Master 512, even with Problem
Solver loaded.

However, it makes such a staggenng
difference to the compatibility rating of
the Master 512 that most users will be
prepared to overlook the slightly inac-
curate title

Summing up
The 512 co-processor is now officially
discontinued, but if you've got one
then without a shadow of doubt you
need Problem Solver — it's what the
5121s been waiting for.

ful, because they
allow one program,
say a spreadsheet like

PipeDream, to produce graphs,
when hot-linked to Presenter, with-
out the programmers having to
complicate PipeDream itself with
the ability to produce graphs.

But there's a serious disadvantage
with this type of hot-link approach:
What if you don't own Presenter but a
different graph-drawing program? Or
you own Matrix-3 and Presenter, but
not Pipedream?

Acorn have provided an inter-appli-
cation communication messaging
system which allows the hot-links to
work but these are designed for pro-
grammers, and they're not available —
or comprehensible — to the average
user.

Enter Computer Concepts on white
charger brandishing a sword named
Impulse and the shield of compatibility.

Impulse — or more accurately
Impulse II — is a high-level application
control system for Risc OS which
allows simple text messages to be
sent from one task to another. The
key feature is that the messages are
textbal, which means that you, the
user, can understand it and, more
importantly, you can control it.

Let's say you have a wordproces-
sor (WP) and a database (DB) and
want to perform some mailmerging —
sending lots of identical letters to your
customers.

So you write the letter in the word-
processor but where the name and
address is supposed to go you
instead, using a special option pro-
vided by software, insert Impulse
commands which might be:

:DB.Addresses GetField surname

The first part is the name of the
task that is to receive the command
DB followed by the name of the
database to use Addresses, the
actual instruction GetField and finally
the name of the field being requested,

surname. Control of the mailmerging
process could be either the database

which is most likely — the word pro-
cessor or even wthird program which
would cycle through commands like:

:DB.Addresses NeetRecord
AP.Letter Merge
:WP.Letter Print

The Merge command tells the
wordprocessor to scan through the
document looking for embedded
Impulse commands which i t
should then issue and place the
returned information into Me let-
ter in the appropriate place,
properly formatted.

The wordprocessor sends a
reply back when it has fin-
ished merging data into the
document and the control
program then tells it to Print
Finally it goes back to the
database and tells it to
move on to  the next
record.

The wordprocessor
that's used could be
Impression. EasiWriter
or a n y  o n e  t h a t
responds t o  these
commands. T h e
database could be
Squirrel, Multistore or
any other one with
the same methods.
But it's you who
controls it, it's not
hard-wired into the
software.

But this simple mailmerging
example is  only the start, the
PipeDreamtPresenter hot-link could
be quickly replaced with a gener-

n g  o n

alised Impulse command like:

:Grapher DrawGraph "Fred" N i e
AlICl2

This tells the graph draw-
ing package to produce a
new graph called Fred and
use spreadsheet cells Al to
C12 to do it. The graph pro-
gram would then have to request the
cell information from the spreadsheet
with:

:SpreadsheetsJim GetCett 111C10



Once the graph was finished the first
instruction would be acknowledged,
the spreadsheet might have the ability
to send drawfiles so it could then ask
for the final result with:

:Grolier Sertaroph "Fred°

These examples are completely
invented, but they show the kind of
thing that's possible with Impulse.

Going back to the mail-merging
example there's absolutely no

reason why the data need
come from only one source,
it could be merged from
more than one database,
from a  spreadsheet,
drawing program — the
combinations are limited
only by your needs.

As it stands, on
a single machine Impulse

provides a means of allow-
ing you to combine different

packages into something bigger
and better — the whole then

becomes greater than the sum of
the parts: Combining a DTP pro-
gram with a database gives you a
database with incredibly sophisti-
cated printing facilities — or is it a
DIP program with database power?

But Impulse doesn't stop there,
what if your machine is part of a
network and you want to work with
data on a different machine?

That's easy too, the name of the
application to receive the command
can a lso  include a  network
address:

:Econet.fred.MuLtiStoreAsers

This translates as database Users,
from application MuftiStore on the
machine called Fred which would be
on the local Econet network.

:Net.Phonelink.Egypt.Squirrel.Addres
ses GetField surname

In this example the database is
quite a long way away.

Impression's
methods

Each application that supports
Impulse must have the following son
of information in its help file, it
describes in a fixed format what com-
mands (methods) it supports, the syn-
tax of each command and what it
does
Merge
Commands Impression to start a
merge operation in the specified docu-
ment. Impression will reply to this
command when all the merge data
has been received from other servers
and has been formatted into the docu-
ment.
Print
Commands Impression to print the
specified document. The print opera-
tion uses whatever controls were set
up in the -Print" and 'Print setup dia-
logues when it was called. A reply is
sent when the print operation has
been completed.
Edit (onion]
Enables an outside application to pre-
vent an Impression document from
being edited. This is useful when the
document contains merged data
which should not really be edited by
the user.
•  Edit on puts the document into its
normal, editable state. I t  also
removes any merged data from the
document.
•  Edit off prevents the document from
being altered in any way by the user.
The mouse pointer will turn into a
large red cross symbol when it is
moved over the document
•  Edit returns the state of the edit flag
for the specified document. The reply
message will contain "on" if the docu-
ment is editable. "off" if not.
ClearMerge
Gets rid of the merge elements from
the specified document, leaving any
merged data intact.

An idea of this type is only as useful as it is supported by the software writers.
Computer Concepts invented it, but to develop it to its full potential they are
consulting with the rest of the Acorn community_

Minerva are releasing an updated version of MultiStore which will control
mailmerging with Impression or any wordprocessor that responds to the same
commands in the same way. Digital Services are adding to Squirrel to incorpo-
rate Impulse.

In the face of the recent development of Direct Data Exchange DDE — on
the PC and AppleEvents of the Apple Mac System 7, Impulse is a vital
enhancement to the Risc OS messaging system and supporting it will
strengthen arguments in favour of Acorn machines.

Yet once I started working through
its excellent tutorial and very profes-
sional manual I realised this is to do it
an injustice.

It's easy to use and starts with
basics, so is a good introduction for
anyone new to either computers or
databases, however its uses go far
beyond the classroom.

Most people tall into the trap of
booting up a disc and exploring a pro-

gram without even opening the man-
ual. Should you be so tempted with
the Junior Database you'll find a tutor
on the disc to help you — in fact you
can manage very well without the
manual.

The tutorial starts with a good intro-
duction 0) handling the Archimedes,
with an explanation of the different
mouse buttons. However, waiting for
the individual screens to load is a lithe
time consuming.

Once you get into how to make the
Junior Database work for you this
help/tutorial really comes into its own.

The program is fully multi-tasking
and intuitive with one of the best inter-
active help screens I've ever seen.
You load the files as it instructs and it
waits for your input before continuing
andlor acknowledging what you have
just done.

At any time you can press the
rewind button to recap on a point, or if
you are lost, click on the H for more
help.

I did have a couple of problems
with my machine which resulted in the
arogram throwing me out. Yet as I re-
entered the tutorial — giving my name
- ii returned me to the point at which I
exited. Each item is ticked as you
cover it on the menu ,from a general
introduction through to searching and
sorting.

The pre-created files, supplied to
help you through the tutorial and man-
ual, are excellent resources for teach-
ers and provide good examples of
possible layouts for everyone else.

Junior Database is divided into two

parts, layout editor
and the data editor.
Clicking on the icon-
bar icon reveals the
layout editor.

The secret of all
database structure
is t o  t h ink  i n
advance about what
you need immedi-
ately and may need
in the future, what
information are you
likely to need to
access and if there
are fields to contain
all that data.

With this package
you can add new fields once the lay-
out is complete, but even so its best
to plan ahead.

The tutor menu

Following through with the tutor

You access the menu and follow the
options to create a new field, colour it,
change its size or type. Do be wary
about data types — by choosing num-
bers only you'll not be able to add text
characters or even spaces, if in doubt
leave a field to accept text data.

Iota have struck a happy medium
with the options. You can have input
centred or left or right justified and
you can pick up the fields and move
them where you want.

This can be done using the select
menu or through short cuts such as
using the Shift key and adjust button
to highlight several fields and then
edit them as you see fit.

There is a particularly useful option

to add text and move it where you
wish — this could be a comment or a
piece of advice such as Please show
STD codes".

Assuming that you've now created
and saved your layout the next task is
to enter the data. By double clicking
on the saved file you automatically
enter the data editor.

It doesn't matter whether you enter
the text in upper or lower case as
searches and sorts ignore case —
although an option to add this would
have been handy. Editing is equally
straightforward.

The toolkit can be restricted at the
icon bar stage it you wish, but in its
full state you can go straight to the
back or front of a file, step through to
enter the number of the data card you
want.

A scroll bar also tells you where
you are in the file as well as how
many files there are in all and the
number of the one you are viewing.
As you leave a new or edited file that
record is automatically saved

The manual could have been a little
more helpful in the searches and
sorts department. To sort a file, usu-
ally into alphabetical order, you enter
the sort sub-menu to be presented
with a sort card — a duplicate of the
basic layout with the addition of four
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option buttons with which the records
can be placed into ascending or
descending order.

You can also decide which field you
want to sod on — though surname is
obvious, it could be on county or popu-
lation. Two selection criteria can be
selected.

Searching is more extensive, with a
choice of a variety of searches: simple,
wildcard, match any field, or expres-
sion matching where you can find
someone with <100 in their bank
account for instance.

Using the same card format as with
sorting. there's a different set of addi-
tions relevant to searching databases,
most self-explanatory.

The wildcard option is very good and
a useful introduction to industry
standard but clumsier packages. By
using o r  ? you can look for anything
beginning with J — „I or match a char-
acter by entering ?.

There are two major ways of using
database information, as a graph or as
a mailing list.

Creating graphs is simplicity itself.
Choose the submenu and a graph win-
dow appears and the fields are
selected by clicking on the X and Y

Depending on the type of
data choosen — number or text — the
options of bar, pie, scatter or line
graphs will be made available.

In addition one graph can be over-
laid on another Graphs can be two or
three dimensional or even outlined for
manually adding colour once they are
printed. A number of save options
allow you to use the information in
other programs.

The save options are comprehen-
sive allowing you to save a card tor use
in a word processor as a draw, sprite or
text file. You can also print blank forms,
for use as a questionnaire for instance.

Information can be saved as a CSV
file — a standard file used n presenta-
tion packages, spreadsheets and the
like.

There is also an option to use a tab
separated file which is especially use-
ful when using DTP or spreadsheets,
as the spacing remains intact.

Printing uses the same procedures
as for saving. Save the fields to be
print then drag the text icon to the
printer on the icon bar.

The ability to import files is vital if
you wish to  modernise an old
database. The easiest method is to
recreate the fields then drag the file

on to the empty database in either
CSV or TSV format. A mapping
window will appear showing how the
data will be added into the new layout.

The mapping fields are editable and
any errors which occur will be shown
in a window allowing you to edit a par-
ticular line, blank to the end or give
up.

Alternatively you can drag thedata
file on to the icon bar, Junior
Database will try to recognise it and
decide on the maximum length of
each field showing its proposed lay-
out.

Merging is simply a matter of drop-
ping one Junior Database file on
another and letting them get on with it.
A mapping window will appear for
your approval. It is even possible to
merge non-Junior Database files too.

T H E R E  was an outcry when

Acorn announced some
time ago that it was aban-
doning development of a PC-
on-a-card for the Arc and

only intending to provide software
emulation. Surely no mere software
could emulate MSdos without sac-
rificing too much speed?

With the launch of the latest version
of the emulator that outcry has dimin-
ished to an occasional whisper as the
programmers have proved the scep-
tics wrong.

The new PC Emulator package
comes supplied with a well-written
and printed manual and three disks.
One contains MSdos itself with all the
attendant utility files.

Of the other two you only normally
require one — either the emulator for
CGA single-tasking o r  t h e
MDACGAIEGA multi-tasking version,
depending on the amount of memory
available. You need at least 2Mb for

the multitasking version, The multi-
tasking system was very easy to
install over the existing version.

The System and Fonts directories
needed updating, and being done
automatically by the Merge applica-
tion. And having allocated 10Mb from
my hard disc for a drive C. I decided
that I wanted to increase the amount
of space for the emulator, so at first I
started to create a drive D of 5Mb.

I then changed my mind, went
back one stage and decided to

increase drive C's capacity to 15Mb.
A warning message appeared about
current files being deleted. and unfor-
tunately I assumed this meant the
new drive D file.

I confirmed my action, and
promptly erased all the files that I had
already put on drive C — it had no
effect on Arc files.

This is no fault of the emulator, but
it is worth remembering that it you do
decide to alter the size of the hard
disk, low-level reformatting has to
take place and your files will be lost.

In some situations Dos will accept
the command SYS to transfer the
system files — necessary for booting
from the hard disk.

If it does not, then FDISK and nor-
mal formatting is needed, This is
explained in the manual, and within
10 minutes I had the new system
installed and booting correctly.

The new emulator looks and feels
completely different from its prede-
cessor. It only requires a double-dick
on the PC icon to load the emulator
on to the icon bar.

Before using the emulator you
need to set various options you can
specify how much memory the emu-
lator is to be allocated (normally
640k), what drives are available, and
the type of display adaptor required,

REVIEW

The PC world has many display
standards and the emulator is capa-
ble of working with four: CGA, EGA,
EGA+ and MDA which uses the least
memory. Owners of multi•sync moni-
tors can select ECD for enhanced
colour display. Note that the configu-
ration can only be altered when there
is no PC window open.

From the icon bar a single click
opens a window into the PC world.
The window acts just like any other
Also OS window and can be
rescaled. put to the back, scrolled
and closed.

Once the window is highlighted
you are switched into the Dos envi-
ronment and commands entered
from the keyboard react as you
would expect from a PC.

A u t i l i t y  program c a l l e d
AMOUSECOM is included that
causes the Arc mouse to behave like
a Microsoft Bus mouse, enabling PC
programs to take advantage of
mouse control.

This command is best placed in
the ALITOEXEC.BAT file so that it is
loaded automatically on boot-up.

Two other utility programs PUT-
FILE and GETFILE have been
included for file transfer between
Risc OS and Dos, but for most situa-

tions these commands have been
superseded by the MultiFS application
and have only been included for com-
patibility with previous emulator ver-
sions.

It is irritating that the backslash key
on the Archimedes is not positioned
on the left of the keyboard, as Dos
makes heavy use of it, particularly
when controlling directories, and
experienced PC users may have to
re-enter commands on a regular
basis.

There is an unfortunate trend in soft-
ware houses that programs have to
grow, for  example the original
WordStar and dBase each came on a
single discs. Now the latest version of
WordStar is supplied on 28 of them.

As one of the slowest aspects of
emulation i s  disc read/writes.
installing Dos programs on to the Arc
for testing takes a very long time. It is
important to read the relevant note
about full and heirarchical filenames
as this will affect the speed of the
copying process.

Any emulator claiming to be Dos
compatible must be capable of run-
ning the standard range of PC pack-
ages. Without doubt the grand-daddy
of all wordprocessors is WordStar.
now in its sixth version.

Installation was simply a question
of copying all the disks into a suitable
directory, and it loaded without fault.

It was deliberately installed for
monochrome, even though being run
on a colour monitor, to check that the
emulator coped with bright white,
which it did.

All the drop-down menus and
CTRL key commands worked cor-
rectly, and even the new page pre-
view — which switches the monitor into
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graphics mode and displays a true
representation of the document on
the screen — worked as expected.

The business world is rapidly mov-
ing over to WordPerfect 5.1 so this
was the next program to be tested.
Once again installation and operation
were faultless, and the mouse per-
formed correctly.

Page preview was a little slow, but
speeds were being compared to a
very fast 386 computer. If compared
more fairly with a 286 or 8086, the
speed of the emulator is  very
impressive.

WordPerfect is able to access Ell
and F12 on the extended AT key-
board, but the corresponding keys
on the Arc did not work, and the
duplicates of Aft+F3 and Alt•F4 had
to be used.

One of the best spreadsheets for
the PC is SuperCalc 5 and this again
behaved perfectly under the emula-
tor. There was no noticeable reduc-
tion in speed compared to a 286,
and all the colours were reproduced
faithfully.

SuperCalc has a comprehensive
graph drawing capability and while
these drew to the screen more
slowly the reproductions were faithful
and all options were available.

The emulator is capable of storing
the entire PC screen as either a
Sprite or as a text file. The text file
option means that characters can be
edited after they have been stored.
The Sprite files can be used with
Paint or Impression and all colours
were preserved.

Testing b o t h  opt ions w i t h
SuperCalc produced perfect results.

However the entire PC window is
stored, and it was not possible to
select only a portion of the screen to
save. Consequently graphics char-
acters were saved as strange text
characters and these needed to be
edited out.

Clearly a more severe test of the
emulator's compatibility was needed.
Enter Gem, one of the contenders to
win the graphics front-end battle in
the PC market.

Digital Research have jus t
launched version 2  o f  thei r
Presentation Team for visual dis-
plays. graphs, wordcharts and other
business graphics. Installation took
some time, but once loaded it all
worked — though much more slowly.

Clearly a lot of screen processing
was taking place between Gem and
the emulator and the result was a
program that would not really be a
practical proposition on the Arc.
However, i t  all worked and no
crashes were experienced.

In particular I was impressed with
the way the emulator controlled the
mouse. I t  acted like a normal
Microsoft mouse until you pressed
the Menu button, whereupon it
reverted to an Arc mouse so that the
PC window would be re-scaled, Arc
packages accessed and so on.

Another click on the Menu button
to select the option Connect mouse
and you were back with a Microsoft
mouse — very clever.

Surely the ultimate test of an emu-
lator must be a full-blown DTP pack-
age, namely Ventura version 2. Even
though the manual proclaimed that
this had been tested and found to be
working, it was difficult to believe.

The complete system w a s
installed, loaded — and it ran per-
fectly. Surprisingly it was faster than
the Presentation Team, even though
it, too, was being run in the Gem
environment. I noticed a slight prob-
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WordPerfect 5 1

lem printing to an Epson laser printer
in HP Laserjet emulation in that the
printed page had shifted slightly, but
this may well have been due to a
incorrect setting of the printing mar-
gins.

Here was an interesting scenario:
In reality an Arc printing to an Epson,
but for me it was a PC printing to an
HP Laserjet.

The PC window was reduced to
occupy half of the screen, and then
Impression 2 loaded into the other
half. Now by merely clicking on the
mouse I could swap between the
king of PC DTP and the king of Arc
DTP.

Even after swapping and editing
constantly between the two, the
emulator never got confused and I
could not force an error message_

Also supplied with the emulator is
the MultiFS application for swapping
files between Risc OS and DOS. It
cannot be run while the emulator is
active to avoid possible clashes by
two applications attempting to write
to the hard disc.

Double clicking on this application
will create new disc icons on the
menu bar and from then on, directory
maintenance is very similar to Risc
OS for copying. deleting and moving
files between the two formats. Dos
discs can be formatted, including the
system option to make the floppy
discs bootable.

This emulator is superb. I did not believe that any software could be written to
make Dos programs so accessible on the Arc. It must be galling to downgrade
some of the Arc's best features to cope with the idiosyncrasies of Dos, but it
has been achieved with tremendous success.

It would not go wrong, the speed of most programs was quite acceptable
and the ability to transfer data between the two systems made it a pleasure to
use.

This review was originally prepared in WordPerfect on a PC, and transferred
to WordPerfect on the Arc for editing. It was then saved as a generic file and
loaded into Impression to see how it looked with the illustrations.

Finally just for good measure. it was saved as a text file and transferred
back into WordPerfect for last-minute corrections.

It is now very difficult to justify owning a PC as well as an Arc, and this emu-
lator could well help the Arc to become accepted more widely in the business
world. 1

Coping with
virus mania

RECENTLY there has been a
lot of news about viruses on
the Archimedes. I have noticed
that many people are worried
about the subject, probably
because it can be quite confus-
ing

I think that people should
take heart from the fact that so
far only one virus has become
widespread and The Micro
User was able to put a pro-
gram to remedy i t  on its
monthly disc with such speed,

If, however, the Archimedes
community is to avoid the mass
virus hysteria in evidence on
the PC and Amiga machines,
people must be careful about

what information they publish.
For example, a catalogue
from one PD library contains
the advice that to avoid prob-
lems with viruses users
should 'regularly reset the
machine with the delete key
pressed'.

If they think that a virus can
hide in the battery-backed
ram. they shouldn't lecture the
public upon virus precautions.
I prefer to keep my machine's
configuration the way I like it.
Leaving your floppy discs with
the write-protect tab open is
probably the safest way of
guarding from viruses. -  A. H.
Bain, Oxford.
