Such discussions will contribute significantly to mutual understanding be- 
tween theoreticians and experimentalists and wilt stimulate both new reflections 
and further experiments. 

The editors will be pleased to receive contributions from as many experimental 
chemists as possible. In this connection they particularly welcome the agreement 
of Professor Gle~ter, Darmstadt, Professor Halevi, Haifa, Professor Neckel, Wien, 
and Professor R/Inby, Stockholm, to cooperate in the manner outlined above.
