     In this lesson you will learn how to identify needed resources.  There are 3

1.   From the training guidance, you will decide if you have got what you need--

     material on hand plus that provided by your commander, supply sergeant, etc.

2.   You will consider two types of resources.  One category includes general

     resources which are not always unique to training.  Some of these are used

     during the day-to-day operation of a unit.  For example, simple tools like

     screwdrivers and wrenches are part of your "everyday" resources.  Also,

     radios, batteries, and listening devices would normally be on hand.

3.   The second category includes training support materials which are training

     specific.  In this category would be training grenades, demolition equip-

     ment, dunnage, and vehicles such as the 5 ton ammunition wrecker/forklift.

4.   Needed resources can be identified in the Soldier's Manual.  Look at both

     the "Conditions" statement and the "References."  On the following page is

     the task "Prepare Mechanical Impact Wrench for Use."  Note the underlined

     resources.

5.   You can also find resources in the ARTEP.  Following the Soldier's

     Manual page is a page from ARTEP 9-520, for the mission "Perform EOD

     Operations for Bomb Threat/Improvised Explosive Ordnance Device."  The

     references are listed for the task "Respond to Bomb Threats."

                   PREPARE MECHANICAL IMPACT WRENCH FOR USE

CONDITION:     Do this task at your unit command post.  Your team

               leader will tell you the thread direction, the need

               for extender jaw assembly, and the particular jaws to

               be used.  TM 60A-2-2-9 is available.  You have an Army

               impact wrench kit.

STANDARD:      Within 20 minutes prepare the wrench as your team

               leader tells you.  Use all tools and equipment

               correctly.

PERFORMANCE    NOTE:  References are in TM 60A-2-2-9.

MEASURES:

               1.   Take the parts you need from the impact wrench kit

                    so you can prepare the wrench as your team leader

                    tells you.

               2.   Attach the operating spring to the wrench (para

                    2-3a).

               3.   Place wrench jaws in the jaw frame (para 2-2a).

               4.   Unwind all but 15 to 20 turns of the cotton cord

                    from the reel.

               5.   Remove the extender jaw assembly, ring remover

                    assembly or modified fuze removal adapter from the

                    impact wrench kit, if they were chosen by your

                    team leader (fig 1-1).

               6.   Tell your team leader when the wrench is ready for

                    use.

     the conditions statement for the task "Locate Buried Ordnance Using the Mine

     Detector Set AN/PSS-11".

     CONDITION:  Given a site where buried ordnance is suspected, over any

                 terrain within the operating capability of the mine detector,

                 TM 60A-1-1-22 and TM 5-6665-202-13 (at your command post),

                 a mine detecting set, and the help you need to mark the

                 lanes you search and the places where any ordnance items

                 are located.

     You can see that TM 60A-1-1-22 and TM 5-6665-202-13 are two additional

     references you can use.
