Answer and feedback.
  1.  What should be done?  The 1SG or some other NCO should use some common sense and ask the person with the dog to take it  away from the rest of the spectators.

  2.  What should be done?  Again an NCO or one of the ushers should move in and settle the boys down, separate them, find  their parents or ask them to leave.

  3.  What were the two songs the band played and what should the civilian spectators do?  "Ruffles and Flourishes" and "The General's March."  All spectators rise and the military personnel salute.
  4.  What are you supposed to do when the Color guard starts getting close?  Stand up.  Military personnel salute, drop the  salute when the Color guard is about six paces past you.

  5.  If SSG Rock's soldiers handled it right, how should they have handled the brigadier general's arrival?  SSG Rock should report to the general, ask him how he might be of assistance and send one of his soldiers to notify the chain of command. The rest of SSG Rock's squad should remain at their posts. 
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
