INTRODUCTION

A plan Is a method or scheme proposed to carry out a decision or project.  Although plans are based on specific conditions, they are not fixed, but change based on those conditions.

Plan Characteristics.

The essential element of a plan offers a definite course of action, and a method for execution.  A good plan, written or oral--

· Provides for mission accomplishment, which is the objective of all planning.

· Is based on facts and valid assumptions.  All pertinent data considered for accuracy and assumptions have been reduced to a minimum.

· Provides for use of existing resources.  These include resources organic to the organization, and those available from higher headquarters.

· Provides for necessary organization.  It clearly establishes relationships and fixes responsibilities.
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· Provides for continuity, that is, the organization, personnel, materiel, and arrangements for the full period of the contemplated operation.

· Provides for decentralization.  It delegates authority to the maximum extent, consistent with necessary control.

· Provides for direct contact, permitting coordination during execution between coequals and counterparts at all levels.

· Is simple.  It reduces all essential elements to their simplest form and eliminates those elements not essential to successful action.  A good plan also eliminates all possibilities for misunderstanding.

· Is flexible.  It leaves room for adjustments because of operating conditions and, where necessary, stipulates alternate courses of action.

· Provides for control.  Adequate means exist, or have been provided, to carry out the plan in accordance with the commanders intent. 

· Is coordinated.  All elements fit together, control measures are complete and understandable, and mutual support requirements are identified and provided for.

Plan Outline.

The outline is a preliminary plan diagramming main features or principles of a course of action before initiation of detailed planning.  Commanders or staffs frequently use the outline plan to--

· Test the feasibility of an operation.

· Provide information to higher headquarters.

· Seek approval and allocation of means when necessary.

· Obtain opinions and recommendations of subordinate commanders.

· Assist a commander in arriving at a decision.

· Initiate and facilitate planning at lower levels.  The word “outline” is used to indicate the degree of completeness rather than the command level to which it applies.  Although higher levels generally prepare outline plans.  these plans may be useful to any commander.

Plan Application.

For different situations, a variety of modifiers are placed before the word “plan.” Some modifiers are “strategic,” “campaign,” “operation,” “administrative,” “supporting,” and “alternate.”  These modifiers do not differentiate various types of plans, but merely signify the many purposes for which plans are generated.  Regardless of the modifier applied, all plans are the expression of the planning process

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necessary in preparing for future action.  A plan develops a course of action to accomplish a specific mission.  Different types of plans are included below--

Strategic.  This plan provides for overall conduct of a war.

Campaign.  This plan provides for a series of related military operations to accomplish a common objective, normally within a given time and space.  With increasing ranges of weapons and wide dispersion of units in modem war, join commands often make use of the campaign plan.

Operation.  This is a plan for military operation (normally a part of a military campaign).  It covers a single operation or a series of connected operations to be carried out simultaneously or in succession.  It implements operations derived from the campaign plan.  When the time and/or the conditions under which the plan is to be placed in effect occur, the plan becomes an operations order (OPORD).  The format is readily adaptable to produce various types of annexes to combat plans or orders.

Administrative/Logistic.  This plan applies to combat service support operations.  It is based on the command's operational requirements as determined by appropriate estimates.  When put into effect, it is the administrative/logistics order.

Other.  The following are examples of other plans--

· A supporting plan complements another.

· An alternate plan provides for mission accomplishment in a different manner.

· A contingency plan provides for major circumstances that can be reasonably anticipated in the principal geographical subareas of the command.

· A destruction plan provides methods and means by which certain vital equipment is destroyed to prevent enemy use.

How to Start Your Plan.

Within each technical manual for a particular equipment item is a section titled “Demolition of Materiel to Prevent Enemy Use and Decontamination of Materiel,” or you might find the section titled, “Destruction of _____,
______" referring to the particular item(s) to be destroyed.

In either case, you will find this is the best place to start your destruction plan.  The instructions found in the “destruction” section will do the job for you.  All you have to do is put the information in a plan format.  The destruction plan will become an annex to your company's “Field Standing Operating Procedures (SOP).”

PREPARE AN EQUIPMENT DESTRUCTION PLAN TO PREVENT ENEMY USE

INTRODUCTION

There are situations that require the soldier to consider immediate material/equipment destruction and/or demolition to prevent capture, examination, and enemy use.  The primary concern is to prevent equipment from become an enemy asset.

FORMAT

The following Items should be used in laying out the destruction plan.  The actual plan may vary from information shown below, because of your unit's SOP requirements.  However, all the main items should be included in the plan--
Purpose.

A destruction plan provides methods for destroying the AN/PPS-5 (SERIES) radar set to prevent enemy use.

Authority for Destruction.
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Destruction of the equipment will be accomplished only upon order of the commander, or during combat if the commander cannot be contacted the team leader or ranking individual will make the decision.

Destruction Priorities.

Time required for complete destruction may not always be available, therefore priority by which the AN/PPS-5 (SERIES) radar set should be destroyed is as follows--
· Receiver-transmitter (R/T).
· Antenna reflectors.

· Freedom.

· Control indicator (C-I).
· Telescope.

· Remote cable.

· Technical manual.

· Battery boxes.

· Tripod and column.

· Headphones.

· Transport case.

Assigned items.

To destroy the AN/PPS-5 (SERIES) radar set In a minimum amount of time, the following equipment items have been assigned to Individual crewmembers, however, remember circumstances may cause this plan to be modified.
Team Leader.

· R/T.

· Antenna reflectors.

· Feedhorn.

· Telescope.

· C-I.
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Senior operator

· Remote cable.

· Battery boxes.

Operator.

· Technical manual.

· Tripod and column.

· Headphones.

· Transport case.

Destruction Methods.

Use any of these five destruction methods: smash, cut, bum, explode, and dispose.  The available time and tactical situation will determine methods to be used.  It is better to completely destroy one or two equipment parts than to partially destroy all parts.

Remember, when you destroy many like items of equipment it is important to destroy the same essential parts because the enemy could possibly construct a complete unit from several damaged units.

Smash.  Remove covers and open all protective doors and use a sledge, axe, hammer, crowbar, or any heavy object to smash the--
· Feedhorn.

· Magnetron, inside circuit assemblies, outside controls and indicators, and feedhorn coupling on the front of R/T.

· Antenna reflectors.

· Scopes, circuit modules.

· C-I controls.

· Battery cells and box.

· Headphones, telescope, tripod and column, antenna drive unit, and battery and remote cable connectors.

Cut.  Use an axe, machete, bayonet, or knife to cut the--
· R/T wiring.
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· C-I wiring.

· Battery cable, remote cable, and headphone cords.

Burn.  Use gasoline, oil, flamethrowers, or incendiary grenades to bum th-

· Technical manual.

· R/T and C-l.

· Cables.

Explode.  Use explosives when time does not permit destruction by any other mars. Incendiary grenades are very effective.  Explode an incendiary grenade in the R/T and C-I. 
Dispose.  Scatter destroyed parts, or throw them into waterways.

WARNING 1.  Cathode ray tubes implode violently and may shower splinters of glass.  Stand to one side of the C-I being destroyed, protect eyes, and smash A- and B-scope cathode ray tubes first.

WARNING 2.  Electrolyte Hazard: Battery BB-622/U, in Battery Box CY-3871/PPS-5, contains an alkaline electrolyte.  The battery is leak- and spillproof, but if its case is punctured or otherwise damaged, any electrolyte that leaks out or splatters can bum the skin, damage clothing, and other equipment.

WARNING 3.  Be cautious in the use of explosives and incendiary devices.  They should be used only under conditions of extreme urgency.

All ground surveillance systems operators must be thoroughly familiar with destruction plan contents and their Individual responsibilities.

The destruction plan outlined above does not necessarily have to apply specifically to electronic equipment items.  The same format and principles can be applied to any equipment item.  This should be remembered when preparing destruction plans for other equipment.
