Given orders, a combat load IAW SOP, other team members, guide signs, obstacles, a flashlight with cone and/or filtered lens, and reflectorized gear.

STANDARDS

You must do all the necessary steps to correctly operate a roadblock and a checkpoint IAW the particular situation and your orders.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  To evaluate this task, develop a training exercise using the three-member team concept.  Two skill level 1 soldiers can be evaluated at a time.  Allow both soldiers to work at each skill level 1 position.  Provide all required materials, personnel, and equipment listed in the conditions statement.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the soldiers that they will install and remove equipment for each position.  Also tell them that a roadblock may be operated separately or with a checkpoint.  Whatever the case, the team leader or squad leader will select the location and direct the team members in establishing and operating both the roadblock and the checkpoint.

Setup:  Because you will need a dismount point to evaluate this task, it is best to do it during a training exercise.  Have another soldier play the role of the skill level 2 team leader. Give each soldier the opportunity to work at each position (one operating the M60 and the other directing traffic) so that you can evaluate each on all performance measures.  You will also need extra personnel, fully equipped, to provide traffic at the dismount point.  Provide all materials and equipment listed in the conditions statement.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the soldiers that they will be expected to install and remove the equipment for each position and that they should take the necessary steps to control traffic.  Brief the role players on the actions they are to take.

CONTROL TRAFFIC AT A DEFILE AND HOLDING AREA

191-376-4109
CONDITIONS

Given a situation that requires a defile operation, orders, individual and crew-served weapons, ammunition, route signing materials and equipment, flashlight with filtered lens, TA‑312 telephone or radio, and flags or other signaling devices.

STANDARDS

You must do all the necessary steps to ensure the traffic moves through the defile smoothly and quickly.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  Provide an area for a defile, vehicles with drivers to simulate traffic moving through a defile, and all materials and equipment necessary to operate the defile.  The circumstances which necessitate the defile, and the size of the defile operation will dictate the number of personnel required and the type of signals to be used.  Use a three-member team so that you can evaluate the two skill level 1 soldiers at a time.  Have both soldiers work at each position so that you can evaluate each soldier on all the performance measures.  Have another soldier play the role of the skill level 2 team leader.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the soldiers they must take the necessary steps to correctly control the traffic at each assigned position.  Tell them they must also install and remove equipment for each position.  Tell the role-player the actions he is to take.

cq. Flag – A flag is taken from one end of the defile to the other, by the last vehicle of the convoy.

CONDITIONS

Given a HMMWV with mounted radio, individual and crew-served weapons, ammunition, helmet, load-bearing equipment, protective mask, portable PRC‑77 radio, and first-aid equipment.  When escorting personnel, you must provide them with protective equipment to include a flak vest, helmet, protective clothing, and a protective mask.

cr. Use methods of escort as directed by the team or squad leader.

NOTE:  When possible, three teams will be used to provide security.  You will be briefed on which team you will be a member of and on the role you will fill within the team.

(b) Watch for conditions that may affect the convoy's security.

(a) Provide security for the convoy's rear elements.

(b) Keep close watch on the roadway and nearby terrain.

(c) Provide fire support in the event of ambush or sniper attack.

(d) Maintain the rate of march.

(4) Leap Frog--



The trail vehicle will move ahead of the convoy, set up a TCP, and direct the convoy through.  After the convoy has passed, repeat the process as often as necessary.

(5) Empty Truck--

(a) Drop off TCP personnel at designated locations.

(b) Move as the last vehicle in the convoy.

(c) Pick up TCP personnel after the convoy has passed the TCP.

(6) Perimeter--



Use four security vehicles--one on each side, one in the front, and one in the rear.

NOTE:  Perimeter security is the least preferred method because it is slow on rough terrain, and it is dangerous because of mines and booby traps.

cs. Provide security at point-of-origin.

(1) Observe loading procedures to detect theft, sabotage, or pilferage by being alert for suspicious activities such as persons carrying an unidentified package close to or away from the convoy.

(2) Match cargo manifest against materials at hand.

(3) Check locks and seals.

(4) Report damaged containers.

ct. Provide security from mines and booby traps.

(1) Track the vehicle in front.

(2) Do not drive on the shoulder of the road.

(3) Do not run over foreign objects (brush, grass).

(4) Avoid fresh dirt in the road.

(5) Observe activities of the local nationals.

(6) Have the engineers, if available, sweep the roadway.

(7) Have armored or heavy vehicles lead the convoy to clear small mines.

(8) Notify the MP leader (usually the squad leader) if mines or booby traps are spotted.

NOTE:  If the convoy cannot bypass the danger area, notify the security NCOIC who will obtain assistance to neutralize the obstacle.

cu. Provide security for convoy from artillery fire.

(1) Ensure vehicles do not stop.

(2) Move out of the area as quickly as possible.

cv. Provide security for convoy from air attack.

(1) Alert team or squad leader as soon as enemy aircraft is detected.

(2) Disperse vehicles, leave roadway, and seek cover.

(3) All troops who are not staffing vehicle-mounted weapons dismount and seek cover away from the vehicle.

(4) Engage enemy aircraft.

cw. Provide security from sniper attack.

(1) Keep the convoy moving.  Pass as quickly as possible through the area without stopping.

(2) Mark the sniper by giving the prescribed signal (usually a red smoke grenade thrown in the direction of the fire).

(3) Notify the convoy commander by radio.

(4) Attempt to locate and destroy the sniper using long-range fire if in a free-fire zone.

(5) Direct fire only at a specialized target.

(6) Do not fire in a no-fire zone.

NOTE:  A no-fire zone exists when there are friendly troops around.

cx. Provide security for convoy from ambush when the road is not blocked.

(1) Vehicles past the kill zone.

(a) Proceed a moderate distance to allow vehicles in the kill zone space to get out.

(b) Pull vehicles off the roadway to the opposite side of the road.

(c) Dismount vehicles.

(d) Seek cover.

(e) Return fire into the ambush.

(f) When ordered by the team or squad leader, attack the flanks of the ambush using fire and maneuver.

(2) Vehicles in the kill zone.

(a) Attempt to move out of the kill zone.

(b) All non-driving personnel will return fire into the ambush.

(c) Abandon disabled vehicles.

(d) The vehicle behind a disabled vehicle will attempt to push the disabled vehicle out of the way.

(e) Remaining vehicles will pick up occupants of disabled vehicles.

(f) Get out of the kill zone and repeat step 1.g. (1) (a) through (f).

(3) Vehicles that have not entered the kill zone.

(a) Do not enter the kill zone.

(b) Repeat step 1.g. (1) (b) through (f).

cy. Provide security for convoy from ambush when the road is blocked.

(1) Vehicles past the kill zone.  Repeat step 1.g. (1) (a) through (f).

(2) Vehicles in the kill zone.

(a) All personnel must dismount vehicles.

(b) Seek cover.  Pay attention to ditches and road shoulders.  Look for mines and booby traps.

(c) Lay down heavy fire on ambush.

(d) Be ready to attack (charge) the ambush on order.

(3) Vehicles that have not entered the kill zone.

(a) Do not enter the kill zone.

(b) Dismount and set up security around the vehicles.

(c) Repeat step 1.g. (1) (b) through (f).

NOTE:  When ambushed, you may be ordered to call for artillery fire, gunship support, or reaction force.  You may also be directed to perform recovery operations after the attack has taken place.

cz. Provide security at destination.

(1) Make sure the cargo is not damaged.

(2) Check all locks and seals.

(3) Prevent pilferage and/or sabotage during unloading.

da. Provide information to the team or squad leader for the after-action report.

(1) Identify things that went well.

(2) List all difficulties encountered.

(3) Recommend ways security can be improved.

34. Provide security when movement is by water.
db. Repeat step 1.b. (1) through (4).

dc. Conduct an inspection when you relieve guards from duty.

dd. Maintain an inspection log, noting the results of each inspection.

NOTE:  You will normally report to the ship master and coordinate the inspection with the ships OIC.  You and the ship master will make the inspection together.

de. If there is damage to the cargo or if other irregularities are noted, notify the master of the vessel immediately and make a written report.

df. Repeat step 1.i.

dg. Repeat step 1.j.

35. Provide security when movement is by air.
dh. Do not board aircraft until the cargo area is secured.

di. Perform step 1.b. (1) through (4).

dj. You should be the first person to leave the aircraft, and you must observe the opening of the cargo area.

dk. Perform step 1.i.

dl. Perform step 1.j.

36. Provide security when movement is by rail.
dm. Perform step 1.b. (1) through (4).

dn. Keep a record, by car number, of all rail cars that you have responsibility for guarding.

do. Immediately report--

· Irregularities in procedures.

· The presence and actions of any unauthorized persons while in transit.

· Deficiencies and/or incidents that occur.

dp. Watch for persons trying to board or damage the train when it is traveling at slow speeds.

dq. When the train stops, dismount and verify that all seals, locks, and wires are intact.  If any seals, locks, or wires are discovered broken or tampered with, immediately notify the NCOIC of the security detail.

dr. Check for possible damage to the cars to include overheating journal boxes.

ds. Perform step 1.i.

dt. Perform step 1.j.

37. Provide security for designated personnel.

du. Provide security at pickup point.

(1) Arrive prior to the principal.

(2) Set up a hasty circular defensive position with good fields of fire.

(3) Conceal your position.

(4) Check the area for enemy activity, mines, booby traps, contamination, and anything else that would affect security.

dv. Prior to transporting the principal, you should--

(1) Provide the principal with protective equipment that may be needed such as a flak vest, a helmet, and protective clothing.

(2) Fit the principal with a protective mask.

(3) Make sure the principal knows how to use the protective equipment and clothing.

(4) Suggest the principal remove or disguise any distinguishing features, clothing, or equipment.

(5) Place the principal in the vehicle in a position that provides the most security.

(6) If a number of vehicles are used, and if you can provide enough overwatch security, vary the vehicle's position in the movement IAW your team or squad leader's instructions.

dw. Provide security during movement.

(1) When movement is by aircraft, MP ride with person(s) being escorted.

(2) When movement is by wheeled vehicle, MP ride in lead and trail vehicles and in the scout vehicle, if one is used.

(3) If attacked by hostile fire, repeat step 1.c. through h.

dx. Provide security at destination.

(1) Perform step 5.a. (2) through (4).

(2) When transportation of the principal is by aircraft, you will deplane before the principal deplanes.

(3) Perform step 1.j.

38. Based on the situation, you must move or control the crowd and/or defend yourself against an individual from the crowd who attacks you.

62. Defend yourself against a front choke (Figures 3-252, 3-253, 3-254, and 3-255, page 3-248).

hi. Make a fist of your strong hand and simultaneously raise your fist until the arm is vertical and the bicep is as close to your ear as possible.

hj. Place your strong foot in front of the offender's opposite foot and rotate your upper body into the offender's wrist so that you are almost sideways to the offender.

hk. Bring your strong arm down and across both of the offender’s arms.

hl. Bring your strong fist back toward your weak shoulder and immediately snap your arm towards the offender to strike with--

(1) An elbow to the hinge of the jaw, or

(2) A knuckle to the temple.

hm. Recover your strong arm by bringing it back to your weak shoulder.

2. Defend yourself against a rear choke (Figures 3-256, 3-257, 3-258, and 3-259, page 3-249).

a. Make a fist of your strong hand and raise your fist so that your arm is vertical and the bicep is as close as possible to your ear.

b. Pivot on the ball of your weak foot and place your strong foot in front of the offender's opposite foot and rotate your upper body into the offender's wrists.

c. Swing your strong arm back and down in a windmill motion, encircling the offender's arms.

d. Quickly wrap your strong arm around the offender's arms at, or just below, the elbow and use your weak hand to--

(1) Punch the offender in the groin.

(2) Punch the offender in the solar plexus.

(3) Strike with the edge of the hand to the kidney.

d. Pivot on the balls of both feet until you are facing the same direction as the offender and bend the offender's arm behind his back.  Drive your weak hand up the offender's back until his wrist is in the bend of your arm.

e. With your weak hand, grasp the offender's arm above the elbow.  Then, put the palm of your strong hand on the back of the offender's neck and turn his head away from you.

f. Put your weight against your weak arm and the offender's hammerlocked arm and press on the offender's neck with your strong hand while stepping forward with your strong foot.

g. Drop your weak knee forward while keeping your strong knee up and force the offender to the ground without losing your hammerlock.

4. Apply the gooseneck come-along (Figures 3-264, 3-265, 3-266, and 3-267, page 3-252).

a. Reach across your body with your strong hand and use an inverted grip to grasp the offender's elbow.  Your thumb should be in the bend of the offender's arm with your fingers on the outside.

b. Pull the offender's elbow into your strong side.

c. With the palm of your weak hand down, put your hand between the offender's body and trapped arm and grasp his hand with your fingers on the back of the hand and your thumb in the bend of the wrist.

d. Raise the offender's hand so his forearm is vertical while keeping the offender's elbow trapped between your weak arm and your body.

e. Use your strong hand to reinforce your weak hand.  (Your fingers should be no lower than the offender's knuckles.)

(1) Extend your right arm parallel with the ground, palm down, fingers extended and slap the ground the same time as you do with your left foot.

(2) Hit the ground just behind the right knee, with the sole of your left foot at the same time as you do with your right arm.

b. Bend your right leg slightly.

c. Tuck your chin and tense your neck to keep your head from striking the ground.

d. Hold your left arm across your face with the palm facing out.

e. Make sure your left shoulder and spine do not hit the ground.

6. Fall in a "left-side" fall position when thrown over an offender's right side.  (Repeat steps 5 a‑e but substitute left for right.)  (Figure 3-269.)

7. Fall in a "rear" fall position when falling backward or when thrown backward over the offender's head (Figure 3-270).

b. Tighten your stomach muscles to keep buttocks from hitting the ground first.

c. Tuck your chin and tense your neck to keep your head from striking the ground.

d. To absorb the impact of your fall, simultaneously slap the ground with the soles of your feet and the palms of your hands.

8. Use forward roll if pushed or shoved from the rear.

a. Move with the force of the push by stepping forward with either foot.

b. Curl your body into a ball by tucking your chin and tensing your neck and execute either a forward roll or a shoulder roll.

(1) Forward roll.  Drop your body by bending your knees and placing the palms of your hands on the ground.  Roll forward and allow your shoulders to hit the ground evenly.  To complete the roll, use your hands to push yourself into a standing position.

(2) Shoulder roll.  Drop your body by bending your knees and bringing the arm of the shoulder on which you intend to roll, across your chest.  With your chin tucked, roll forward over your shoulder.  To complete your roll, use your hands to push yourself up into a standing position.

c. Turn and face your opponent with your hands in a defensive position between your waist and neck.  Your feet should be shoulder width apart with your strong foot to the rear.

Given an offender and a situation that cannot be resolved without the use of force, an MP club, a weapon, M36 chemical aerosol irritant projector (if available), military working dogs (if available), and orders.

STANDARDS

IAW orders, subdue offender with minimum force.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  Create scenarios depicting various situations requiring the different levels of force.  Have other soldiers play the part of offenders.  Provide the equipment necessary to use the different levels of force.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the soldier being evaluated to select, in each situation, the appropriate level of force.  Tell the soldier to then employ that force to subdue the offender.

(1) Threatened theft, damage, or espionage aimed at property or information as vital to national security.


(2) Actual theft, damage, or espionage aimed at property or information which, though not vital, is designated as substantially important to national security.


(3) Escape of an individual whose unauthorized presence near property or information vital to national security is reasonable threat of theft, sabotage, or espionage.


f. To prevent sabotage or theft of property (such as operable weapons or ammunition) which, in the hands of an unauthorized person, presents a substantial potential threat of death or serious bodily harm to others.


g. To prevent serious offenses against persons involving death, threatened death, or serious bodily harm (such as murder, armed robbery, aggravated assault, or rape).


h. To apprehend or to prevent the escape of a suspect when probably cause exists to believe the suspect has committed one of the offenses specified in b and d above.


i. To prevent the escape of a dangerous prisoner when deadly force reasonably appears to be necessary and when specifically authorized by competent authority governed by regulation AR 190-14.


j. When directed by the lawful order of a superior who is governed by regulation AR 190-14.

· String.

· Broom handle.

· Step ladder.

· First aid supplies.

· Water hoses and/or fire extinguishers.

· File cabinets.

· Desks with locks and keys.

· Flammable items.

STANDARDS

Do all the necessary steps to--

63. Obtain all required information from the caller.

64. Notify all designated personnel and/or agencies.

65. Quickly and safely evacuate the facility while maintaining accountability of all internees and facility personnel.

66. Thoroughly and accurately conduct a search of the area (when directed to do so by your supervisor).

67. Correctly react to a bomb and/or bomb detonation.

68. Observe all safety precautions.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Training Information Outline

NOTE:  The sequencing of the steps in this task may vary IAW a facility's local policy.

69. Respond to a bomb threat.  A bomb threat may be received in a number of ways within the facility.  It may be in the form of a suspicious package, a telephone call, a written message, delivered through the mail or by messenger, or from information given by internees.

k. If the threat is by telephone--

(1) Remain calm.

(2) Notify supervisor with a prearranged signal.

(3) Note date and time of the call.

(4) Be courteous and do not interrupt caller.

(5) Keep caller on the line as long as possible so that someone else can trace the call.

(6) Record, in writing or with a recorder, the exact words of the caller.   Note any accent or peculiarity of speech and listen for background noises. 

(7) Obtain all available information about the caller.  Attempt to determine the caller's sex, approximate age, mental attitude, and the reasons for placing the bomb.

(8) Get information about the bomb.  Find out where it is located, the type of device and a description, how many there are, and the expected time of detonation. 

(9) Inform the caller that the building is occupied.

(10) Do NOT use radio transmissions to communicate.

(11) Do NOT discuss the incident with anyone other than those who have a need to know.  The SOP will determine who you should talk with about the situation. 

NOTE:  The Public Affairs Officer is the only person authorized to release information to the public.

(12) Remain in the area in case investigators need to talk with you.

l. If you see a suspicious package or object somewhere inside or outside the facility or if you notice a suspicious package or letter coming in through the mail or by messenger, isolate the item but do not touch it.  Then follow the SOP.


DANGER

Do not touch suspicious packages or objects.

70. Notify all persons and agencies on the notification list IAW SOP.  The list will include--

· Supervisor.

· Facility commander and/or installation commander.

· EOC/EOD personnel.

· Military police.

· Fire department.

· Hospital and ambulance.

· Maintenance personnel.

· CID personnel.

· Bomb Scene Officer.

NOTE:  A bomb scene officer will coordinate and control all activities related to the bomb.  He may be identified in the SOP or be appointed by the installation commander.

71. Evacuate the facility IAW SOP and the bomb evacuation plan.

m. Unlock drawers and cabinets so they can be searched.

n. Gather personal items such as your briefcase, radio, and lunch bag.

o. Move internees and I/R personnel at least 300 feet from the facility or IAW SOP.  Alternate assembly areas each time you evacuate the internees.

p. Account for internees and I/R personnel at the assembly area.

q. Ensure internees and I/R personnel stay out of the "line of sight" of the bomb and away from glass windows.  Direct them to lie down (or take cover) with their faces away from the facility.


DANGER

Do not use radio transmissions until the area has been cleared.

NOTE:  The supervisor will determine if the search is to be a "supervisor's" search or a "search team" search.  A supervisor's search consists of someone accompanying the supervisor through the work area using the quick-paced method.  A search team search involves teams of two I/R specialists who are familiar with the area.

72. When you are directed to search for a bomb, look for objects alien to the surroundings, hidden objects, and objects with unusual appearance.

NOTE:  Deciding which area to search first depends on the information available.  However, you must search both the inside and outside of the facility. 

r. Search 25 to 50 feet out from the building.

s. Search all vehicles in the area.

WARNING

Use extreme caution when search- ing vehicles.

t. After the ground level is searched, search from the base of the building to the top.  Include window ledges, air-conditioning units, signs, building ornamentation, fire escapes, gutters, drain pipes, and garbage cans.  

u. Search common areas inside, beginning at the lowest level and working up to the highest level.  Include--

· Building utilities.

· Hallways.

· Administrative areas.

· Dining areas.

· Shipping and loading areas.

· Supply rooms.

· Latrines.

· Lobbies.

· Stairwells.

· Closets and storage areas.

v. Remove all flammable items such as paint cans, aerosol cans, and liquids.

w. As each area is searched, mark it off with plastic ribbon, crepe paper, or chalk.

x. Search the remainder of the rooms.


DANGER

Do not use light switches.

(1) Move into a room and listen for ticking or humming sounds.

(2) Mentally divide the room into equal search areas according to the number of objects to be searched; not the size of the room.

(3) Search from floor level to waist area.

(4) Search from waist level to chin level.

(5) Search from chin level to ceiling level.

(6) Search false ceilings, ducts, and light fixtures.

73. If you encounter a bomb--

y. Report the location of the bomb using either a telephone or a messenger.  


DANGER

Do not touch the bomb!

Do not use radio transmitters!

z. Secure the area.

aa. Have engineers turn off gas and electricity.  

ab. Remove items that can cause secondary explosions.

ac. Open windows and doors.  With a string, mark the route from the bomb to the nearest exit or safe area.

ad. If necessary, escort EOD personnel to the location of the bomb.

74. If a bomb detonates--

ae. Give first aid to injured persons.

af. Evacuate the injured.

ag. Move flammable items away from the fire.

ah. Help control fires.

ai. If necessary, remove administrative files.

aj. Secure the area.  (Assume other unexploded devices may be present.)


CAUTION

Do not touch debris.
NOTE:  The bomb scene officer will determine if and when normal operations will resume.

Setup:  This task may be evaluated with either a written test or with the use of scenarios and simulated bombs, bomb threats, and/or bomb detonations.

75. When executing a crowd control formation from the column --

ak. On the command, "COUNT OFF," follow the squad leader or the assistant squad leader by counting off in sequence of your position.

NOTE:  The squad leader may designate a specific interval when he gives the preparatory command.  (The interval used will be based on the specific situation.)  If an interval is not specified, the squad will automatically form using a one-pace interval.

al. On the command, "MOVE," the base member will double-time to the position indicated by the squad leader.  (The number two man will always be the base man.)

NOTE:  When moving from a column formation to any crowd control formation, all members will move in double-time in the port position.

Setup:  Create scenarios depicting several situations that might occur in I/R operations that will require the use of force.  Have several soldiers play the part of the offenders.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the guards they must select and use the appropriate level of force for the given situation.


CAUTION

Always use the minimum level of force necessary to enable you to maintain control of the prisoners.

82. Use VERBAL PERSUASION.  Use verbal persuasion together with IPC skills to direct disorderly prisoners/detainees to cooperate with the staff and to follow orders issued.  Use this level of force--

bb. At the onset of verbal altercations between prisoners/detainees or between prisoners/detainees and staff members.

bc. To order disorderly prisoners/ detainees to return to their cells/ areas or to order an unruly prisoner into special housing, to surrender property, or prepare to be placed in restraints.

bd. To show groups of prisoners/ detainees that authority prevails and order will be restored, and that means are available to restore it by vigorous application of force, if necessary.

83. Apply SHOW OF FORCE.  Use  a "show of force" when needed to show disorderly prisoners/detainees that the security personnel can stop a disturbance.  This consists of assembling enough personnel and equipment at the scene to show the prisoners/detainees that the capability exists to regain control of the situation.

be. Draw special equipment as directed by the supervisor.

bf. Report to the location as directed by the supervisor.

bg. Assume the position as directed by the supervisor.

bh. Remain silent.

bi. Do not engage disorderly prisoners/detainees unless directed to do so.

bj. Await further orders from the supervisor.

84. Apply CHEMICAL AEROSOL IRRITANT PROJECTORS as directed by the supervisor.  Use irritants if a prisoner/detainee--

bk. Is unruly and is known to have a weapon in his possession.

bl. Has barricaded himself inside his cell/area.

bm. Has smeared a slippery substance on his body or on the floor and walls of the cell/immediate location.

bn. Cannot be approached without risk of serious physical injury to the prisoner/detainee, or others, or if the approach could result in a major disturbance or serious property damage.

NOTE 1:  The installation/COMMZ commander or his designated representative(s) must authorize the use of CS and OC spray.  The authorization must be in writing and on file at the facility.

NOTE 2:  All chemical aerosol irritant projectors must be approved by local and host nations.


DANGER

Unless the commander determines that circumstances require immediate use of OC spray, have medical doctor review the prisoner’s/detainee’s medical file to determine if the prisoner has medical conditions such as asthma, emphysema, bronchitis, tuberculosis, and so forth that could seriously be affected by the OC spray.

85. Use PHYSICAL FORCE (other than weapons fire).  Use physical force only when necessary and reasonable to control the situation.  Physical force is authorized by the facility commander and may be used in instances when needed to return disorderly prisoners/detainees back to their cells/areas or to remove the ringleader.

bo. Physical force may be used against a prisoner/detainee--

(1) In self-defense.

(2) To prevent an escape.

(3) To prevent injury to persons or damage to property.

(4) To quell a disturbance.

(5) To move the unruly prisoner/detainee.

(6) To ensure hygiene requirements such as baths, haircuts, and shaves.


CAUTION

Do not use physical force unless, it is authorized by the facility commander.


CAUTION

Ensure there is sufficient number of personnel to overcome the individual’s resistance.

bp. Use riot batons IAW local SOP.

bq. Use high-pressure water IAW SOP.


CAUTION

Never spray water directly at the prisoner’s head.

(1) Use primarily to disperse a group of disorderly prisoners.

(2) Spray the water over the prisoner's head or at the prisoner's lower body (legs and feet).

(3) In cold weather, spray the water over the prisoners' heads allowing a spray of mist to fall on the prisoners.

86. Present DEADLY FORCE CAPABILITY.  Use the presentation of deadly force capability to show disorderly prisoners/detainees that the security personnel can and will stop the disturbance.  This consists of assembling enough personnel and weapons at the scene to show the prisoners/detainees that the capability to stop the disturbance exists.  The presentation may include drawing a weapon and pointing it at the prisoner/detainee who is attempting to escape while ordering him to halt.


WARNING

Always follow the appropriate plans, orders, SOPS, and instructions authorized by the installation/COMMZ Commander.

87. Use DEADLY FORCE.

NOTE:  Internment/Resettlement facility commanders and installation/COMMZ commanders who have confinement facilities under their command will take the necessary action to authorize specifically designated representative(s) to direct the use of firearms in the event of a riot or other disturbance.  They will publish the authorizations in the appropriate plans, orders, SOPs, and instructions.  The commander will also specify the types of weapons to be used.


DANGER

Do not use deadly force unless you are ordered to do so by the installation/COMMZ commander or facility commander or his designated representative.  Only fire to disable; never shoot to kill.

br. Fire by selected marksman.  Draw individual weapon as directed by your supervisor and operate it IAW instructions.  Fire only at prisoners who are specifically identified by your supervisor.

bs. Use full firepower.  Draw individual weapon as directed by your supervisor and operate it IAW instructions.

cl. Prepare an Observation/ Disciplinary Report as soon after the incident as possible while the facts are still fresh in your mind and turn the report in to your supervisor.


113. Take the following actions if there is a group or mass riot or other major disorder  (This also applies if a minor disorder escalates beyond control):

cs. Conduct a head count as soon as the disturbance is quelled.  If there is a discrepancy in the count, conduct a roll call and notify your supervisor of the results.


ct. Prepare an Observation/ Disciplinary Report and give it to the supervisor.

dc. If you are escorting more than one internee, you do not have any assisting guards, and an internee attempts an escape--


(1) Order the internee to “HALT.”


(2) If internee does not obey, repeat the order but do not leave the other internees.


(3) If necessary, call for help from bystanders.  Ask them to notify the facility and the military police.


(4) Note the direction the escapee takes, the time of the escape, the internee’s name and description, and report it as soon as possible.


(5) Immediately escort the remaining internees back to the facility.


dd. If you are the senior guard, you have additional I/R specialists assisting you, and you are escorting more than one internee, identify (before you depart the facility) who will chase an escapee.  (The senior guard should always remain with the internees.)


(1) If there is an escape attempt, ensure--


(a) The escaping internee is pursued.


(b) The remaining internees are secured.  Ensure they are directed to lie down facing the ground.


(2) Call the facility as soon as possible and report the attempted or successful escape.  If the internee escaped, describe the internee, give his name, time of escape, and his direction of travel.


(3) Return the remaining internees in your custody to the facility.


de. Prepare a Disciplinary Report and turn it in to your supervisor.


117. When escorting an internee outside the facility who attempts to escape, there are no additional guards, the escaping internee does not obey your orders to “HALT,” and there is no other way to stop him, shoot to wound; not to kill.  (See step 3.b. (1) and (2).

WARNING

Do not shoot if it will endanger anyone else.

Do not shoot unless the internee refuses to stop.

NOTE:  You will have a weapon only when you are directed to carry it while escorting internees outside the correctional/confinement facility.  Weapons are normally carried when internees are considered potential security risks.

118. Do not give any information to the news media.  Refer all requests for information to the Public Affairs Office.

ds. Check investigator’s identification before allowing him to enter the scene.


dt. Give investigator the following information:


(1) Your name and patrol number.


(2) Your time of arrival at the scene.


(3) Location of the people and evidence at time of your arrival on the scene and the condition of the victim.


(4) Names of the people involved.


(5) If medical help has been requested.


(6) If the scene has been changed by medical personnel.


(7) The names of medical personnel and the hospital.


du. Release crime scene to the investigator.


dv. Remain on the scene until you are released.

ej. When you seize evidence and/or property during the processing of a crime scene, but not pursuant to executing a search warrant, do not leave any copies of the document at the scene.

ek. When you release the evidence and/or property to the evidence custodian, give him the original and all remaining copies of the DA Form 4137.

NOTE:  All evidence and/or property must be released to the evidence custodian no later than the first working day after it is acquired.  Evidence and/ or property acquired during nonduty hours must be secured in a temporary storage container IAW AR 195-5.  A CID agent stores evidence and/or property in his authorized temporary evidence and/or property container until it can be released to the evidence custodian.  An MP needing temporary storage for evidence and/or property usually releases it to the MP desk sergeant who maintains the chain of custody until the evidence can be released to the evidence custodian.

el. After the evidence custodian signs, dates, and places the document number on the form--

(1) Obtain a copy of the form.

(2) Place the copy in the case file.

ff. Ensure that any medication that the prisoner has is checked by medical personnel and reissued if directed by a physician.

NOTE:  This is done to prevent the prisoner from taking any unauthorized medications.

fg. Dispose of all contraband IAW facility SOP.

97. Conduct a strip search of the prisoner (see Task 191-381-1289).

98. Search each piece of the prisoner's clothing as he disrobes.  Then, place all articles of clothing and personal property on the search table.

99. After you complete the search, direct the prisoner to shower (and shave if necessary).

fh. Provide the prisoner with soap, bath cloth and towel, authorized razor, shaving cream, and personal hygiene items.

fi. Make sure the prisoner carefully washes all areas of his body, especially where there is hair.

fj. Tell the prisoner to dress in the required uniform after showering.

100. Escort the prisoner to the property and funds section to have his personal valuables inventoried, recorded on DA Form 1132-R, and stored.  Remember, this is only for the personal property that the prisoner is authorized to keep at the confinement facility.  If the prisoner is in-processed after normal duty hours, inventory his property, record the results on DA Form 4137, and secure the property (The property and funds clerk will re-inventory the prisoner's personal property and funds on DA Form 1132-R the following work day).

101. Photograph the prisoner (The size of the facility and the staff will dictate who photographs the prisoner).

fk. Direct the prisoner to make a name board.  As a minimum, the information on the board should include the prisoner's last name, first name, middle initial, and his SSN.

fl. Direct the prisoner to stand directly behind the name board.

fm. Make a front and a right profile picture (The facility SOP might direct that additional pictures be made).

fn. Attach the photograph(s) to DD Form 498.  This form must be prepared within 24 hours of the prisoner's confinement.

102. Fingerprint the prisoner using FD Form 249 (see Task 191-390-0139) and make distribution of the form IAW AR 190-47 and facility SOP.

103. Schedule a physical exam for the prisoner.  Then, initiate DD Form 503 by putting the date, the prisoner's name, and SSN in the appropriate blocks.

NOTE:  A physical exam must be conducted within the first 24 hours of confinement.

gv. Systematically and thoroughly search, in a clockwise manner, the following:


· Door jams, seals, frames, and locks.

· Crevices, lighting fixtures, heating equipment, plumbing fixtures, and the areas behind baseboards and moldings.

· Crevices around sashes, frames, and seals of all windows.


gw. Inform prisoners of discrepancies.  Explain what the discrepancies must be corrected and tell the prisoners when they will be inspected again.


NOTE:  Allow a suitable amount of time before inspecting again to give prisoners time to correct the deficiences.

gx. If you find that a prisoner has contraband.


(1) Confiscate the items and turn them in to your supervisor.


(2) Write a Disciplinary Report or an Observation Report as soon as possible after the inspection.


gy. Move to the next prisoner and repeat steps d. through i.


gz. Inspect common areas such as the latrine, showers, and sinks for cleanliness, condition, and serviceability.  (Fixtures must be intact and attached to the wall.)


164. Upon completion of the inspection, notify chain-of-command if there are deficiencies.

NOTE:  All prisoners in close confinement must clean their quarters each day, but when they are in disciplinary segregation, you must give them their supplies.

hi. Obtain cleaning supplies from the supply room and give each cleaning item to the prisoner as needed.


hj. Observe the prisoner while he cleans his area and retrieve each cleaning item when the prisoner has used it.


hk. Sound the alarm as indicated in the facility SOP if you have any problems.


NOTE:  Prisoners placed in administrative segregation or special quarters may be employed in work or required to undergo training which is consistent with their custody and classification and the circumstances surrounding their segregation.  Prisoners in disciplinary segregation will not be required to work other than to clean their own quarters.

175. If a prisoner is authorized outside his cell, ensure he follows all rules and regulations.

· Toothpaste.

· Toothbrush. 

· Razor and blade (or disposable razor).

· Shaving cream.

· A blank, locally produced Observation/Disciplinary Report Form.

This task may not be performed in MOPP 4 conditions.

STANDARDS

You must do all the necessary steps to--

112. Ensure the prisoner showers and shaves, is returned to the cell, and the cell is locked.

113. Report all incidences to the supervisor.

114. Prepare a complete and accurate Observation/Disciplinary Report Form, if necessary, and turn it in to the supervisor.

115. Observe all safety precautions.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Training Information Outline

116. Review the prisoner's DD Form 509 (if available) and determine if there are any special instructions for handling the prisoner.

117. If a DD Form 509 is not available, check with your supervisor to determine if there are special instructions.

118. Obtain items that the prisoner will need to shower and shave (items the prisoner is not allowed to keep in his cell) from the locked container.

hl. Obtain the key for the locked container from your supervisor.

hm. Unlock the container.

hn. Remove the items from the container.

ho. Close and lock the container.

119. Escort the prisoner to the latrine.

hq. Direct the prisoner to prepare for shower and shave call.  Tell the prisoner to remove his clothing and to either wear his underwear or to drape a towel around himself.

hr. If prisoner refuses to comply, notify your supervisor.

hs. Direct the prisoner to gather the items from his cell that he will need to shower and shave, such as soap, towel, shower shoes, toothbrush, and toothpaste.

ht. Escort prisoner from his cell to the shower area.

(1) If required by DD Form 509 or your supervisor, wait for additional NCOs before opening the cell door.

(2) Direct the prisoner to stand at the rear of the cell.

(3) Unlock and open the cell door according to procedures as required by the cellblock construction and the local SOP.


CAUTION

Do not stand in the path of the cell door as it opens.

(4) Ensure the prisoner is carrying the required shower and shave items that he has in his cell.

(5) Direct the prisoner to step out of his cell and into the corridor.

(6) Direct the prisoner to proceed to the latrine.

(a) Follow slightly behind the prisoner, out of his reach, and to his left or right.

(b) Direct prisoner to halt at the latrine.

120. Direct the prisoner to shower.  (Allow the amount of time to shower as indicated in the local SOP.)

hu. Direct prisoner to enter the latrine area.

(1) If the latrine area is equipped with a security cage, unlock and open the cage IAW local SOP.

(a)  Close and lock the cage IAW local SOP after the prisoner enters.

(b) Remain outside the caged area.

(2) Hand the prisoner all the shower and shave items you obtained from the locked container except the razor.

hv. If the prisoner refuses to shower, notify your supervisor.

hw. Observe the prisoner while he takes a shower.  Be extremely alert if prisoner is thought to be suicidal.

hx. If the prisoner attempts suicide, alert the other guards for assistance, stop the prisoner, and notify your supervisor.

121. Direct the prisoner to shave.  Allow the amount of time for prisoner to shave as indicated in local SOP.

hy. Give the prisoner the razor when he is ready to shave.

hz. If the prisoner refuses to shave, notify your supervisor.

NOTE:  If a prisoner refuses to shave, he may be restrained and reasonable force administered to shave the prisoner.  Check with your supervisor and facility SOP.  AR 190-47 gives strict guidance on the use of force and restraint for shaves and haircuts.

ia. Closely observe the prisoner while he shaves.

ib. If prisoner attempts suicide, immediately notify the other correctional specialists, stop the attempt, and notify your supervisor.

ic. As soon as the prisoner has finished shaving, have him return the razor to you.

122. Maintain control of all items that must be secured.

id. Do not give the prisoner the razor until he is ready to shave. Retrieve it as soon as prisoner has shaved.

ie. Inspect the razor as soon as it is returned to you.  Make sure you have the razor and the blade.

if. Obtain all items from the prisoner that must be secured in the locked container.

ig. If any items are missing, have the prisoner remain in the latrine area, and notify your supervisor.  

123. Escort the prisoner back to his cell.

ih. Direct prisoner to exit the latrine area.  If the latrine area is equipped with a security cage, unlock and open the cage.

ii. Direct the prisoner to proceed to his cell.

(1) Follow slightly behind the prisoner, out of his reach, and to his left or right.

(2) Direct him to halt at his cell.

ij. Direct prisoner to enter and to stand to the rear of the cell.

ik. Lock the cell door.  Use locking procedure as required by the cellblock construction and local SOP.

124. Return items that must be secured to the locked container.

il. Obtain the key for the container from your supervisor.

im. Unlock the container.

in. Return the items to the container.

NOTE:  Dispose of used razor blade or disposable razor IAW your supervisor's instructions or SOP.

io. Lock the container.

ip. Return the key to your supervisor.

125. If anything unusual occurs or if there are problems with the prisoner during the shower and shave call, prepare an Observation/Disciplinary Report and turn it in to the supervisor.

it. Make sure the adjustment screw on each hydraulic closing device allows the door to close completely and that the operating bolt secures the door.


iu. Make sure each entrance and exit door and gate can be locked and unlocked from both sides.


CAUTION

Never use padlocks and chains to secure cell doors where prisoners are housed.

iv. Test the gang-locking devices or arrange to have them tested.  To test the system yourself:


(1) Make sure you have enough guards to control the internees.


(2) Notify the shift I/R supervisor that you are going to test the gang-locking system.


(3) Check the inside panel of the master control box for detailed operating instructions for the system.


(4) Test the system and make sure it will open all selected doors at once.


WARNING

Do not test the doors of cells in which intractable internees are confined.

(5) Check the tracks for the doors to make sure they are free of debris.  Make sure the door does not come off the bottom track when it is being opened or closed because this will keep the door from being secured properly.


195. Make sure bunk adapters are welded to the bunk.

196. Make sure all tools, equipment, and supplies within the cellblock area are secured in a container that is not accessible to the prisoners.

INTERACT WITH INTERNEES

CONDITIONS

Given an assignment at a correctional/confinement facility and internees.

STANDARDS

Given a specific situation, you must perform all the necessary steps to establish rapport, to establish open lines of communication, and/or to assist the internee in solving his problems.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Training Information Outline

NOTE:  To effectively interact with internees, you must not only "talk" to the internee, you must be an "active" listener.  You must be able to "read" the internee's body language.  The way you react to the internees may have a direct influence on their attitudes and behaviors.

126. Identify those things which cause people to respond to others and behave as they do.  Some are--

· Age.

· Race.

· Experience.

· Training.

· The behavior itself.

· When and where the behavior takes place.

NOTE:  You must also identify your own prejudices and experiences, and how they can affect your response to another person.  For example, if you


have children, you may have a strong prejudice or reaction to an accused child molester.

127. Observe each internee's conduct (visible behavior).  You must observe each internee to obtain information about where he is in relation to the facility's policies and whether he needs some attention or assistance.

iw. Observe the body language.  This is a form of nonverbal/silent communication that physically expresses one's emotional moods and reactions, often without the individual being aware of it.  Look for--

(1) Facial expressions such as smiles, frowns, tightly pressed lips, and blinking eyes.

(2) Gestures such as tapping the fingers, clenching the fists, and wringing the hands.

(3) Body positions which may include hugging oneself, crossing the arms, standing with feet braced, or continually shifting one's weight from one foot to the other (fighting stance).

(4) Body distance.  The internee may invade another person's body space by jabbing the person with his finger, placing his hand or arm on the person's arm or shoulder, or standing very close to the person while speaking or listening to him.

ix. Observe for behaviors that express attitudes and emotions.  This is important to help determine if the internee is acting normally or to help detect a change in his normal demeanor that could possibly be the beginning of trouble and/or problems.  These may be shown through--

(1) Hurt.  This may be recognized if the internee--

· Appears embarrassed.

· Becomes withdrawn.

· Shows grief.

· Cries.

(2) Anger.  An internee may display anger by--

· Becoming aggressive.

· Using sarcasm.

· Using loud or abusive language.

· Refusing to cooperate.

· Displaying a stiff, stony face.

· Showing resentment and/or frustration.

(3) Fear.  An internee may display fear by--

· Sweating.

· Becoming nauseous.

· Running away.

· Freezing in place.

· Nervousness.

· Becoming physically or mentally unable to cooperate.

· Becoming overly cooperative or overly submissive.

(4) Concern.  An internee may show concern by--

(a) Offering aid and comfort by word or deed.  For example, he may tell you he knows you have had a hard day and offer to help you with something you have to do.

(b) Offering to listen to your problems.  For example, he may say, "I know this must be a tough job."  Be careful that you do not discuss your problems or personal life with an internee.  The internee could possibly use information such as this for manipulative purposes.

(c) Exhibiting other similar acts of caring.

128. Exhibit good listening skills.

NOTE:  Some internees may attempt to have lengthy conversations with guards as a distracter to cover up unauthorized activities of other internees.  Be careful not to engage in lengthy conversations that deter you from your primary mission of custody and control.

iy. Listen for practical and worthwhile ideas in what the speaker is saying.  Do not dominate the conversation, but listen for new information.

iz. Concentrate on content, not the speaker's delivery.  Remember, the message is important; not the way he chooses to delivery it.  For example, an internee may talk in an excited manner, jumping from one idea to another, but what he says is important, not how he says it.

ja. Listen to all the speaker has to say before evaluating it.  Don't decide a subject is uninteresting until you screen what is said.  When an internee tries to tell you why he committed an offense, don't dismiss his comments as exaggerated or untrue.  What he tells you may give you an important key to his future behavior.

jb. Listen for concepts and main ideas; not just for facts.  

jc. Be a flexible note taker.  You don't need to outline everything you hear.  Adapt your note taking to the organizational pattern of the speaker.  Don't write notes while talking to an internee if it makes the internee nervous.  Write your notes immediately after the interview if you cannot take them while the internee is talking.

jd. Pay attention.  Be an active listener.

(1) Maintain good eye contact.

(2) Maintain good posture (neither too rigid nor too relaxed).

(3) Nod your head occasionally to let the speaker know you are paying attention.

(4) Maintain natural and relaxed facial expressions.

je. Tune out distractions and interruptions.  If you can't hear the speaker, move the conversation to a quieter place.

jf. Accept the challenge of new and complex ideas.  Do not seek to avoid difficult, expository, or technical material.  Have a positive attitude toward learning experiences.

jg. Ignore emotion-laden words or phrases that upset you and disrupt your train of thought.  Don't get upset over something that is being said and miss the rest of the message.  For instance, if a internee makes an ethnic slur, remain impartial and listen to his story.

129. Identify speech patterns that help to interpret the true meanings of what another person is saying.  Listen intently to the content and feeling to help identify the underlying meaning of what the person is saying.  True meanings may be implied by--

· Tone of voice (Listen for negative emotions such as hate and frustration).

· Emphasis or inflection given.

· Breaks in the sentence.

· Speed of delivery.

· Degree of loudness or softness.

· Pitch of the voice.

130. Assist the internee in defining a problem.

jh. Help the internee think through the problem.  Help him to understand his involvement and to define the problem, but do not define the problem yourself.  Some problems the internee may have are--

· Emotional.

· Financial.

· Problems with family members.

· Personal illness.

· Spiritual in nature.

ji. Assist the internee in considering alternate courses of action, but let him select the solution.  By doing this, the internee learns to make decisions and to accept responsibility.

jj. Assist the internee in implementing the solution.  If you tell the internee that you will find the answer to a question or that you will take some action of his behalf, make sure you follow through and then inform him of the results.

131. If you are unable to help the internee, obtain assistance from trained professionals IAW facility regulations and SOP.

132. Use the proper standards of conduct when interacting with internees.  Do not--

jk. Physically or verbally abuse internees.

jl. Fraternize with internees or their families.

jm. Use your position to obtain personal favors from internees.

jn. Manipulate internees.

jo. Reward informants.

jp. Bring contraband or unauthorized items into the facility.

NOTE:  There is a fine line between performing your duty and being a friend; therefore, you must use sound judgment when working with internees.

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  You may either give a paper and pencil test or arrange for a group of soldiers to act as internees and create various scenarios where the internees have different problems.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the soldiers acting as internees what the problem is, how to act, and how to respond to the soldier being evaluated.  Tell the soldier being evaluated that he must correctly interact with the internees IAW the scenario being portrayed.

NOTE:  You must know and observe places where disturbances are likely to occur.  The most likely places are where internees congregate in numbers; places such as the dining facility, cellblocks, the recreation field, the gymnasium, building entrances, the library, and the chapel.

208. Identify a display of characteristics or a potentially deviant behavior that could lead to problems.  Looks for indications of--

P

jq. Escape-mindedness.  Internees may talk openly about escaping, or you may hear rumors from other internees.


jr. Aggressive homosexual behavior, by deed or intent.  Observe internees who prefer using the mannerisms and behaviors of the opposite sex.  Observe the male and the female who enjoy being admired by other internees of the same sex.  You should also observe internees who continually make degrading remarks about members of the opposite sex.


js. Substance abuse.  Some indications of substance abuse may be--


· Nervousness.

· Sweating.

· Irritability.

· Changes in personality.

· Changes in mannerisms.


jt. Neurotic behavior.  Note if internees express unreasonable desires, or worries to the point that it seems they could become obsessed with them.


ju. Psychotic behavior.  Note if internees exhibit bizarre behaviors or extreme violence without identifiable cause.


209. Watch for and identify--

jv. Barracks thieves (those who steal from others within the cellblock).


jw. Dependent internees (those who ask for approval, recognition, or reward).


jx. Manipulators (those who try to get special benefits by doing favors for guard personnel).


jy. Rebels (those who instigate trouble or who always follow the “inmate” code).

jz. Obtain applicable special instructions from supervisor.

ka. If working at a 24 hour post, accept responsibility from the guard who is getting off duty.

(1) Obtain the weapon and ammunition from the guard currently on duty and inspect them.

(2) Receipt for keys.

(3) Check tower IAW local SOP to ensure all required lighting and emergency devices are operational.

(4) Obtain briefing from the guard being relieved.

(5) Notify supervisor of change of relief.

kb. If you are opening the tower--

(1) Obtain keys from the key custodian and sign for them.

(2) Obtain weapon and ammunition from the arms room.

(3) Perform pre-operations check of weapon.

(4) Check tower IAW local SOP to ensure all required lighting and emergency devices are operational.

(5) Notify supervisor when the tower is operational.

138. Observe all activities, both inside and outside the perimeter fence, within your line-of-sight.

NOTE:  Your line-of-sight should not be less than 80 yards in any direction of the fence line.

139. Keep internees away from the fence by using the following techniques:

kc. Use a loud tone of voice, or other means available, to attract attention and order internees who are too close to the fence to move back.

kd. Request help from compound guards when needed.

ke. Inform your immediate supervisor when an internee refuses to obey an order.

140. Do not permit anyone outside the facility to get near the fence or to communicate with the internees.  If anyone tries to talk to an internee through the fence, ask the person to leave, note the description of the person, and notify your supervisor.

141. Do not permit anyone outside the facility perimeter to throw or hand items to internees.

kf. Order the person to stay where he is.

kg. Note the description of the person, his vehicle, and the direction of travel.

kh. When an internee catches or receives an item that was passed from outside the facility--

(1) Order the internee to stay where he is.

(2) Watch the internee until a compound guard can get to him.

ki. If a thrown item falls to the ground:

(1) Watch to be sure an internee does not pick it up.

(2) Call for a compound guard to secure it.

kj. Report to your immediate supervisor all attempts by individuals to pass an item into the facility.

142. Provide back-up security for the compound guards.

143. Watch for signs of fire or internee disorder and, when observed, immediately sound the alarm.

144. When an escape attempt occurs--

kk. Sound the alarm by blowing three short blasts on your whistle or use other designated alarm signals as directed in the SOP.

kl. Order the internee to halt.  Repeat the order two more times (at a minimum), if the internee does not stop.

km. Fire at the internee ONLY IAW the facility SOP.

(1) If the internee is a US Army military prisoner, fire at the internee ONLY when--

(a) He is outside the last barrier.

AND

(b) He continues to attempt the escape.

AND

(c) He is approximately 20 meters or more from your position (see Task 191-381-1292).

(2) If the internee is an EPW, see Task 191-376-4100.

DANGER

Never shoot at an escapee if it will endanger the lives of other persons.

145. At the end of your shift of duty--

kn. If you are working at a 24 hour post, IAW facility SOP--

(1) Turn over the weapon, ammunition, and keys to the guard coming on duty.

(2) Brief the on-coming guard.

ko. If you are closing the tower--

(1) At the end of your shift, notify the supervisor on duty that you have closed the tower and brief him on the activities that occurred during your shift of duty.

(2) Turn the weapon and ammunition in to the arms room.

(3) Turn the keys in to the key custodian.

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  Provide a mock confinement/ correctional facility to include a security guard tower and a perimeter fence.  Create several scenarios such as a recreation call, an escape attempt, the passing of contraband, and/or an unauthorized visitor attempt.  Have other soldiers act as internees and compound guards.

Brief Soldier:  Tell the soldier that you will evaluate him on the action he takes in response to a given scenario.  Brief the soldiers acting as internees and as compound guards on the scenario selected and give them instructions on the actions they should take.

Training Evaluation Outline

NOTE 1:  Use an Observation Report to report either positive or negative information about an internee.  For example, you will normally prepare an Observation Report if you observe an internee sitting in his cell and crying.

NOTE 2:  Use a Disciplinary Report to report infractions of facility rules, regulations, or laws such as when internees get into fights or when an internee strikes a guard.

146. Use precise terms or language; not slang.

147. If hearsay is used, identify it as such.

148. Include the following information:

kp. Date of the report.

You must do all the necessary steps to maintain control and custody of all prisoners while moving them to a designated destination outside the correctional/confinement facility while observing all safety precautions.

(4) When using an open-bed truck or an ambulance to transport prisoners, instruct the driver that he must secure the tailgate/doors after the prisoners and escorts have boarded.

mz. Ensure that all prisoners are frisk searched.

157. Apply restraining devices as directed or required.


CAUTION

Do not handcuff two escape risk prisoners together.  Do not handcuff prisoners to any part of the vehicle.

158. Load prisoners onto a caged bus.

na. Direct the prisoners to form either a single file or a column of twos (this depends on the number of prisoners in the move).

nb. Direct an unarmed guard with the seating plan to enter the bus and move to the rear.  (The guard will direct the prisoners where to sit as they board the bus, filling the bus from the back to the front.  After loading the bus, the guard must sit at the back of the bus.)

nc. Give an unarmed guard the prisoner roster and direct the guard to take a position outside the bus at the door.  Tell him to call each prisoner's last name and as each prisoner responds, to match the prisoner's first name and SSN against the roster.  Then, he may allow the prisoner to board the bus.

nd. Instruct the prisoners to approach the door of the bus one at a time as their last name is called and to respond with their first name and SSN. 

ne. Do not allow prisoners to sit near emergency exits or directly behind the driver.

nf. Do not allow prisoners to move around after they are seated.

ng. If you are unarmed, sit near the driver.

nh. If you are armed, sit outside the cage.

ni. If ventilation is needed, direct assisting guards to open windows, but no more than 4 inches.

nj. Unload the bus by reversing the loading order.

159. Load prisoners onto an uncaged bus.

nk. Repeat step 5. a through g.

nl. If you have a weapon, do not board the bus.  Ride in an escorting vehicle.

nm. Unload the bus by reversing the loading order.

160. Load prisoners onto an open-bed truck.

nn. Board the vehicle first if you are armed.  Have the assisting guard hold the weapon while you board.  Then have him hand it back to you.

no. Stand just behind the truck cab during prisoner loading and face the prisoners.

np. Call each prisoner's last name and tell him to respond with his first name and SSN.  Match the name and SSN against the roster and then allow the prisoner to board.

nq. Direct the prisoners to board the truck one at a time.  Tell them to go to the front of the truck and to sit, alternating as they board, one on each side, filling the truck from the front to the rear.  

nr. Ensure there is space between the guards and the prisoners and between the tailgate and the prisoners.

NOTE:  The assistant guard always boards last and sits on the opposite side of the vehicle from the senior guard between the tailgate and the prisoners to allow for maximum observation of the prisoners.

ns. If armed, keep weapon on your side away from the prisoner.

nt. Unload the truck by reversing the loading order (last one in is the first one out).

161. Escort prisoners using a HMMWV.

nu. When escorting one prisoner--

(1) Direct the prisoner to sit in the back seat directly behind the front passenger seat.  Place a seat belt around him.

(2) Enter the vehicle after the prisoner.  If you are alone, sit in the back seat behind the driver.  If you have an assisting guard, direct him to sit in the back seat behind the driver.  You will sit in the front passenger seat.

(3) If you are armed, keep your weapon on your side away from the prisoner.

(4) To unload, reverse the loading order.

nv. When escorting two prisoners and you do not have assistants--

(1) Direct one prisoner to sit in the front passenger seat and the other to sit in the rear seat directly behind the front passenger seat.

(2) Fasten each prisoner's seat belts.

(3) Sit in the rear seat directly behind the driver.

(4) If you are armed, keep your weapon on your side away from the prisoner.

(5) Reverse the loading order when unloading the prisoners.

162. Escort prisoners in an ambulance or a van.

nw. Direct the prisoners to enter the vehicle.

nx. Enter the vehicle (and your assisting guards, if applicable) and position yourselves between the side and rear doors.

or. Transport prisoners to the aircraft IAW briefing instructions.

os. Keep the prisoners out of the public view as much as possible.

NOTE:  If a delay occurs or if you must wait for connecting flights, ask the airline representative or the terminal manager for a waiting room or area away from the main terminal area where you and the prisoners may wait.

ot. When possible, take the prisoners aboard the aircraft before the other passengers board.

ou. Turn your weapons over to the aircraft commander.  He will maintain custody of the weapons until you deplane.

ov. Take seats to the rear of the aircraft, when possible, but make sure the seats are not located in a lounge area or next to or directly across from an aircraft exit.


CAUTION

Do not secure prisoners to any portion of the aircraft.  Follow airline policies and directives on the sure of restraints while on board the aircraft.

ow. Make sure there is always a guard between the prisoners and the aisle.

ox. Make sure the prisoners remain in their seat at all times except to use the latrine.

oy. Allow only one prisoner at a time to go to the latrine.

(1) Escort each prisoner to the latrine.

(2) Search the latrine for items that could be used as weapons before allowing the prisoner to enter.

(3) Do not allow the prisoner to lock the door.  (Hold the door handle or place your foot between the door and door-jam.)

(4) Remain outside the door of the latrine until the prisoner comes out.

(5) Escort the prisoner back to his seat.

oz. Do not drink nor allow your prisoners to drink, intoxicating beverages.

pa. When meals are served, account for the eating utensils.

pb. Allow prisoners to smoke (if airline permits) only when seated and under your supervision.

pc. If there is a hijack attempt, do not take action unless requested to do so by the aircraft commander.

pd. At the destination, do not exit the plane until all disembarking passengers leave the aircraft and you have obtained your weapon from the aircraft commander.

165. Escort prisoners on a military and/or charter aircraft carrier (Refer to the first NOTE in Step 2).

pe. Search each prisoner before the move.

pf. Place restraining devices on the prisoners as required.

pg. Sign a DD Form 629 for each prisoner you escort outside the confinement facility.

ph. Transport the prisoners to the airport and/or aircraft IAW briefing instructions.

pi. If weapons are used, turn them over to the aircraft commander.  He will maintain custody of the weapons while you are on-board the aircraft.

pj. Inspect the aircraft before loading.  If possible, remove and secure all equipment or gear that could be used as a weapon.

pk. Request that, if possible, a separate latrine be identified for the prisoners.  Remove the door lock and all loose items that could be used as a weapon and secure the items in an appropriate area.  

pl. Request that box lunches be prepared, that do not require eating utensils.

pm. Develop and use a seating plan that allows maximum surveillance of the prisoners.

pn. Instruct the prisoners that the areas approaching the flight deck and the crew compartment are off limits.

po. Make sure the prisoners always remain in their seats except to use the latrine.

NOTE:  When on board a military or chartered aircraft, escort dangerous, escape risk, and maximum custody prisoners at all times.  Allow other prisoners (one at a time) to move to the latrine without escort but keep them under surveillance. 

pp. Allow prisoners to smoke (if airline permits) only when they are seated and under your supervision.

pq. If a hijacking attempt occurs, do not take action unless requested to do so by the aircraft commander.

pr. At the destination, remain on the aircraft until other passengers debark and you have obtained your weapons from the aircraft commander.

Setup:  This task may be evaluated with either a written test or with simulations.  If simulations are used, provide all necessary materials and equipment.  Have other soldiers play the part of prisoners.

· A straitjacket.

· A set of hand irons.

· Reinforced duct tape. 

· A belt.

· Mattress.

· Four assisting I/R personnel, 

· A medic (if required).

· Access to the facility SOP.

STANDARDS

Based on the specific situation, you must perform all the necessary steps to correctly select and apply the appropriate restraining device while observing all safety procedures.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Training Information Outline

NOTE 1:  Check restraining devices before applying them to be sure they work properly and that they are not worn excessively.

NOTE 2:  When it becomes necessary to restrain unruly internees, request medical personnel, if available, to check the internee.  It is not necessary, however, for medical personnel to check internees who are wearing hand irons and leg irons for escort purposes.

174. Apply hand irons to an internee.  If the internee is uncooperative, make sure there is at least one other I/R personnel or MP present before applying the hand irons.

qs. Apply hand irons to an internee with his arms in front.

(1) Stand in front of the internee.

(2) Direct the internee to extend both arms to the front with the elbows locked and the palms facing each other.

(3) With your left hand, grasp the internee's right hand.  Use your right hand to put the hand iron on the internee so that the double lock and keyhole are facing you.

(4) Move your left hand to the chain and grasp the internee's left hand with your right.  Then, use your left hand to put the hand iron on the internee so that the double lock is up and the keyhole is facing you.

(5) Tighten the hand iron.  Check each hand iron by inserting your fingertip between the internee's wrist and the hand iron to be sure it is not too tight.

(6) Double lock both hand irons.  Check the lock by squeezing the hand irons.

(7) If the internee will not cooperate, remove his belt.  Pass the belt around the chain and fasten it with the buckle in back of the internee.

qt. Apply hand irons to an internee with his hands behind him.

(1) Stand behind the internee.

(2) Direct him to place his left hand behind his back with the palm facing out.

(3) Using the handshake method, grasp the internee's left hand with your left hand.  Apply the hand iron with your right hand so that the double lock is up and the keyhole is facing you.

(4) While maintaining control of the hand irons with your left hand, pass the connecting chain under the internee's belt.  Make sure the belt buckle remains in the front.

(5) Direct the internee to place his right hand behind his back with the palm facing out.

(6) Using the hand shake method, grasp his right hand with your right hand.  With your left hand, apply the hand irons with the double lock up and the keyhole facing you.

(7) Tighten the hand iron.  Check each hand iron by inserting your fingertip between the internee's wrist and the hand iron to be sure it is not too tight.

(8) Double lock both hand irons.  Check the lock by squeezing the hand irons.

(9) Check the double lock by squeezing the hand irons.

qu. Apply hand irons to an internee who is sitting  (You will normally use this method when transporting internees).

(1) Direct the internee to lean forward and place his arms around his legs so that his hands are under his legs.  Tell him to place the palms of his hands together.

(2) Move to the right side of the internee and squat.  Grasp his right hand with your left hand.  Apply the hand iron with your right hand and make sure that the keyhole is up with the double lock facing out.

(3) Grasp the chain with your right hand and reach under the internee's legs with your left hand.  Pull his left arm to the right and apply the hand iron.

(4) Tighten the hand iron.  Check each hand iron by inserting your fingertip between the internee's wrist and the hand iron to be sure it is not too tight.

(5) Double lock both hand irons.  Check the lock by squeezing the hand irons.

175. Place leg irons on an internee.

qv. Stand behind the internee and direct him to stand with his feet spread shoulder width apart.  If the internee will not cooperate, place him face down on the floor to apply the leg irons.  Have at least one other I/R personnel or an MP present.  Use minimum force to overcome the internee.

qw. Crouch behind the internee but be sure to keep your balance.

qx. Grasp one of his ankles.

qy. Place the leg iron above the ankle so that the keyhole is up and the double lock is facing you.

qz. Tighten the leg iron without cutting off the internee's circulation.  (It may be necessary to turn down the boot tops to make room for the leg irons.)

ra. Grasp the chain between the leg irons to keep control of the internee.

rb. Apply and tighten the other leg iron in the same way.

rc. Check to be sure the leg irons are not too tight.  Then, double lock them.

rd. Check the double lock by squeezing the irons.

176. Place restraining straps on an internee.

re. Put restraining straps on a manageable internee.

(1) Approach the front of the internee with caution.  Have four assisting I/R personnel approach the internee from the sides and the rear.

(2) Immobilize the internee by directing your assistants to grasp his legs and arms.


CAUTION

Make sure each assistant knows which arm or leg to grasp.  This will keep the internee from hurting anyone.

(3) Apply the wrist cuffs.

(a) Direct your assistants to extend the internee's arms toward you.  Place a wrist cuff on the internee's extended wrist so that the metal cuff loop is on the inside of the internee's wrist.  Tighten the cuff to make it secure but not so tight that it cuts off the circulation.

(b) Close the cuff by putting the cuff loop through the proper slot in the cuff.  (Each cuff has three slots in it.  Use the slot which is the closest to the degree of tightness you need.)

(c) Cuff the other wrist the same way.

(d) Pass the end of the long strap through the cuff loop away from the internee and toward you.  This will keep the cuff securely on the internee's wrist.  

(e) Pass the end of the strap through the second cuff loop, toward the internee.  Be sure you do not twist the strap.

(f) Bring both ends of the strap around the internee's waist so the strap encircles the internee and the strap buckle is behind him.

(g) Adjust the strap as much as needed to limit movement of the internee.

(h) Lock the buckle and wrap the excess strap around the strap so it will not unwrap.  

(4) Apply ankle cuffs.

(a) Place the ankle cuff on the internee with the ankle cuff loop facing in.  If necessary, remove his boot.  Adjust the ankle cuff as you did the wrist cuff and close it.  

(b) Cuff the other ankle and pass the strap up through the loop.

(c) Pass the short strap down the cuff loop.  (The directions of the strap as in (b) and (c) may be reversed.)

(d) Adjust the short strap to restrict internee movement.  The internee's feet should be about 12 inches apart.

(e) Lock the ankle cuff strap as you did the wrist cuff strap.  Wrap the excess strap so it will not unwrap.

rf. Put restraining straps on an unmanageable internee.

(1) Approach and immobilize the internee as in steps 3.a. (1) and (2).

(2) Place him face down on the floor.

(3) Apply the wrist cuffs.

(a) Direct your assistants to bring the internee's arms behind his back with the palms facing out.

(b) Place the cuff on each wrist as in step 3.a. (3) (a), (b), and (c), except you must put the cuff loop on the outside of the internee's wrist.

(4) Cuff each ankle.

(5) Secure the internee using either the single or the two-strap method.

(a) Single strap method.  

1 Direct your assistants to bend the internee's legs so that his feet are near his buttocks.

2 Pass the long strap through one ankle loop and through the wrist loop for the same side.

3 Then, pass the long strap through the remaining wrist loop and down through the remaining ankle loop.

4 Adjust the strap to the desired tightness and lock the buckle.


CAUTION

Avoid injuring the internee.  Be careful that you do not use too much force or pull the strap too tightly.

(b) Two strap method.  Use this method if there is a danger of injuring the internee or if the internee might injure himself if you use the single strap method.

1 Repeat steps 3.b. (1) through (4).

2 Pass the long strap through both wrist cuffs and around the internee's waist.

3 Adjust the strap to the desired tightness and lock the buckle.

4 Have assistants bend the internee's legs so that his feet are near his buttocks.

5 Pass the short strap down through one ankle loop and up through the other loop.  (The direction may be reversed.)

6 Pass the ends of the short strap around the long strap between the internee's hands.  Adjust the tightness so that the internee cannot move but do not cut off his circulation.

7 Lock the buckle on the short strap.


CAUTION

Check the internee who is restrained every 15 minutes.

177. Put a straitjacket on an internee.

rg. Approach the internee from the front using extreme caution.  Have four assisting I/R personnel approach the internee from the sides and the rear.

NOTE:  You may have to modify the approach to fit the situation.

rh. Direct each of your assistants to grasp and hold one of the internee's arms while you put the straitjacket on the internee.  


CAUTION

Direct the assistant to use the least amount of force necessary to overcome the internee’s resistance.

ri. Slide the internee's arms into the straitjacket sleeves.  Bring the collar close around the internee's neck.

rj. Move behind the internee and buckle the four horizontal straps from top to bottom.  Make sure the lower vertical buckle in the back is underneath the last horizontal strap.

rk. Move to the front of the internee, grasp the straitjacket sleeves in front of his hands, and pull firmly on the sleeves.

rl. Bring his right arm across his torso and pass the strap through the loop under his left arm.

rm. Direct one assistant to hold the sleeve securely.

rn. Bring the internee's left arm across his torso, over his right arm, and then underneath his right upper-arm to interlock his arms.

ro. Pass the end of the left arm sleeve through the loop under his right arm and direct the assistant to hold it securely.

rp. Buckle the sleeves in the back.

rq. Pull down firmly on the bottom edge of the jacket.  Then, reach through the internee's legs and pull the crotch strap through the internee's legs (front and back).

rr. Buckle the strap firmly in the rear but not so tightly that the internee is uncomfortable.


CAUTION

Check internees who are in disciplinary segregation and restrained every 15 minutes.  Check suicide risk internees who are restrained every 15 minutes.

178. Restrain an internee using double litters.

NOTE:  If possible, video the entire procedure from the initial briefing of the team to the actual restraining of the internee.


CAUTION

This is a short duration restraint procedure to prevent an internee from injuring himself or others.  It should not be used for over a 3 hour period except in emergency cases that require immediate restraint.  A medic should always be present until the internee is restrained and checked for injury.

rs. Place a straitjacket on the internee.  Place leg restraints on the internee and tie the restraints to the end of the litter.

rt. Place the internee on the litter.  While holding him in place, place a second litter, carrying side down, on top of him.

ru. Bind the litters together using reinforced duct tape.  Be careful not to tape the skin of the internee.


CAUTION

Do not use an excessive amount of tape and do not bind the internee too tightly.

rv. Place the litter on top of a mattress with the internee's body facing down and with his head turned to the side.


CAUTION

Be sure the internee’s body is facing down with his head turned to the side.  This will help prevent choking if he vomits or has a seizure.

rw. Examine the internee to ensure he is able to breathe comfortably and that he is not positioned where he can be injured.

rx. If it is necessary to move the internee, carry him face down.

ry. Constantly observe the internee and be alert for the hazards of restraints such as--

· The straitjacket or litters rubbing the internee's skin.

· Violent movements by the internee.

· Seizures.

· Trauma.

· Indications of nerve damage.  (This may be visible or the internee may complain.)

· Breathing difficulties such as that caused by vomit, sputum, or blood.

(Use a flashlight, if necessary, so that you can see inside the body cavities.)  If the internee wears removable dentures, direct him to remove them.  If he refuses or becomes unruly, notify your supervisor.


NOTE:  Visually examine all body cavities but do not touch these areas either to search or to remove items.  If you observe something located inside the body cavities, request a medical officer to search those areas.  If the internee is wearing a bandage, ask him to remove it or request that a medical officer check it.

(2) Look at the arms.  Begin at the fingertips and then look between the fingers.  Have internee slightly rotate his arms so you can see the bend of the arms and the elbows.


(3) Have him lift his arms so you can examine the armpit area.


(4) Look at the front of the internee from the neck to the waist.


(5) Visually examine the penis.  If the internee is uncircumcised, tell him to hold back the skin.  Direct him to lift the penis and scrotum so you can see underneath.


(6) Direct the internee to return to the original position (see step 3. c).


(7) Look at the front of both legs.


(8) Direct the internee to rock backward slightly.  Look at and between the toes.


(9) Direct him to turn around.


(10) Look at the neck and behind the ears.


(11) Look at the back and down to the waist.


(12) Direct the internee to bend forward at the waist and to spread his buttocks. Visually examine the anus. Then, allow the internee to stand.


(13) Look at the back of the legs paying particular attention to the bend of the knees.


(14) Tell him to place his hands against a wall to support himself and then to lift up one foot at a time.  Look at the soles of his feet.


(15) If the internee is newly confined internee, direct him to shower, shave (if necessary), and dress.

· Restraining straps with key.

· OC pepper spray.

· Straitjacket.

· Stretcher.

· Videotape and camera.

· Support personnel to include duty investigator, duty medic, and OIC.

· Facility SOP.

STANDARDS

As a cell extraction team member, using the minimum amount of force necessary, you must correctly execute your assigned duties to subdue, restrain, and move an unruly subject who is a threat to himself, or to others.

My mission is to secure the subject’s right leg and apply the leg restraints to the subject’s legs using the minimum amount of force necessary. My mission is to secure the subject’s left leg and assist the number four person in applying the leg restraints to the subject’s legs using the minimum amount of force necessary. 197. ALL TEAM MEMBERS.  Step in front of the camera in the order of your position on the team and make the appropriate statement.  After completing your statement--

(1) Before receiving the command to enter the cell, hold the protective/pinning shield up and in front of yourself and the team.

(2) Observe the entire location checking for anything that may cause harm to the team members or the subject.  Include things such as weapons, lights “on” or “off,” wet floor, and so forth.

(3) In a loud, clear voice, announce the exact location of the subject, whether or not he is armed, and/or if any condition identified in 8. b. (2) above exists.


CAUTION

Do not take your eyes off of the subject.  Constantly observe the subject to ensure no weapons are produced.  Immediately relay to the team any sudden change in the conditions.

(4) Observe for the nonverbal signal from the team that each member has heard and understands.  If you do not receive an immediate response, repeat the information.

NOTE:  If you do not understand the instructions, remain as you are until the information is repeated.

201. Upon receipt of the command, “ENTER,” and as the entrance to the cell opens, perform the duties you have been assigned.

vl. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER ONE.

(1) Simultaneously move into the cell and drop the shield (depending on the situation and your discretion).

(2) Pin the subject using the minimum amount of force necessary.

(3) As the other team members move into the location to secure the subject, simultaneously move to secure his head.

(a) Place the palms of your hands on the sides of the subject’s head.

(b) Turn the subject’s head to the side.


WARNING

Keep your fingers away from the subject’s eyes, mouth, and throat.

(c) Assist the team in lowering the subject’s body to the ground.

(d) Guide the subject’s head to the ground keeping one hand between his head and the ground.

(e) Position yourself on your knees.

(f) Do not release the subject’s head.

(g) At the direction of the team leader, position yourself to carry the subject.

1 Place your feet flat on the ground.

2 Assume a crouched position.

vm. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER TWO.

(1) Secure the subject’s right arm.

(2) Apply the wrist restraints to the subject’s wrists securing the wrists behind the subject’s back using the minimum amount of force necessary.

(3) After applying the wrist restraints, announce to the team, “HANDS SECURE.”

(4) Place your right knee on the subject’s right shoulder blade applying only enough pressure to stop the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(5) Upon the command from the team leader to prepare to carry the subject, position yourself as follows:

(a) Place both feet flat on the ground.

(b) Assume a crouched position.

(c) Place both hands underneath the subject’s chest.

(d) Grasp the number three person’s hands.

vn. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER THREE.  Upon entering the cell--

(1) Secure the subject’s left arm.

(2) Assist the number two person in applying the wrist restraints using the minimum amount of force necessary.

(3) Place your left knee on the subject’s left shoulder blade applying only enough pressure to stop the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(4) Slide your right knee on the ground securing the subject’s left elbow.

(5) Bend the subject’s left wrist slightly toward his elbow applying only enough pressure to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(6) Upon receipt of a command from your team leader, prepare to carry the subject.

(a) Place your feet flat on the ground.
(b) Assume a crouched position.

(c) Place both hands underneath the subject’s chest.

(d) Grasp the number two person’s hands.

vo. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FOUR.  Upon entering the cell--

(1) Secure the subject’s right leg.

(2) Apply leg restraints to the subject’s ankles using the minimum amount of force.

(3) After applying the leg restraints, announce to the team, “LEGS SECURE.”

(4) Grasp the subject’s right foot and calf, bend the foot upward crossing the buttocks, and apply only enough pressure to the foot to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(5) Place both knees on the ground to the rear of the subject.

(6) At the direction of the team leader, position yourself to carry the subject as follows:

(a) Place your feet flat on the ground.

(b) Assume a crouched position.

(c) Using both arms, encircle and secure the subject’s right thigh using the minimum amount of force necessary.

vp. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FIVE.

(1) Give all commands during the cell extraction.

(2) Using nonverbal communication, signal the OIC to open the entrance to the cell.

(3) Upon entering, secure the subject’s left leg.

(4) Assist the number four person in applying the leg restraints using the minimum amount of force necessary.

(5) Grasp the subject’s left foot and calf, bend it upward crossing the buttocks, and apply only enough pressure to the foot to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(6) Place both knees on the ground to the rear of the subject.

(7) Visually check all team members to ensure they have completed their tasks and are safe.

(8) Check the subject to ensure he is properly restrained.

(9) Observe the cell for hazards.

(10) After determining the team is ready, issue the commands to carry the subject out of the cell.

(11) Position yourself to carry the subject.

(a) Place your feet flat on the ground.

(b) Assume a crouched position.

(c) Using both arms, encircle and secure the subject’s left thigh using the minimum amount of force necessary.

202. Remove the subject from the cell.

vq. Upon receipt of the command, “PREPARE TO LIFT,” assume the carrying position.
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Figure 3-289.  Lift the subject.

vr. Upon receipt of the command, “TEAM LIFT,” all team members simultaneously lift the subject to approximately waist high (Figure 3-289).

vs. Upon receipt of the preparatory command, “PREPARE TO TURN” and then the command, “TEAM TURN,” simultaneously, with other team members, turn the subject’s body to face the team leader.

vt. Team members who are facing (two and three and four and five) will grasp each other’s forearms.

vu. Team leader, issue the preparatory command, “PREPARE TO MOVE” and then the command, “TEAM MOVE.”

203. Upon receipt of the commands, ALL team members, using short, choppy steps, move the subject out of the cell.


CAUTION

Make sure you hold the subject securely.

WARNING

Always ensure the subject is moved headfirst when going up stairs and feet first when going down stairs.

204. TEAM LEADER.  Upon arrival at the assigned destination, issue the preparatory command, "PREPARE TO STOP” and then the command, “TEAM STOP.”

205. Upon receipt of the command, “TEAM STOP,” halt immediately.

206. TEAM LEADER.  Issue the preparatory command, “PREPARE TO TURN,” and then the command, “TEAM TURN.”

207. ALL TEAM MEMBERS.  Turn the subject face down.

vv. Team members two and three, step back, regrasp each other’s hands and turn the subject.

vw. Team members three and four, step back, regrasp the subject’s upper thigh on the side of the body nearest them, and turn the subject simultaneously with team members two and three.

208. TEAM LEADER.  Issue the preparatory command, “PREPARE TO LOWER,” and then the command, “TEAM LOWER.”

209. Upon receipt of the command to lower the subject, carefully lower the subject slowly (and simultaneously with the other team members) to the bunk or floor.  If the subject struggles, use the minimum amount of force necessary to subdue him (Figure 3-290).
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Figure 3-290.  Lower subject.

vx. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER ONE.  Kneel and continue to secure the subject’s head.

vy. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER TWO.

(1) Place your right knee on the subject’s right shoulder blade applying only enough pressure to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(2) Slide your left knee on the ground securing the subject’s right elbow in place.

(3) Bend the subject’s right wrist slightly toward his elbow applying only enough pressure to stop the subject from resisting or to prevent him from causing injury to himself or another team member.

vz. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER THREE.

(1) Place your left knee on the subject’s left shoulder blade applying only enough pressure to stop the subject from resisting or to prevent him from causing injury to himself or another team member.

(2) Slide your right knee on the ground securing the subject’s left elbow in place.

(3) Bend the subject’s left wrist slightly toward his elbow applying only enough pressure to stop the subject from resisting or to prevent him from causing injury to himself or another team member.

wa. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FOUR.

(1) Grasp the subject’s right foot and calf, bend it upward crossing the buttocks, and apply only enough pressure to the foot to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(2) Place both knees on the ground to the rear of the subject.

wb. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FIVE.

(1) Grasp the subject’s left foot and calf, bend it upward crossing the buttocks, and apply only enough pressure to the foot to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(2) Place both knees on the ground to the rear of the subject.

(3) Visually check the team to ensure they are safe.

(4) Visually check the subject and cell for any hazards.

210. Remove the restraints.

wc. TEAM LEADER.  Signal the team to remove the restraints using nonverbal communication techniques.

wd. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER TWO.

(1) Remove the wrist restraints while the number three person temporarily secures both the subject’s wrists using the minimum amount of force.

(2) Announce to the team, “HANDS UNSECURE.”

(3) Retain the wrist restraints by placing them back into the right breast pocket of your flak vest.

(4) Assist the number three team member in securing the subject’s wrists.

we. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER THREE.  Assist the number two person by securing both of the subject’s hands behind the subject’s back using the appropriate wrist holds.

wf. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FOUR.

(1) Remove the leg restraints while the number five person secures both of the subject’s legs.

(2) Announce to the team, “LEGS UNSECURE.”

(3) Retain the leg restraints by placing them back into the right breast pocket of your flak vest.

(4) Assist the number five person in securing the subject’s legs.

wg. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FIVE.

(1) Assist the number four person by securing the subject’s legs.

(a) Cross the subject’s legs at the ankles.

(b) Fold the subject’s legs against his buttocks.

(c) Apply only enough pressure to secure the subject’s legs to prevent him from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(2) Visually check all team members to ensure they have completed all tasks and are ready to exit the cell and that the subject is secure.

(3) Using nonverbal communication techniques, signal the team members to exit. 

211. Exit the cell.

NOTE 1:  Exit in reverse order than when you entered

NOTE 2:  Always be prepared to reenter (IAW facility SOP) and assist the team if necessary.

NOTE 3:  As each team member exits the location, he reaches in and grabs the waist of the team member in front of him.  Continue to hold until the entire team has exited.

wh. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FIVE.

(1) Using nonverbal communications, signal the number four person that you are ready to exit.

(2) Wait until the number four person gets into the correct position.

(3) Tap the back of the number four person signaling that you are exiting the cell.

(4) Slowly back out keeping your eyes fixed on the team and the subject.

(5) As soon as you are out of the cell, state “NUMBER FIVE, OUT.”

wi. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER FOUR.

(1) Immediately upon receipt of the signal to exit, position your body, on your knees, to the rear of the subject and, with both hands, grasp the subject’s crossed feet applying only enough pressure to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(2) Signal the number three person (using nonverbal communication) that you are ready to exit.

(3) Wait for the number three person to get into position.

(4) Tap the back of the number three person signaling that you are exiting the cell.

(5) Slowly back out of the location keeping your eyes fixed on the team and the subject.

(6) As soon as you are out of the cell, state “NUMBER FOUR, OUT.”

wj. TEAM MEMBER NUMBER THREE.

(1) Upon receipt of the signal to exit, immediately assume the position of team member number four.

(2) Position your body, on your knees, to the rear of the subject and, with both hands, grasp the subject’s crossed feet applying only enough pressure to prevent the subject from resisting or causing injury to himself or another team member.

(3) Using nonverbal communication, signal team member number two that you are ready to exit.

(4) Wait for the number two person to get into position.

(5) Tap the number two person signaling that you are exiting the cell.

(6) Slowly back out of the cell keeping your eyes fixed on the team and the subject.

(7) As soon as you are out of the cell state, “NUMBER THREE, OUT.”

wk. TEAM MEMBERS TWO AND ONE continue to restrain the subject while team members five, four, and three exit the cell.

(1) TEAM MEMBER NUMBER TWO.

(a) Upon receipt of the sign to exit, immediately assume the position of team member number three (Figures 3-291a and 3-291b).

(b) Repeat step 20.c. (2).

(c) Using nonverbal communication, signal to team member number one that you are ready to exit.

(d) Watch for and respond to the nonverbal commands of team member number one.
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Figure 3-291a.  Exiting the cell.
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Figure 3-291b.  Exiting the cell.

(2) TEAM MEMBER NUMBER ONE.

(a) Position yourself across the subject’s head and back securing the subject’s hands behind his back using appropriate wrist holds.

(b) Using nonverbal communication, signal to team member number two that you are ready to exit.

wl. TEAM MEMBERS THREE, FOUR, AND FIVE.  Assist team members two and one to exit the cell by pulling them out quickly, quietly, and simultaneously.

wm. ALL TEAM MEMBERS.

(1) Position yourselves, in order, in a column formation.

(2) Follow the commands of the team leader.

wn. TEAM LEADER.

(1) Give the command, “ATTENTION.”

(2) Give the appropriate command (for example, “COLUMN RIGHT” or “COLUMN LEFT”) to depart the area.

(3) March the team, in a column formation, away from the area.

NOTE:  As the team departs, the medic will reevaluate the subject’s status.

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  Prepare a mock confinement area and have all required equipment available.  Assign each team member his position.  Have role-players to play the part of the OIC, the photographer, the medic, and the unruly subject.

Brief Soldier:  Tell each team member and each role-player the actions they are to take.

Given internees, a cellblock area, the internee roster, the internee manning board, the facility SOP, a flashlight, and a requirement to conduct a roll call, head count, or bed check.

STANDARDS

You must be able to account for all the internees under your supervision at all times.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Training Information Outline

212. Conduct a facility head count.

NOTE:  As a minimum, conduct head counts immediately on the return of all internees from work details and at noonday formations IAW facility SOP.  The facility commander or your supervisor may direct head counts at other times in addition to the minimum requirements. 

wo. Obtain the internee roster from the shift I/R supervisor.

wp. Place a check mark on the internee roster beside the name of each internee who has been excused from the head count.

wq. Conduct a head count of the general internee population in an outside area, if weather permits.

(1) Make sure you have enough guards to control the internees.  If you think you will need more guards, tell the shift I/R supervisor.

(2) Command the internees to "FALL IN."

(a) Form internees into a military formation.

(b) Form one or more ranks, depending on the number of internees.

(c) Form them by cellblocks or by internee status, like platoons.

(3) Count the internees and write down the number present.

(4) In inclement weather, conduct the head count indoors.

(a) Tell the internees to stand by their assigned bunks.

(b) Give the command, "ATTENTION."

(c) Count the internees.

wr. Conduct head count of internees in close confinement.

(1) Tell the senior cellblock guard that you are conducting a facility head count.  Ask him to escort you through the close confinement area or to assign an escort to you.

(2) Count each internee in close confinement and write down the number present.

ws. Check that the count matches the number of confined internees listed on the internee roster.

(1) Count the number of internees you have checked on your roster.

(2) Add that number to the number of internees you counted in the general population and close confinement.

(3) Compare the total to the total number of internees on the roster.

(4) If the counts do not match, contact the shift I/R supervisor.  The supervisor will either conduct, or direct you to conduct, a roll call.

wt. Report the results of the head count to the shift I/R supervisor.  

213. Conduct a roll call.

NOTE:  As a minimum, conduct roll calls at the morning and evening formations.  The facility commander or your supervisor may direct roll calls at other times, in addition to the minimum requirements or the additional requirements listed in your facility SOP.

wu. Obtain the internee roster from the I/R shift supervisor and place a check mark on the roster beside the name of each internee who has been excused from the roll call.

wv. Make sure you have enough guards to control the internees.  If you think you will need more guards, tell the shift I/R supervisor.

ww. Conduct roll call for the general internee population.

(1) Command the internees to, "FALL IN."

(2) Form one or more ranks, depending on the number of internees.

(3) Form them by cellblocks or internee status, like platoons.

(4) Command the internees to, "ABOUT FACE."

(5) Instruct them to--

(a) Remain facing away from you until you call their last name.

(b) Execute an "ABOUT FACE" when you call their last name.  

(c) Answer by calling out their first name and middle initial.

(6) Call out the last name of each internee on your roster.  Look at the internee.  Make sure he answers with his first name and middle initial.

(7) Place a check mark beside the internee's name on the roster when he answers.  Have assisting I/R personnel make sure the internees answer only to their names.  You may also check the photo, name, SSN, and/or register number of each internee's badge.

(8) In inclement weather, conduct the roll call indoors.

(a) Tell the internees to stand by their assigned bunks.

(b) Give the command, "ATTENTION."

(c) Conduct the roll call as in step 2.c. (4) through (7).

wx. Conduct roll call for internees in close confinement.

(1) Tell the senior cellblock guard that you are conducting a facility roll call.  The senior guard will escort you through the close confinement area or assign an escort to you.  He will direct the internees to stand facing away from you, to execute an "ABOUT FACE" when their last name is called, and to answer with their first name and middle initial.

(2) Stop at each cell in the area and call out the internee's last name.  Make sure he does an "ABOUT FACE" and answers by calling out his first name and middle initial.

(3) Have the escort verify the internee's name.

(4) Check off the internee's name on the internee roster before you move to the next cell.

wy. Review the internee roster when you have finished both parts of the roll call.  Make sure every name is checked off.  If any internee is not accounted for, immediately notify the shift I/R supervisor. 

wz. Report the results of the facility roll call to the shift I/R supervisor so he may record it in the facility blotter.

214. Conduct a facility bed check.

NOTE:  As a minimum, bed checks are conducted between taps and midnight and between midnight and reveille.  Bed checks will also be conducted at such times as directed by the facility commander or your supervisor or as directed in the facility SOP.

xa. Check each assigned bunk in the cellblocks and close confinement area to make sure each internee is in bed.  Make sure you actually see skin, not lumps or the shape of a body.  Use your flashlight, if necessary.

xb. Verify the number of internees present with the assigned number that is indicated on the internee roster.

xc. Enter the results of your bed check in the facility blotter or report them to your supervisor so that he can record them in the blotter.  (The facility SOP will specify the procedure you must follow for recording in the facility blotter.)

215. Maintain an internee manning board for your cellblock.  

xd. Be sure each assigned internee's name and cell or bunk assignment is listed on the manning board.

xe. Keep the manning board current by marking it to show where each internee is at all times.

333. Obtain complete information and instructions about the work detail from supervisor.  Information may include things such as--
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xw. What and where the job is.


xx. Names and status of the prisoners assigned to the detail.


xy. Location of required equipment and materials.


xz. Information that would assist in assigning the prisoners to jobs and in maintaining custody and control of the prisoners.


334. Obtain the needed equipment and materials from the sources the supervisor provides.  Check to make sure the equipment is operational and signs for the equipment, if required.
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335. Organize the work detail.
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ya. Learn each prisoner’s name so the name can be associated with the prisoner’s face.


yb. Separate the prisoners by prisoner status.


NOTE:  Do not place a detained prisoner with an adjudged or sentenced (post-trial) prisoner on work details.  (See AR 190-47 which states, “DA Form 3702, Request to Work With and Be Billeted With Sentenced Prisoners,” will not be used for work details.)

yc. Assign duties to each prisoner, as appropriate, based on his status.


(1) Do not assign officer or NCO prisoners jobs that are not done by officers or NCOs who are not prisoners unless the prisoner requests or agrees, in writing to do such work.


(2) Distribute the workload evenly among the prisoners.


(3) Do not give duties which are degrading.


(4) Do not assign duties as a method of punishing or harassing a prisoner.


(5) Do not place prisoners in charge of other prisoners.


(6) Do not allow prisoners to work where they have access to personnel records, narcotics, arms, ammunition, money, drugs, intoxicants, or keys to the facility.


(7) Give prisoners specific instructions on what they are expected to do.


(8) Do not assign prisoners work which is inherently dangerous.


(9) Do not have prisoners perform work which permits association with persons of the opposite sex unless there is close supervision.


(10) Ensure each prisoner is in the appropriate uniform.  (Consider weather conditions and the type of work being done.)


336. Issues each prisoner the equipment and materials he will need to perform his duties.
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CAUTION

Make sure the prisoner is qualified to operate complex equipment before assigning duties and issuing equipment.

337. Maintain accountability and control of the prisoners.
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yd. Move the prisoners to and from the work site in a military formation.


ye. Make periodic head counts of prisoners on details.


yf. Conduct roll call for all discrepancies.


yg. Give rest breaks as needed.  Consider weather conditions, the type of work being done, the progress the prisoners are making, and when you expect the job to be completed.


yh. When there is more than one detail to supervise, check each detail at intervals. Ensure all prisoners are accounted for and that adequate progress is being made.


338. Watch for and immediately correct safety hazards.
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339. Take a head count when work detail is completed.  If count does not match the count on the roster, contact shift I/R supervisor.  (The supervisor will conduct or direct you to conduct a roll call.)
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340. Check equipment to ensure it is returned in the same condition as when it was issued.
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DANGER

Prisoners might use parts from the equipment such as blades, screws, or sharp objects as weapons. They might also use the parts to aid them in an escape.

341. Ensure that all unused materials are turned in.
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342. Report to the supervisor all incidents that occur during the detail.
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343. Prepare an Observation or Disciplinary Report, if required.

CONDITIONS

Given a situation requiring internee escorts and/or intra-facility passes, internees, assistant I/R personnel, and the facility SOP.

STANDARDS

You must ensure that--

219. Custody and control of internees is maintained when internees are escorted or when intra-facility passes are used within the facility.

220. The cellblock guards maintain accountability of all assigned internees.

344. Ensure there are enough guards to escort the internees (Facility SOP will dictate the number of guards required for the number of internees to be escorted).
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345. Ensure that the escort guards clear all internee movements (before the movements take place) with the cellblock guards.
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346. Ensure the guards at the release point log out all internees.

347. Ensure all internees in close confinement are escorted when moving outside their cellblock area.

348. Ensure all individual internees in the general internment population are either escorted or have a facility pass when moving within the facility.
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349. Ensure mass or group movements of internees are in formation, orderly, on time, and well supervised.
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350. Direct escort guards to watch for unusual activity such as internees passing contraband, signs of escape attempts, or disturbances in the facility routine.
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351. Make sure that groups of two or more internees are escorted even when a pass system is used for individual internees.
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NOTE:  A facility may use an intra-facility pass system (passes are locally produced) to let individual internees move without an escort.

352. Supervise the facility pass system.
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yi. Ensure the issue of passes is controlled.


(1) Make sure that passes are not issued to internees who are in administrative segregation, disciplinary segregation, or maximum custody.


(2) Make sure all requests for passes are completely filled out, submitted in advance, and approved by the facility commander or his designated representative.


(3) Ensure the I/R personnel within the facility have an ample supply of passes and that the supply is secured in a locked container or cabinet.


yj. Ensure that each guard who checks the passes notes on each pass, in ink, the time and place where the pass was checked, his name, and rank.  This information must be recorded on the pass at the point of issue and each time the internee--


(1) Passes through a gate or guarded door outside the internee’s immediate quarters or work area.


(2) Is received at a point in the facility.


(3) Leaves an assigned area.


yk. Check to make sure--


(1) All used passes are collected when the internee returns to the starting point.


(2) All used passes are turned in to the administrative section for filing at the end of each shift.


(3) Used passes are retained for 60 days.


353. Takes appropriate action, IAW facility SOP, if an internee using an intra-facility pass, fails to report to his destination or does not return to the point-of-origin in a reasonable amount of time.

CONDITIONS

Given individual internee's medications, internee medication issue registers, medication cabinets and/or dispensary with locks, and a pen.  This task may not be performed in MOPP 4 conditions.

STANDARDS

You must, without error--

221. Issue medication, as prescribed, to each internee identified on the medication register.

222. Correctly complete the medication register.

223. Correctly secure all medication.

224. Report to the shift I/R supervisor after you have completed the medication call.

TRAINING AND EVALUATION

Evaluation Preparation

Setup:  Provide a mock medicine cabinet and/or dispensary, a simulated medication register, simulated medicine, and water.  Have other soldiers play the part of internees.

Brief Soldier:  Instruct the role-players on the actions they are to take.

354. Inventory medication at the beginning of each shift and log it in the medication register.
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355. Issue medication to general population internees.

yl. Check the internee medication issue registers to determine:


(1) Who receives the medicine.


(2) How much of each medicine to issue.


(3) How often you should issue the medicine.


ym. Obtain the medicine from the locked medication cabinet and/or dispensary for those internees who will be given medication during the medication call.  (Get the key to the locked cabinet and/or dispensary from the shift I/R supervisor.  Depending on the size of the facility, the medicine cabinet and/or dispensary may be in a medical clinic or secured to a wall in another area.)


yn. Direct all general population internees who have prescribed medicine to report to the issue point at medication call.


yo. Make sure you give the medicine to the internee for whom it is prescribed and that you give the exact quantity of medication as prescribed.


yp. Watch each internee to make sure he takes it correctly.  If the medicine is to be--


(1) Taken internally, such as a pill or cough syrup, make sure the internee swallows it.  If water should be taken with the medicine, direct him to drink water to wash down the medicine and then, to open his mouth.  Look to be sure his swallowed the medicine.


(2) Used externally, such as an ointment, squeeze the ointment on the internee’s finger, and watch to be sure he applies it, as directed by the physician.


(3) Kept by the internee (this must be directed by a doctor) make sure the container is marked MKIS.  Do not allow the internee to keep excess amounts of any medication without the prescribing doctor’s permission.  For example, if an internee is issued two bottles of Mylanta, he may keep one bottle in his cell.  Keep the other bottle in the medication cabinet until the first is used.  Always obtain the empty container from the internee before issuing him the next bottle.


yq. If an internee refuses to take the medicine, prepare an Observation/ Disciplinary Report and inform your supervisor.


356. Complete the internee medication issue register each time the medicine is issued to include--
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yr. Date the medicine is issued.


ys. Name of the internee who received the medicine.


yt. Name of the medicine.


yu. Time, frequency, and amount to be issued.


yv. Amount of medicine remaining in the container after each dosage is issued.


yw. Signature of I/R personnel who issued the medicine.


yx. Internee’s signature (to show that he received the medicine).


yy. Notations on the register, when the last of the medicine is used, that the medication is terminated due to full usage.


357. Dispose of empty medicine containers and unused medication IAW local SOP.
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358. Issue medicine to close confinement internees after the general population internees are given their medication.
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yz. Obtain the internees’ medication registers.


za. Remove the medicine for the close confinement internees from the medicine cabinet and/or dispensary.  Then lock the cabinet and/or dispensary.


zb. Take both the registers and the medication to the close confinement area.


zc. Issue the medicine as described in performance measures 1.a., 1.b., and 1.d. through 1.f.


359. Complete the internee medication issue register. (repeat step 3).
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360. Place all unused medicines in the medication cabinet and/or dispensary and lock the cabinet and/or dispensary.
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361. Report to the shift I/R supervisor when medication call is completed.  Inform him of any problems that may have occurred.
