Administrative segregation  The close confinement of prisoners, separate from the main prisoner group, for purposes of control, safekeeping, prevention of injuries to the prisoners or to others, or for other administrative purposes.

Individual training  Training that develops the skills of the individual soldier.  This training prepares the soldier to perform specific duties or tasks related to the soldier’s MOS.

Individual training plan  A document prepared when a need for training is noted.  The ITP generally has a narrative description, a milestone schedule, a resource estimate, a resource summary supplement, and a list of ammunition requirements.  The ITP covers a period of eight years.  Dates and resource requirements in the early years can be determined with reasonable accuracy.

Inoperative time  Any period of time during which a prisoner is not entitled to be credited with serving his sentence to confinement.

Integration training  The last phase of initial entry training is skill level 1 tasks provided for new soldiers on arrival in a unit.  Integration training is limited to tasks involving the mission, organization, and equipment of the unit to which the soldier is assigned.  Training materials may be supplied by TRADOC, by troop schools, or by inservice or contract mobile training teams.  But, in all cases the training is supported by the TRADOC school proponent.

Internee  As used in this manual, the term internee refers to U.S. military prisoners, EPW, CI, RP, OD, or DC.

Intractable prisoner  A prisoner who consistently refuses to cooperate with competent authority and who poses a threat to the safety, security, or well being of other prisoners, staff, or the efficient operation of the facility.  Prisoners who are suicidal or destructive may also be considered as intractable.

Suspended sentence  A prisoner is conditionally released from confinement before the termination of a sentence.

Sustainment training  Training and practice to maintain task skills at a required level.  The frequency of training varies with the kind of tasks; the role, location, and personnel of the unit and the desires of the commander.

T & E  Traversing and Elevating.

Task  An act or series of acts performed by a person to produce a product or to achieve a result.  It is the lowest level of action in a job and describes the performance of a meaningful function in a job.  A task has an action that can be specifically stated.  Tasks vary in complexity.  Often what appears to be a very simple task may actually be treated as part of a larger task.  And, what appears to be a complex task may be broken into two or more component tasks.  A group of tasks go together to perform a job or duty position.

Task condition  Descriptions of the materials and equipment, physical setting, and special environment conditions, if any, needed to do a given task.

Task standard  A statement of how well, completely, or accurately a soldier must perform a process or produce a product.  The standard reflects task requirements on the job.  If it is a product standard, it is in terms of accuracy, tolerance, completeness, format, clarity, errors, or quantity.  If it is a process standard, it is in terms of sequence, completeness, accuracy, or speed.  Both product and process must be able to be seen and measured.
