Pentagon Computer Malfunction

WALTER CRONKITE: For the
second time in seven months, a
computer malfunction at the
nation's missile warning center
recently indicated that the
United States was under attack
by the Soviet Union. Last Nov-
ember's false alarm lasted six

minutes. This week's was half
as long. ke Pappas reports.
IKE PAPPAS: Deep inside a

mountain near Colorado Springs,
Colorado, the North American
Alr Defense Command keeps track
of Soviet missile launches by
way of satetlite linked to an
elaborate computer network.
Early Tuesday, the NORAD computer
flashed a warning that the
United States was under nuclear
attack by the Soviet Union.
American strategic bombers
and missiles immediately wen¥T
on stepped-up alert. Three
minutes later, the alert was
cancelled, however, when it was
discovered that technical prob-
lems in the computer system had
caused another false alarm. No
bombers were launched, but one
radar plane did take off from
Hawaii. Neither Defense Sec-
retary Harold Brown nor Pres-
ident Tarter was informed of

the latest incident. Brown
telling reporters on Capitol
Hiil that such false alarms
occur from time to time.

Middie East Situation Update

CRONKITE: lsraeli troops
today attacked Palestinian guer-
rilta bases near the Lebanese port
town of Sidoen. The military com-
mand said several guerrillas were
kilted or wounded.

Israeli troops also were ac-
tive in the occupied West Bank,
on alert for reprisals for this
week's car-bomb attack that maimed
two Palestinian mayors.***

iranian Hostage Release Plan

CRONKITE: lranian President
Bani-Sadr reportedly has come up
with a three-point plan to end
the protracted iran hostage crisis.
But because the plan does not call
for the return of the deposed Shah,
as demanded by the hard-line Is-
lamic fundamentalists, it's not
clear whether Ayatollah Khomeini,
+he final authority, would accep?t
it.

According to Iran's official
news agency, the plan calls for an
end of US support for the Shah's
exiled family, guarantees that fhe
United States would complefe pro-
jects in tram; and provide spare
parts for US equipment, presumably
including military equipment, and
assurances that the United States
would not interfere in lran's af-
fairs.

Another report, in the -Boston
Giobe, said that show trials for
some of the American hostages
would lead to a resolution of The
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crisis and safe return of
them all.

He was commenting on remarks at
the State Department which poin-
ted out tThat Washington was no
longer foliowing an evenhanded
policy towards the two Communist
capitals,

NORAD Alert

FRANK REYNOLDS: It was dis~-
closed today that earlier this
week, for a few anxious minutes,
there were indications that Sov-
iet technology was being used
in a rather more sinister way.
But it soon became evident the
probltem was with American tech-
nology. Pentagon .correspondent
John McWethy has the story.

JOHN MCWETHY: Before dawn
on Tuesday morning, computers at
the Strategic Air Command Center
in Omaha, Nebraska sounded an
alert: an ICBM atfack from the

Soviet Union and ifs submarines
had been faunched. In response,
readiness of America's missile
force was increased, and B-52 and
F-111 bombers carrying nuclear
weapons were scrambled. Pilots
were in the planes,with engines
running, before The alert was
called off. it was a faise alarm,
it tfurned out, generated by the
computer. It took three minutes
to verify by satellite that no
Russian attack had been l|aunched,
and another 20 minutes to fully
call off the alert.

This is the second such false
alarm in this system [n seven
months, a source of growing con-
cern here at the Pentagon, where
the margain of error is measured
in minutes, and mistakes, if not
detected early, could touch off
a nuclear war.

JENNINGS: = Israeli -forces,
before dawn, once agaln attacked
south Lebanon.
