(})"Secretary Weinberger has approved a trip to India and
Pakistan, in conjunction with his travel to China and stops in
Cairo, Rome, and Frankfurt.

he GOI believes that if SecDef sees India and learns its point

as well as other key MOD officials who are influential decision-
makers on daily issues. A key objective for this visit to India
will be to communicate clearly the U.S. point of view on
important regional issues, traditionally a formidable task given
the amount of disinformation appearing frequently in the Indian
press.

Additionally, SecDef should remind the GOP of our
nuclear non-proliferation concerns in South Asia and the
seriousness with which we would regard development of a
Pakistani nuclear weapons capability. This visit will provide
an opportunity to seek a GOP commitment to improve military
cooperation, consistent with initiatives tabled during recent
Consultative Group (CG) discussions. Air defense against the
increased number of intrusions from Afghanistan may figure
prominently in discussions. Additionally, SecDef will co-chair
the closing session of the Consultative Group and should urge
the GOP to develop and share with us its procurement plans for
the follow-on FMS program beginning in FY 1988. During the
visit, the Pakistanis may look for commitments on releasing
tanker modifications for Boeing 707s and on expediting the
results of the joint AEW study group scheduled to wrap up later
this fall. Other air defense issues, particularly the STINGER
experiences, are likely to be raised.

Discussions will focus on important bilateral, regional, and global issues of
mutual interest. The Secretary's schedule will also include an inspection of
Indian defense facilities. This will be the first visit to India by a Secretary of
