ATTACKS ON ELVIS

There seems to be no rest for El­
vis Presley. Even in death, he is still 
a victim of fame and fortune, of un­
merciful attacks that are blatantly 
indifferent to the pain and suffering 
of his family. The agony of the past 
24 months—ever since Elvis was 
found dying in his private bathroom 
at Graceland—has taken a heavy 
toll on the entire Presley clan, 
but most noticeably on his father, 
Vernon, who has been twice hos­
pitalized in Memphis with heart 
trouble. He, as well as Elvis’ other 
surviving relatives, are terribly dis­
traught over the schemes of out­
siders who have been preying on 
Elvis’ memory for the last two years. 
Then, of course, there is Lisa Marie, 
Elvis’ only child and the love of his 
life. The attacks have virtually forced 
her and her mother, Priscilla, to live 
a life shrouded in secrecy.

During the early period of grief, 
Elvis’ family chose to ignore and 
dismiss the wretched people who 
thoughtlessly took advantage of the 
sorrowful time. The loss of Elvis was 
so immense that there was little 
emotional strength left to fight back.

The first of many, the attacks con­

tinued with the advent of Elvis imper­
sonators, who even today continue to 
thrive on the vulnerability of a curious 
public. Roddy McDowell, for one, uses 
his impression as part of his own 
successful country-and-western singing 
act. Others, though, tour the country, 
sometimes appearing within walking dis­
tance of the Las Vegas Hilton, where 
Elvis became a legend, and profess 
adulation for the King. They simply per­
form his songs and make no effort what­
soever to establish a career on their own.

Meanwhile, Vernon’s second wife, who 
knew Elvis only a short time, plans to 
have her own book published, as does a 
secretary who worked at the Graceland 
offices. Of course, not all that is printed is 
disrespectful. But, even so, little of 
it is done with the Presley family’s 
knowledge.

Elvis’ life is also being theatrically 
chronicled for both the small and big

screens. Dick Clark’s made-for-TV 
presentation, Elvis, starring Kurt Russell, 
took a whole year to produce and, aside 
from the assistance of Charley Hodge, 
one of Elvis’ old back-up musicians, no 
member of the immediate family was 
ever consulted. Colonel Tom Parker call­
ed his portrayal in the film “a bit far­
fetched” , while Pris only said that it was 
“okay” .

Currently, three additional films are 
being prepared, all of which will sup­
posedly tell Elvis’ true life story. One 
features Sylvester Stallone’s brother, 
Frankie, as Elvis. Frankie is, at least, a 
professional singer, but it is a distinct 
possibility at this point that Colonel Tom 
Parker’s version will star Sly Stallone 
himself, despite the fact that the actor 
couldn’t carry a tune even if his life 
depended on it. And Ginger Alden, Elvis’ 
last girlfriend, is workingin conjunction 
with Ed Parker, Elvis’ former karate 
instructor, on a third film biography.

Erik Estrada makes no secret of the fact that he 
enjoys the limelight and the publicity that has 
come his way as a result of his lifestyle and his 
part on TV’s CHiPs. As he puts it: “ It’s a struggle 
out there—a battle—and baby, no one is going to 
look out for you, but you. I mean, if you don’t get 
out there and toot your own horn, who will?”

To be sure, Erik has been a 
bit unorthodox in his means of promoting the 
series and himself. But, no one can argue the fact 
that his efforts have brought results.

Still, as much a public figure as Erik is, he 
nevertheless cherishes his private moments, 
those few hours when he is a homebody and 
has no one for company but himself while he 
studies a new script, catches a favorite program 
on the tube or slips out of town to his own special 
hideaway. Likewise, there are facets of his life 
that he prefers not to talk about, that he feels is 
nobody else’s business. /continued on[page 52

bet! And, they haven’t been so secretive about it 
either! Recently, they’ve been seen dining in a se­
cluded corner of Joe Allen’s, a famous Los Angeles 
eaterie, holding hands and whispering sweet noth­
ings into each other’s ears, and dancing up a storm 
at quite a few Hollywood parties. Why, he’s even 
visited her on the Mork And Mindy set and one 
anonymous source claims to have spotted him enter­
ing Pam’s apartment one night.

The perplexing part of the situation, though, is 
that neither Pam nor Chris is saying anything about 
their relationship—not even a “ No comment” here 
and there.

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much shows up quickly.” Actually, 
though, her extra poundage fit the 
part perfectly. But, Donna was never­
theless determined not to always 
be a chubette and have to play 
character roles because she was 
so heavy.

Donna first became aware of her 
problem while she was attending 
The American Academy of Dramatic 
Arts in New York City. “ I resembled 
a tank,” she admits. “ It was the most 
I ever weighed.

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Ever since the cancellation of Kotter, the entire cast—and, most especially, the 
Sweathogs—have been busy with other projects: Robert Hegyes has just completed 
Maui, his first major motion picture; Ron Palillo is currently doing some Shakes­
pearian theater in Connecticut; Larry Jacobs is starring in / Love My Wife on 
the Broadway stage; and John Travolta is working on Urban Cowboy, his latest film.

When Kotter first came on the tube a few seasons 
back, Robert Hegyes acquired a certain image. As 
Gabe Kaplan recalls his original conception of Epstein, 
he was “ the kid voted most likely to take a life.” The 
character was softened, but still, the TV-viewing audi­
ence saw Hegyes as the tough guy, ready to settle any­
thing and everything with his fists. Out on the streets, 
people approached him as if he were Epstein. He was 
locked into the character almost immediately.

Very shortly, though, Bob Hegyes’ devoted fans will 
see him in a role that’s a big departure from Epstein. 
It’s a role Bobby has been waiting for a long time, his 
first in a major film. And ironically, this role has created 
as much controversy as Kotter did. “The show was in 
trouble from the start,” Bobby remembers. “Affiliates 
were worried about a series that seemed to glorify a 
bunch of disrespectful kids. Some schools were boiling 
then; we were too close to reality.” So, rather than pre­
sent Kotter as a sort of Blackboard Jungle played for 
laughs, the emphasis was switched. The deliquent as­
pect of these kids would be kept in the realm of the 
zany, not the criminal.

A show like Kotter had to be cautious. After all,

when the majority of your audience is virtually under 
21, you have to be careful about the sort of stands you 
take. Kids who idolize TV actors are apt to emulate 
them and the more anti-social their behavior, the more 
drastic the consequences. Now, though, there’s an 
even bigger problem with Bobby’s new role. It’s in a 
love story called Maui, filmed, of course, in Hawaii 
and, in one scene, his fans will get to see more of him 
than they ever could have hoped for.

“ In the scene,” Bobby explains, “ I’m a kid who is so 
excited to see the ocean that as I run down to the beach 
I take off all my clothes and jump into the ocean. It’s a 
beautiful shot.

“ No one on Kotter,” he continues, “ knows about the 
nude scene yet and I don’t foresee any problems.” 
There was, however, because of Kotter’s appeal to 
teens, an indecency clause in Bob’s contract that 
forbade him to do anything that might reflect poorly 
on his TV image. That’s simply a way for a show’s 
creators to keep tabs on their actors. If you have a suc­
cessful series and then one of your featured per­
formers is involved in a front page scandal, you’ll

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Marion Ross has been a popular tele­
vision favorite largely due to her role as 
mother hen on Happy Days. She smiles. 
She laughs. She’s absolutely charming. 
And, that’s the way she comes off in 
person as well. To look at her, you’d 
never think that there was a sad time in 
her life. But, indeed, there weren’t only 
“ happy days” and Marion can now talk 
candidly about them.

It was about ten years ago, before there 
was a show boasting the likes of the Fonz 
and the rest of the boys in their fifties’ 
dress. Her career was in the doldrums 
and, even worse, her marriage was going 
down the drain.

“ I didn’t know what to do,” she honestly 
admits. “ I stopped everything in my life 
and just sat there stewing.”

All Marion could do was to stay at 
home, look out on the garden, read the 
Bible, think about her fate and wait, hop­
ing that something would happen. But, 
nothing did. So, days passed into months. 
Months changed into seasons. Still, noth­
ing—except the slow building of an all-

encompassing depression about being at 
the crossroads of one’s life and not know­
ing which way to turn.

“ Looking back on it,” she says with a 
smile on her face, “ I can tell you that that 
time was necessary. You cannot have a 
life of constant highs. You’ve got to be 
prepared for a dip every now and then.”

But, it hasn’t been easy keeping it all 
under wraps because so much of what 
he does is scrutinized by the very at­
tention he’s created. He does it simply 
because he wants to and not for the sake 
of capturing another headline.

Specifically, it's his concern and com­
passion for young people who are enter­
ing young adulthood with their emotions 
strung out by fear, depression and dis­
crimination. Tempted by the pitfalls of 
their environment, where drugs and 
crime are an every day part of their ex­
istence, Erik knows all too well the ob­
stacles they face, for he too is a product 
of the ghetto.

“You learn how to stand on your own 
two feet under those circumstances, but 
you do suffer somewhat,” Erik explains. 
“ I mean, the streets are beautiful and 
I wouldn’t change anything about my 
past, really, except that I would have 
gone to college. A year or two, if it had 
been possible. But, I have no regrets 
as far as where I came from and who I 
am as a result goes.

“ Now, that’s not always been true, of 
course,” he admits. “There was a time 
when I begrudged the fact that I was 
a street-educated kid with a limited 
education. When I first got started in 
this business, it was an effort for me to 
overcome that ‘angry young latin’ re­
putation.”

Because, however, he was able to 
shove all that aside, Erik finally surfaced 
as a true personality and became some­
one to be reckoned with—not only in 
the film community, but in the very en­
vironment which is now his past, too. 
As a result, without a lot of fanfare and 
with the utmost sincerity, Erik shares 
what he’s learned with underprivileged 
youngsters, many of whom look up to 
him with affectionate admiration.

“ I tell them not to look up to me— 
that’s number one—because I am not 
above them, nor are they below me. 
We are equal. Physically, I might be 
taller, but I’m no better than they are. 
And, I’m not bigger than they are inside 
here,” he says, tapping his chest.

“See,” he continues, “ people think you 
get hurt by other people. Well, you don’t! 
You don’t get hurt by other people 
unless you let them hurt you. The only 
way somebody else can hurt you is 
physically. Emotionally, if you walk 
around with your feelings on your shoul­
der, you’ll get hurt. Or, you can get hurt 
by having a fear of failure. This is 
especially true if your self-image isn’t 
what it should be.

"As it happens,” Erik adds, “a lot of 
people misuse the word minority. Par­
ents talk about being part of a minority 
and their kids hear that. Well, first of 
all, the color of your skin has absolutely

nothing to do with being a so-called 
minority. You can feel that way simply 
because you’re not a jock or because 
you’re not a member of the ‘in’ crowd.

“ But, what I tell the kids I meet, who 
are latins or blacks or whatever, is to 
forget the word minority,” he enthuses. 
“ Forget ever having heard it, no matter 
in what way it’s been used. Just go out 
and seek what you want out of life. Don’t 
think of yourself as a minority and don’t 
let other people say you are. Don’t even 
acknowledge it. Know the word and 
what it means, but don’t pay attention 
to it. Go for what you want! Just do it!”

Erik leans forward, gesturing with 
both his hands to make his point.

“The thing of it is, anybody who lives 
in or who is from a deprived environ­
ment is generally called a minority and 
has a tendency to think that way. And, 
if they do, they’re going to stay that way. 
But, why should anyone be a part of 
what the masses say you are or what 
people think you are? Why start out 
your adult life with that kind of limitation 
implanted firmly in your life, your at­
titudes and your thoughts? Just be your­
self. You don’t need to be anything 
but what you are inside, what you want 
and what you really feel.

"And, this isn’t restricted to someone 
who happens to be latin and grew up 
in the ghetto as I did. Why, if you wear 
glasses and do well in school, if you’re 
a ‘brain’ scholastically, that makes you a 
minority by most social standards. Or, 
if you haven’t got athletic ability, then 
you’re not a part of that particular 
crowd and that puts you in the minority. 
In other words, minority doesn’t only 
apply to the color of your skin or your 
religious preference. That’s what hap­
pens all too often, but the point is: if 
someone of high intelligence isn't kept 
from advancing, even as a ‘minority’, 
then why should someone be restricted 
just because he or she is latin, black 
or oriental? You see, there’s nothing 
to truly support such an attitude!” *

Erik’s advice to youngsters who live 
in the impoverished neighborhoods of 
the cities he visits is sound and the kids 
quite naturally listen to their TV hero. 
From all indications, too, they com­
prehend his message.

“ I’m not preaching,” Erik insists. “ Nor 
am I out there on a crusade of any kind. 
So, don’t interpret what I say or do as 
anything more than being a friend to 
these kids when they ask me something.
I mean, I’m not going to jive them by 
telling them that black is beautiful, latin 
is lovely or some such thing. I just 
think that since I’m in a position where 
kids will listen to me and absorb what I 
say, then I should offer them something 
that has some substance. I don’t want 
to just tell them about my favorite 
foods, favorite colors and things of that 
nature. Sure, if they want to know, I tell 
them. But I want to encourage them to 
admire themselves, to trust themselves

and to trust others as well. No matter 
what endeavor you have in your life, 
you’ve got to believe in yourself.

than fright, is the ultimate Prince of Dark­
ness.

As Frank portrayed him, the Count was 
no ordinary vampire. Night after night, 
every female in the theater wished that 
she was on the stage about to be bitten 
by this dynamic demon. He was charis­
matic. Everyone was enthralled at each 
performance. So much so, in fact, that 
he not only won over the hearts of the 
fans, but important Hollywood producers 
as well. They know a hit when they see 
one. And so, with dollar signs flashing 
in their eyes, signed Frank on to make

the all-new, movie version of Dracula. 
He was sorry to leave the play, since 
it was a gigantic hit and had made him a 
hot matinee idol. But, he was overjoyed 
to finally be getting his big chance in the 
movies, a medium which would intro­
duce him to an infinitely greater number 
of people.

By breathing new life into the tired, 
old veins of the legendary character, 
Frank helped to revive the supernatural 
thriller on the stage.

At the age of 16, he 
would slip out of the house, take a bus 
to Times Square and comb the record 
stores for John Gielgud albums to help 
him get rid of his New Jersey accent. 
He had decided to become an actor. 
Yet, if anyone had told him he would 
one day become famous as Count 
Dracula, he would have laughed right 
in his or her face. His lifelong ambition 
always was—and still is—to be a Shake­
spearian actor and perform the classics. 
He is trained in this art and has studied 
long and hard to take the stage as 
Hamlet. His acting career, he feels, 
would be complete, if he could get the 
chance to follow in the footsteps of 
his idol, Laurence Olivier.

So how, you ask, did Frank end up 
as Dracula instead of Hamlet? The 
answer is pretty simple. There’s not 
much work for a starving actor, unless 
he’s willing to take on any part in order 
to pay the rent, buy food and get him­
self some exposure. Therefore, Frank 
was more or less forced into it. He ap­
peared in a few movies, plays and TV 
shows and the critics noticed him, ac­
claiming he was a fine actor and quite 
goodlooking. But, for the most part, he 
remained obscure.

Then, just when he was hoping for a 
break and beginning to wonder whether 
or not all of the hard work would pay­
off, it happened. Some smart Broadway 
producer got the idea to make Dracula 
into a play. Apparently, he had seen 
Frank’s previous efforts and was im­
pressed by them. He approached Frank 
and when the actor was satisfied that he 
could play the role the way he wanted, he 
agreed. It was the best decision he ever 
made. Excuse the pun, but Frank had 
finally landed a role that he could really 
sink his teeth into.

In doing both the stage and movie 
version of Dracula, Frank is taking quite 
a risk. The public may too readily identify 
him with the character and not go to see 
him in another role. Producers might 
also think twice before offering him any­
thing else. But, it certainly would have 
been foolish for Frank not to capitalize 
on this, the biggest break yet. Still, the 
odds are on his side and he is too fine 
an actor to let himself be typecast.

For those of you who were unable to 
see Dracula on Broadway, you can now 
catch Frank on the screen. He is working 
hard, but is enjoying the good times 
besides. He likes being famous. For 
Frank, all of the sudden adoration is 
better than—well—biting a lovely lady on 
her neck, for instance. □

only trouble was, though^’ Donna con­
fides, “ that I love food.” But, because 
she really wanted to make it big in 
Hollywood, Donna cut out all junk 
foods. “ I guess I went through almost 
every diet imaginable," she says. “Then, 
I began combining features of some of 
them, such as Weight Watchers and the 
protein diet. I’m now around one 
hundred and twelve pounds. Eventually, 
I want to get down to one hundred 
and five.”

Her series, Angie, 
is one of the biggest hits of the year and 
Donna is enjoying herself immensely, 
although she is the first to admit that it 
all took her by complete surprise. “ I 
had no idea it was going to explode like 
this!" she exclaims. “ It happened so 
fast and furiously.

I 
won’t take a job, even for a zillion 
dollars, if I don’t like the work. I’m going 
through a very happy period in my life 
right now.”

viewers. Most parents just wouldn’t 
want their children watching a show 
with "that actor” .

With the cancellation of Kotter, though, 
that problem’s been solved. Further­
more, this is 1979 and films reflect 
society as it is. If a scene is done in good 
taste and nudity is essential to conveying 
the story line, then there usually isn’t 
any trouble. Bobby, nevertheless, did 
give the scene great thought. "After talk­
ing it over with the producer and di­
rector,” he reflects, “we decided to do 
it anyway.”

The role itself is a big break for 
Bobby. Seeing John Travolta make 
such a big splash in films, Bobby na­
turally felt that he was next in line to 
make the transition. After all, Epstein’s 
mail at ABC was second only to Bar- 
barino’s. He wanted to branch out. As 
it was, Bobby had already directed 
several episodes of Kotter and even 
wrote the script for one. But, making 
films is the real measure of success in 
Hollywood. Getting that first role, how­
ever, was not an easy task. The two 
months Bobby spent on location in 
Hawaii reads like The Perils Of Pauline. 
The set was plagued by near-miss ac­
cidents, illness and a frightening island 
mysticism that made everyone as­
sociated with the film afraid for their 
lives.

“Call it black magic, voodoo or what­
ever you like,” Bob said at the time, 
“ but there’s a force here trying to drive 
us out.” Bob was referring to a religious 
colony on the island that he had come 
in contact with during a hitchhiking tour 
of the area. A primitive tribe, they lived 
in tree houses and closeby was a valley 
they believed to be the heart of the 
earth. “They told me," Bobby remem­
bers, “that they didn’t want this movie 
to be made. They told me they were 
mystics who had come to the island 
because it was a magic place, a religious 
place. On the mountain in the valley, 
they said intergalactic travelers had 
landed many times in spaceships. To 
them, it was a holy place.” Apparently, 
this religious cult believed that filming 
on the island was a desecration of holy 
ground. Perhaps, too, they felt that far 
too much attention would be focused on 
the area, bringing curiosity seekers 
from all over.

At any rate, Bobby thought little of 
their veiled threats—at least until things 
began to happen. The movie required 
quite a few stunts, most of them rather 
predictable, but leaving little margin 
for error. Yet, one by one, they all went 
wrong, bringing near tragedy each time.

“We were practicing a simple stunt,” 
Bobby recalls of the second day of film­
ing, "one that I’d done several times. 
Then, we went to film it. I jumped out of

the car on cue and ran straight into a 
piece of rusted metal. It sliced up my 
hand, slashed my wrist—I couldn’t be­
lieve it. I was rushed to the emergency 
room for shots and stitches. All that 
time, I was thinking: ‘I didn’t see that 
metal on the practice takes. This doesn’t 
make any sense.’

“A few days later,” he continues, “we 
were shooting a simple motorcycle stunt. 
The cameras started rolling and I was 
doing fine, until the throttle cables on 
the bike suddenly jammed.” This re­
sulted in even further injury for Bobby 
when he smashed into the side of a 
building.

One accident after the other was 
enough to keep cast and crew constantly 
on edge and in fear for their safety. 
During a speedboat chase scene, the 
tide suddenly went out, leaving one 
boat grounded on a sand bar and the 
other nearly missing a collision with it. 
An airplane stunt brought Bobby within 
feet and seconds of being cut to pieces 
by the propeller of another plane.

Co-star Lisa Hartman was also af­
fected by the strange happenings. 
First, she started feeling weak and 
easily fatigued during the filming. Then, 
she was troubled by pains in her side. 
One night, the pain became so severe 
that, alone in her hotel room, all she 
could think to do was scream, hoping 
that Bobby, whose room was down the 
hall, would run to her aid. He rushed 
her to the hospital, where they dis­
covered that she had such a bad kidney 
infection, if it had progressed further, 
might well have been fatal.

Putting two and two together, Bobby 
began to think about the warning he 
had received. “This island belongs to 
us,” they had told him. “We don’t want 
this film to be made. We want you and 
your people to leave here now.” So that, 
what could have been two months of 
sheer paradise for Bobby, shooting on 
a beautiful tropical island, turned into a 
living nightmare. Needless to say, his 
overwhelming feeling on departure was 
relief.

However, the problems Bob faced 
during filming will fade quickly once 
the movie is released, for it is his first 
big step career-wise since Kotter. Like 
John Travolta, Bobby could very well 
become a superstar. He certainly has 
the same kind of appeal and audiences 
will undoubtedly be seeing a lot more 
of him. Bobby’s dream has always been 
to get involved in all phases of film- 
making—from acting, to camera work, to 
producing and directing. With Maui, 
his dream is finally becoming a reality. □

“You should have seen me. I was re­
hearsing the play in San Diego and then 
I would have to get back to Los Angeles 
to shoot the TV show. It meant renting 
cars and the like, but I did it.”

Marion sheepishly confesses that she 
never expected the series to run.

“ I’m a very skeptical person to begin 
with,” she explains. “ But, after three 
years of doing the show, one guest star 
came over to me and asked when I was 
going to move into my dressing-room. 
The walls were completely bare, if you

can believe that. I was always ready for 
the show to be cancelled. But, I must 
say, we were all that way. I guess we’re 
really a rather conservative group of 
actors. But, in this business, you have 
to be. As soon as you buy the new 
house, you know your show is going to 
get the axe.

“An actor has to plan financially,” 
she offers further. “You can make a 
living, but you have to be patient. A big 
star—a really big star—only lasts a few 
years. The rest of us hang in there.”

Certainly, Happy Days proves that 
Marion is capable of more than that. 
And, it has been a source of constant 
joy to her.

“ I’m nostalgic for the show already,”
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she comments. ‘‘Many times, when I’m 
on the set and something wonderful 
happens, I’ll say to myself, ‘Lock this 
moment. Remember it always’.”

Of the supporting cast, she has only 
the nicest and kindest words to say. 
Henry Winkler is “one of the finest 
actors." Anson Williams is “one of the 
dearest and sweetest boys.” Donny Most 
is “going to be a big star.” Ron 
Howard “ is like my own son. We sit to­
gether and confide in each other. I am 
just so fortunate to be working with the 
likes of these actors. They’re so won­
derful. All of them.”

And, Marion knows whereof she 
speaks. She began her career many 
moons ago, when she was featured in 
the early television series, Life With 
Father, starring Leon Ames. She was 
going to move to New York to study in 
the theater, but couldn’t imagine her­
self in a one-room flat hardly able to 
make ends meet.

“ I wanted to live nice,” she states. 
“So, I stayed in California. I wanted it 
all—dogs, cats, a garden, a husband 
and kids. And, I got it, too.”

Because she had a family, however, 
Marion didn’t really go out of her 
way to find work. Whatever came 
along, she accepted, but her family 
always came first.

Marion’s own childhood was a happy 
one. Her mother never hesitated to en­
courage her daughter and impressed 
upon her the value of doing and being. 
The world was hers for the asking and 
she could be anything she wanted to be, 
if she wanted it badly enough. So, 
when as a teenager, she became en­
chanted with the theater, Marion de­
cided to become an actress. That was 
something special. And, being an actress, 
she could be lots of other things, too— 
a doctor in Africa, a Swedish princess, 
a mother, a prisoner .. . The list was 
virtually endless.

Marion’s major concern these days is 
for her son and daughter. They are both 
of college age and old enough to be on 
their own. Still and all, mother worries. 
“ But, I’m not the type to coddle them,” 
Marion adds. “They do their own laundry. 
They can be inventive and fend for 
themselves at dinnertime. They’re in­
dependent, but they know that if they 
need me, I’m there.”

Marion Ross may soon have to face 
yet another crossroads. She realizes that 
her hit show may not stay that way 
much longer. Such things do eventually 
come to a halt. So, when Happy Days 
goes into re-runs and television history, 
Marion will be left with nothing more 
than fond memories. Perhaps those 
days of nothingness will return once 
again, before she’s had a chance to 
prepare herself for the next exciting 
period in her life. But, there’s no deny­
ing that an actress and, most important­
ly, a woman like her will go on, and on, 
and on . . .  . □

time to practice and tour with the group.
Because both Scott and Willie are 

actors and singers who appeal to the 
same age group, there is a built-in 
competition. But, that certainly doesn’t 
explain a feud. There is, however, 
one other possibility—pressure—pres­
sure from work, pressure from the 
studio, pressure from fans, and then, 
the added pressure Willie has on the 
set of Eight Is Enough. Although it 
wasn’t publicized, Willie was being ter­
rorized by a madman at one point. This 
person, a stranger Willie had never met 
before, was stalking him. "It was spooky,” 
Willie admits. "I had trouble sleeping at 
night. Whenever I heard a noise, I 
would start wondering what caused it.”

Naturally, Willie was so concerned 
about his and his family’s safety that he 
taught his mother how to use a shotgun. 
The studio was equally upset and 
hired detectives to guard the Aames’

homestead, but it was actually a mem­
ber of the Eight Is Enough crew who 
finally intercepted the stranger. One 
day, the show’s hairdresser caught the 
man and took him to another part of 
the set to question him. The man told 
all sorts of stories—none of which 
turned out to be true—but afterwards, 
the phone calls, letters and everything 
else stopped. It lasted three weeks 
and Willie, to be sure, will never forget 
them.

Perhaps this incident made Willie a 
bit standoffish. Maybe he would just 
prefer to surround himself with friends 
he grew up with, rather than join the 
Hollywood scene. Whatever it was, as 
things now stand, there’s little chance 
of Willie and Scott ever appearing on 
the same show. But, who’s to say what 
will happen in the future? This may just 
be a phase the two young men are going 
through. May be not. Either way, they 
have to live their lives as they see fit 
and nobody can do anything about it— 
except wish them luck. □

as Sombrero, Fiesta and Neptune’s 
Daughter. Inevitably, they starred Esther 
Williams or Ann Miller and, after a time, 
it was not with such a pleasing disposi­
tion that Ricardo realized he would 
never be given the chance to play a juicy 
role. “ I am Mexican,” he admits, “and the 
producers had no imagination. But, it 
has come to pass. When I used to see 
some of those films on television, I 
would look away, embarrassed by their 
naivete. But now, I can accept them for 
what they provided. It’s not so painful 
anymore.”

Ricardo did have a few serious roles 
in such films as Sayonara, but most of 
his scenes in that motion picture ended 
up on the cutting room floor. He also 
found his way onto the Broadway stage, 
with parts in several musicals, including 
Seventh Heaven with Gloria De Haven 
and Jamaica with Lena Horne, and is 
particularly proud of an appearance in 
George Bernard Shaw’s Don Juan. How­
ever, the roles eventually became fewer 
and fewer. There were times, in fact, 
when the actor was playing in vehicles 
that were embarrassingly slight.

“ But, I never turned work down," he 
adds. "Years before, an actor friend of 
mine, Jerry Hersholt, told me never to 
walk away from a role. An actor is not 
an actor unless he’s working, he said. 
I heeded his advice. Consequently, I 
accepted parts that others would have 
easily said ‘no’ to. Once, I took on an 
offer to play a small scene that a friend 
of mine had refused. He could not be­
lieve it. But, I am working today and 
he isn’t.

“ I love acting and I love waking up 
early in the morning and going off to do 
a day’s work. I am always there prompt­
ly. I am very professional and give 
producers and directors an easy time 
of it. I’ve seen too many actors exhibit 
their difficulties before the cameras. I 
will not do that. I want to be an actor 
until my dying breath.”

Ricardo confesses that he really en­
joys working on Fantasy Island, most 
especially because it affords him the 
opportunity of acting with his co-star 
Herve. "I like the man and I’m never 
aware of his size. You talk with him and 
you know what a big man he is,” he 
praises.

Ricardo says he never expected the 
series to run and the network was 
equally happy to see how audiences 
responded to the show. “We have a good 
chemistry, Herve and I,” Ricardo con­
tinues. “We are both disciplined actors."

“ My religion has given me a sense of 
discipline, which has not only carried 
over to my work, but to my marriage 
and family as well. It has made my mar­
riage last. I am not a saint, but I try 
to follow the precepts of my religion, 
for they guide me as an actor, husband,

father, friend, man, human being.” 
Ricardo Montalban is one of the few 

actors who has managed to maintain 
a scrupulous reputation. The scandal 
sheets have let him be, for he’s never 
given anyone any ammunition to ques­
tion his lifestyle. He looks younger 
than his years—more dashing, more 
alive. He lives by his words and can 
approach another person with kindness, 
respect and unpretentiousness that is 
not all that common among celebrities 
of his caliber. He is, indeed, the survivor 
he claims. □
