AN INDEX TO

SCARLET ADVENTURESS

AND

MODERN ADVENTURESS

Some Notes About The Index:

Scarlet Adventuress has previously been partially indexed in Cook and Miller's mammoth and valuable index, Mystery, Detective, and Espionage Fiction.  Cook and Miller list authors and story titles for 8 issues in total, but they misidentify the dates of 2 issues indexed therein.  The following index fully indexes 14 issues (with lead characters) and partially indexes 2 other issues (the listing for each such issue indicates my source).  Additionally, Scarlet Adventuress was temporarily retitled Modern Adventuress, beginning with the March 1937 issue.  The magazine appeared as Modern Adventuress for 4 issues, through September 1937, when the title changed back to Scarlet Adventuress with the November 1937 issue.  Modern Adventuress is indexed below as well, for a total of 18 issues fully indexed and 2 issues partially indexed.  My best guess is that there were 25-26 issues in the total run; if anyone can provide further information on issues I am missing information on, please send it along!

The editors of Scarlet Adventuress weren’t too careful about letting slight discrepancies slip into the titles of stories or the names of authors.  Stories and authors are often listed slightly differently depending on whether you're looking at the cover, the table of contents or the interior of the magazine.  For the listings below, if two of the three listings agreed, I have used those names; if not, I have used the titles and author names as listed in the table of contents.  The exceptions to this are Edmund D. Kyle, who appears on the July 1935 table of contents as Edmund O. Kyle, but appears in the interior and in later issues under the former name, and Eileen Kimbal, who appears as Aileen Kimbal on the table of contents for the May 1936 issue but is listed as Eileen in the interior.

Volumes and numbers are guesses until November 1936 (v2#1), which is the first time they are listed in the magazines themselves.  Both the November 1936 and November 1937 issues of Scarlet Adventuress are labeled volume 2, number 1, which makes some sense due to the title change to Modern Adventuress in 1937.  With the title change, the volume numbers were reset, so that the March 1937 issue of Modern Adventuress is labeled volume 1, number 1 and the final issue under that title is September 1937 (v1#4).  With the November 1937 issue the title changed back to Scarlet Adventuress and becomes volume 2, number 1.
