The volume of Soviet radio conunent on Korea continues t o  decline sharply and 
Soviet broadcasters replace reports of m i l j  tary operations with accounts 
of partj.san aot ivi t ies  and with emphasis on Soviet-Korean friendship. 
1Jorth Korean attacks near IIambung me reported only vaguely 88 Itdefensive 
battles1' which halted the enew advance; these reports do not indicate any 
desire t o  exploit the attacks as a sign of North Korean resurgence.) The 
claini tha t  tho s o i l  is burning under the fee t  of the Anmxicais appears 
repecitedly, as does the claim that  Seoul is not yet conquered. 
offered as proof of the Koreans' heroic resistance, as evidence of partisan 
ac t iv i t ies ,  and as evidence of the ulthiate victory of the North Koreans.

Moscow identifies the l iberation struggles of the 
Vietnm,"'- and Korwzn peoples h~ a manner that  suggests a desire t o  reassure 
the Koreans that  t h e i r  struggle is not a solitary one and t h a t  the 'Icamp of 
peace1' is not j u s t  a paper structure. Korean-language broadcasts are being 
increased by seven hours per week--from 17.50 t o  24.50-1. 
and t h i s  increase also suggests the Moscow radio's  desire t o  reassure the 
Korean people with regard t o  Soviet-Korean solidarity, 
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
