Comment: These are t h e  f i r s t  observed  f l i g h t s  over  
Korea by t h e  S o v i e t  MIG-15 unit at Mukden, 125 miles from 
the Korean bo rde r .  Enemy f i g h t e r - i n t e r c e p t o r s  have no t  
p r e v i o u s l y  been noted  flying combat mis s ions  from a barse as 
f a r  from t h e  Y a l u  River  as Mukden. 
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
