11. Comnunists suffer non-combat air losses: A 24 December message
from the North Koresn Alr Division at Binuiju to the Air School at
Yenchi reported that an airoraft (ossibly a jet) was "foroed to meke
an emergency landing in a-corn field." The message concluded that two
North Korean mechanics were responsible in that "they did not perform

their duties properly. . " (SUEDE AS CM IN 63612, Sinuiju-Yenchi,
24 Deo 51) '

Comment: Little is known of the extent of non-combat losses suffered
by Communist air units in training in Menchuriae. An erbitrary rule-of=-
thumb estimate has placed such Communist losses in the vicinity of 10
percent, or 150 airoraft of all typese
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~ Conspiracy within North Korean unit revealed: Two 28 December
North Korean messages--both from the 8th RR Regiment in northeastern
Koree to the Railroad Security Division--recount agitation within the
former unit's ranks. In one message, the originator states he sent
"the report concerning the surrender conspiracy on 27 December.”
Ariother message indicates that a fairly high official "went to Chuul
in the ‘area of the 8th Regiment oh mission and investigation of the
uprising." (SUEDE AS CM‘IN(64723, 29 Dec 51)

peraonnel undergéing training may tend to make this unit susoceptible
to unrest.
