Kin's apeech welcoming the Commigsion to Seoul 1s quoted directly es °
follows::

- "He sald: 'The American imperislists are interested in Korea because
they want to-threaten the countries in the Pscific, esteblish their
politicel and economic rule theréin, and turn these countries into a
source of strategic bases from which to obtain raw materials, cheap
labor and victims of wer.'". .

The commentary offers Kir's remarks to aubatantiate the claimithat the U. s.,

b. The Threat of Jdpanese Militarism: . Warnings of the danger to Korea
implicit in American plane for revival of Japen's millitary potentiasl are
a recurring, but minor, part of radioc Moscow's propaganda to and sdout -
Korea. This week two monitored commentaries revive the issue. A
-Mendarin-languags broadcast of 24 Februery reports Secretary Royall's
concurrence in plans to inorease the Japanese police forces. Moscow
declares thet this enlarged police force will be the basis of Amerjcan
.agaressive strength in Asia and will be used to bring direct pressure

on Korea. A Korean-language commentary of 28 Februery also points out
the threat inherent in this police foroce and cites denunciation of the
~ American schemes by Derevyanko and "a North Korean Assemblymen."
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
