TASS quotes Radio Pyongyang accounts of the increasing defect iors  of South 
Korean mi l i ta ry  personnel and notos the intensifying drive for Korean 
independence and warld peaco, In reporting the  defection of the "war vessel  
belonging t o  the Synppn Rhee Goverment," both WSS and Pyongyang quote the 
Captain a s  oondemning the  American advisors assigned t o  each ship. 
reference is made t o  'the whereabouts of tho missing ECA adviaare, nor is the  
vesse l  ident i f ied  by name, Radio Pyongyang quotes two members of the ship 's  
crew a s  expressing resentment over Korea 's American-directed t rade  with Japan, 
ove2-i t he  "sale" of the maritime industry t o  Americans, over t he  cost l iness  of 
American a id, and over the  a c t i v i t i e s  of the Goverment-controlled seamenfa union, 
TASS quotes the  remarks concerning a c t i v i t i e s  of Amgrican advisers :

Radio Pyongyang fu r the r s  t he  propaganda campaign for peace by ex to l l ing  the  
Soviet  Union's leadership of the campaign, by reporting preparations for and 
observance 09 Internat ional  Peace Day on 2 October, and by applauding Andrei 
Viahinsky's peace proposals a t  the U.N, Moscow, i n  turn, quotes Pyongyang on 
the  2 October preparations and f e s t i v i t i e s .  The campaign for Korean unity and 
independence and far world peaoe a re  consolidated by both Pyongyang and Moscow, 
who report, the Koreans t o  be s t r iv ing  with e q m l  vigor for both g a l s .  .
