5 .  Fron t  l i n e  Chinese Communist d i v i s i o n  p r e p a r e s  f o r  a c t i o n  
i n  e a s t e r n  Korea: A r e c e n t  message, passed  from the  2 l s t  
Chinese COmmunist A r t i l l e r y  Regiment t o  its p a r e n t  7 t h  
A r t i l l e r y  D i v i s i o n ,  i n d i c a t e d  t h a t  t h e  21s t  had been a t t a c h e d  
t o  the  a r t i l l e r y  group of t h e  303rd Chinese Communist I n f a n t r y  
D i v i s i o n  i n  e a s t e r n  Korea. The message I n d i c a t e d  t h a t  t h e  
reg iment  was moving forward t o g e t h e r  w i th  t h e  mortar and 
a r t i l l e r y  e lements  of t h e  203rd ' s  a r t i l l e r y  group.  The forward 
d isp lacement  of t h e  command p o s t  of t h e  203rd D i v i s i o n  was 
a lso sugges t ed .  

The Fa r  E a s t  Command s t a t e d  t h a t  " t h e  p l a c i n g  of a 
complete  CCF a r t i l l e r y  regiment  of an independent a r t i l l e r y  
d i v i s i o n  under  c o n t r o l  of an i n f a n t r y  d i v i s i o n  s u g g e s t s  t h a t  
t h e  lat.ter d i v i s i o n  may be a s s igned  a task where the  u t i l i z a -  
t i o n  and complete c o n t r o l  of a l a r g e  amount of a r t i l l e r y  is 
r e q u i r e d . "  (SUEDE CINCFE, SIB 477, 8 Apr 52) 

Comment: The 68th  Chinese Communist Army, of which t h e  
203rd D i v i s i o n  is a component, occup ies  t h e  eastern-most  
p o r t i o n  of t h e  Chinese-held f r o n t .  Recent r e p o r t s  have i n d i -  
c a t e d  that it  was about  t o  be r e l i e v e d  by a sister army--the 
67th--which has deployed i n t o  t h i s  sector .  

While t h i s  a c t i v i t y  cannot  be i n t e r p r e t e d  d e f i n i t i v e l y ,  
a flurry of r e c e n t  r e p o r t s  have i n d i c a t e d  an impending 
"of fens ive .11  The bu lk  of i n fo rma t ion  s u g g e s t s  t h a t  such 
a c t i o n  would t a k e  place i n  t h e  e a s t e r n  sector. 

Communist i n t e n t i o n s  t o  launch a "gene ra l  o f f e n s i v e "  a long  
t h e  e n t i r e  f r o n t .  I t  is e n t i r e l y  p o s s i b l e ,  however, t ha t  
a l i m i t e d  o b j e c t i v e  ofCensive of some s ize  might be launched 
In e a s t e r n  Korea by Chinese and North Korean f o r c e s .

Comment: A number of r e p o r t s  have r e c e n t l y  been r e c e i v e d

o f f e n s i v e .  The bu lk  of them have p o i n t e d  t o  t h e  e a s t e r n  
sector as t h e  f o c u s  f o r  such  an o p e r a t i o n .  T h i s  is t h e  f i r s t  
i n d i c a t i o n  r e c e i v e d  of a s i g n i f i c a n t  s t r e n g t h e n i n g  of enemy 
forces deployed i n  t h e  w e s t .

gradua ted  p i l o t s  i n  t h e  Chinese Communist A i r  Fo rce  as of 
1 January  1932, and t h e  t r a i n i n g  e f f o r t  i n  China shou ld  
produce 2 , 5 0 0  p i l o t s  annua l ly .  

The number of a i r c r a f t  employed i n  primary, b a s i c  and 
advanced s t a g e s  of t r a i n i n g  are 93 ,  63 and 44, r e s p e c t i v e l y .  
The r e l a t i v e l y  small  number of advanced t r a i n e r s  s u g g e s t s  
t h a t  some of t h i s  t r a i n i n g  is d o n e . i n  t h e  S o v i e t  Union, o r  
t h a t  p a r t  of t h e  c o n v e n t i o n a l  f i g h t e r  reg iments  of t h e  CCAF 
are a c t u a l l y  advanced t r a i n i n g  u n i t s .

Comment: Nothing is known of this "Sino-Soviet Ship- 
building Joi'nt S tock  Company." The only  large s h i p y a r d  i n  
Manchuria is Daldok i n  Dai ren ,  which was a Sino-Soviet  t r u s t  
u n t i l  e a r l y  1961 when i t  was r e t u r n e d  t o  f u l l  Chinese owner- 
s h i p .  The Chinese Changchun R a i l w a y  is t h e  only o t h e r  Sino- 
S o v i e t  economic o r g a n i z a t i o n  p r e s e n t l y  i d e n t i f i e d  i n  Manchuria. 

10. Chinese Communists change weather  c iphe r :  On 1 A p r i l  t h e  
Chinese Communists changed t h e  c i p h e r  used by t h e  Pe ip ing  
c o l l e c t i v e  weather  b roadcas t s .  A p re l imina ry  s tudy  of t h e  
a l t e r a t i o n  i n d i c a t e s  t h a t  a larger supply of c i p h e r  books has 
been d i s t r i b u t e d .  T h i s  i n c r e a s e  was n e c e s s i t a t e d ,  i n  p a r t ,  
by t h e  e s t ab l i shmen t  of new s t a t i o n s .  Changes were t o  be 
expec ted ,  s i n c e  they  p rev ious ly  occurred  i n  A p r i l  and September 
1951. (SUEDE AFSA-271 WIB 15-52, 1 Apr 52)
